THE NEW TARBELL
HOMESTEAD

As you pass by Rt. 37, you have noticed Robert (Lubby)
and Jane Tarbell's new log home going up this summer.
Everyone has admired: the spacious looking log house and
they are perfectly proud in being able to start this project for
their family of three children. The shell went up fast, In three
weeks the exterior was finished with the help of 3 Amish
workers, Moses, Jake and Mark Schwartz, and John Jones.
The Amish workers have done lots of work in the
Akwesasne area and everyone praises their steady efforts.

The logs were all rough lumber from Stanley Johnson, in
South Bombay. They had looked at kits, but were
dissatisfied and they decided to use the rough lumber arid
plane ft themselves. The logs had to be peeled, planed and
one coat of varnish was applied. The exterior also has to he
bleached with clorox, and covered with wood sealer for a
year, then they must decide on a varnish or another exterior
coating. The planing was done by themselves and sanded.
Jane and Robert worked op designs for the log cabin for
close to 10 years. Louis Gray was brought in to finalize the
final design over several friendly arguments.

Jane's father built a log cabin in Westville by the river, and
some experience was gained there for, thei^designs. The
base price of the log shell was155OO-I6O0O, which is pretty
good for a log home/but they face another year of interior
work before it is finally finished. The logs contain 6 inch
cell-sealer insulation and will not be covered^n the inside,
as they prefer the. log interior. Silicone caulking was used on
the outside, and they have to seal more to make it right.
Their heat source will be a wood furnace, a future fireplace,
and some electrical heat as a back up. Her father's log cabin
just uses a wood furnace; but is a one story cabin.

In these days Vhen people talk of terms like self-
. sufficiency, a project like this cuts across words and
demonstrates that̂ ^ people can do and build what they want
with a little initiative and lots of hard work. Robert works
construction downstate in the summer and will be free later
to help finish the interior to make it liveable as they moved
out of their trailer and into the log home Jane will have her
hair styling shop on the east side, and we thank her for let-
ting us check out their new log home Good luck.
