The Akwesasne Emergency Team would like to extend
their sincerest gratitude to Mr. & Mrs. Eli Tarbell for their
constant support shown our community emergency service!

This service officially became operational in the early fall
of 1981. At that time, Eli and Gretchen volunteered to under-
take the entire financial responsibility for providing fuel and
fuel supplies to keep our ambulances operational for any
emergency. They carried this responsibility totally for more
than 18 months. Because of their support our group was able
to concentrate their efforts on fund raising and channel
other donations into medical supplies and equipment con-
stantly required to operate two ambulances for our com-
munity. Without their support at a very crucial time, we
would not have been able to keep our ambulances ready for
service. Over the past two years they have sent refreshments
and snacks to our nigh'tly crews on duty. They have always
shown a genuine and unsolicited interest in our progress and
development. They take time from their busy schedules to
inquire on our operation and readily offer aide to help us
continue in arty way possible. ,

This is a costly operation which services not just the peo-
ple of Akwesasne but answers calls to anyone in need, be it
emergency trahsports to local hospitals or long-range
transports to Pittsburgh or Burlington Vermont for
specialized treatment and care. These transports were made
possible because of the support given by this local couple.
They are aware of the fuel costs accrued for that time period
which is in the range of thousands of dollars. But have refus-
ed to quote any figures to enable us to reimburse them, now
that we are beginning to feel the financial burden begin to
ease. . :

As we approach our second year of service, we have
reviewed our records and run sheets and give you both our
most heartfelt "THANKS," for helping us help the many
people in both Akwesasne and our surrounding areas.
Because of your support we have become established and
recognized as fully certified/registered a'mubulance service.

THE TSIONESKWENRIE PLANT PEOPLE

it was springtime, and the woods were alive With new
plant life. Many birds had returned to their summer homes.

On the edge of the woods, there lived an old man and his
wife. The man was a believer in the curative powers of plant
medicines, He used his generous woods to supply him
medicinal needs to keep his wife and himself in good health.

All was not well for him this spring: He was sick in bed
from an illness that he had never had before. He sent his wife
to the woods several times to get medicines. She would
steep a tea from these and give them to her ailing husband to
drink. None of them made him better. He grew sicker each

Finally, he lapsed into a dream-like sleep. In his dream-

Sleep, he was in bed and through the door walked a little old
man and a little old lady. They had purplish-red skin and
shiny white hair. When they came to the side of his bed, he
saw that they were not even tall enough to see over the side
of his bed. They looked very cheerful. Their round faces'
glowed and their eyes sparkled. '

They said to him, "We are Tsioneskwenrie...The Spirit of
the plant called Tsioneskwenrie.''

They told him that a tea from the purplish-red root of their
plant would make him well. Then they told what the plant
lookodtiicCf It was a»9hort^plant wkh broad leaves and a-thlek-
stem. The roots were the same color as. they were. They told
him that they grew in the shady areas of the woods.

Then the man woke up and told his wife of the dream. His
wife went to the woods and found the plant that he describ-
ed and made a tea for her husband.

The Tsioneskwenrie tea had good results, just as his tiny
vMtofcs had promised. The man went out to the woods with
his sacred tobacco and his pipe, to give thanks to the Great
Spirit for sending the Tsioneskwenrie people to him. He left
an offering at the base pi a Tesioneskwenrie plant to give
thanks to them for their help;

t he next day the man felt so good that he went hunting.
The man's, wife thought that it was such a wonderful
medicine the she went to the woods and collected more of
the root and stored them away in a covered jar. When her
husband catne back from hunting, he was having: trouble
breathing, and he was feeling very ill. He went to bed.; He
then fell into another dream-sleep. In his dream he saw the

kittle old man and the little old woman come into the room
to the side of his bed to talk to him. He saw that they too
were haying trouble breathing. Their once bright purplish-
red faces were grey, and their once happy faces were Tad.

Hi? said, gasping for air as he talked, "Why are your faces
so grey little Tsioneskwenrie people?1^

They replied, also gasping for air, "We are having trouble
breathing because your wife has put the Tsioneskwenrie
root irira jar and covered it. Our spirit needs air to breathe,
just as you do. Take the roots from the ja^and put them in a
burlap bag, and hang it outside in your shed. The burlap will
allow the air to get to the roots, so that we .can breathe."

When he awoke from his dream-sleep, he rushed to the
shelf and opened the jar. His breathlessness was eased. He
found a burlap bag and placed the Tsioneskwenrie roots in it
and hung it in his shed.

The next moring when he had recovered, he went to -the.
woods to give things to both the Great Spirit and his helpers
the Tsioneskwenrie people.

T H E ARTISTS Since the late 196o's, a cultural awareness
movement, a qenulne revival, has swept across Native
America. Although there has always been a core of tradi-
tional people who; were; the keepers of their culture, there
were many who forgot the ways of their people, or did not
have the Opportunity to learn, for whatever reasons. This
movement, if »t can be called such, is having-many positive
and Jong lasting effects on individuals and their l'tyes, even
on tribal government, as they search out their tribal heritage.
And many go beyond, a knowledge of their roots and
research the traditions of other tribes as well.

The artists in this exhibition are representives of those
Native Americans who have expanded their horizons and
have become aware of the beauty and richness of artforms of
cultures other than their own. As artists they admired these
creatipns and as craftsmen they were challenged to master
the techniques and styles, in addition to continuing to do
^beir own w<wlt.t,Th«j finestone and bone carvings in this ex-,
Hibitare the products of that effort and are their interpreta-
tions of Northwest Coast Indian culture. The prints are
classic examples of the. contemporary art styles of Canadian
Native Americans. And, as all Native American art does, or
should dp, they reflect the combining of the ancient with
modern day. They illustrate the continuity between the past
and the present because Native American cultures are con-
tinually developing, its and on-going process, solidly based
on cultural foundations,

DANIEL FULLER. Metis.Born in 1947 in North Bay, On-
tario, Canada- He Ras travelled extensively in the United
States and Canada and has studied Northwest Coast att-
fprms, which is reflected in his bone and soapstone carvings.
The Jact that he has examples of his fine work in each the
four categories of this exhibit indicates his dedication to and
diverse switches media arid culture-style is a unique ability.
Of the four artists^the influence of Morrisseau (SEE THE
PRINTS) is most visible in Fuller's prints, in his symbol with
animated arms and legs to indicate the omnipresence of the
powers of the spiritual. In "Fastest WayDown" and "Water
Travel" the symbol is given a stylized head reaching in the
.direction of the subject to indicate the special need for
spiritual protection and help. The symbol appears in all but
one of the prints and is almost as much a "signature" sym-

Of the works in-
cluded in this exhibition his is unique for its traditional
spiritual elements; His untitled acrylic painting on canvas of
four warriors paddling a canoe is the one artwork in the ex-
hibit that is probably closest to the birch bark scrolls in its
simplicity of line and content. It also has a sun symbol, as us-
ed in the scrolls, with horizontal and vertical lines radiating
put, ip his drawing "Spirit of Gefonimo" the symbol has a
connecting line to jhe subject, also traditional to the scrolls,
but here it encircles the subject and represents spiritual pro-
lection. This sun symbol>is included on nearly all his work
somewhere muchiik*? a signature symbol.
