Akwesasne artist, Jeff Whalen - TciOterateh, 34, is a multi-
talented artist who works in various mediums inter-
changeably. From beads, wood, to metal, he mixes and
blends these to create works of art which are bpth
decorative and functional. Jeff said that his "god's eyes,"
made with yarn and an illustrated circular wooden center,
went over real big, saying that he even sent one to Montana.
Through the use of Francis Boots' workshop, Jeff is able to
do woodwork. He recently created a wooden wall plaque
which was presented to hockey veteran Bobby Orr by the
Chenail Homemakers Club during his visit to Akwesasne this
summer. He also made a beautiful beaded traditional outfit
complete with leggings, shirt, gustoweh, and sash, which he
had in a recent art show. '

Jeff Whalen is a native of Akwesasne who attended the
Mohawk School up until the 3rd grade in Hogansburg. While
attending the Mohawk School, Jeff was part of a travelling
acrobatic act jvhich toured in various schools. After the third
grade, Jeff moved to Canton to live with his mother until he
was thirteen years old. While in Rochester in the fifth grade,
Jeff received a one year scholarship for sculpture from the
Rochester Chamber of Commerce. He attended regular
school four days a week and one day a week at the art
gallery. Whalen says he has always been artistically inclined,
When the East High School in Rochester offered general arts
courses, Jeff signed up* and attended classes for two years.
Later in the nineth grade, after he had moved to'Los Angles
to be with his Dad, the L.A. Kiwanis Club awarded him a two
year scholarship to attend college in the arts. .

In 1966, Whalen interrupted his artistic career and joined
the U.S. Marines. He served in Viet Nam and was much
decorated by South Viet Nam and the U.S. as a combat
veteran in the 1st Recon Battalion.. He left the service in 1969
and became a sheet metal worker and an ironworker on the
G.I. Bill. In 1970, Jeff was friends with Sherman Smoke who
was involved with a native dance group. There he got started;
doing work for the group's dance costumes.

In 1973, Jeff reenlisted in the Marines and served 5 more
years in his old unit. After a bout with alcoholism, Jeff found
sanity in his creative pursuits. Presently, he is in school stu-
dying to become a Certified Alcohol Counselor in addition
to his creative work. He also worked at the Partridge House
for awhile as a resident aid.

Jeffs creative range is vast. Beaded moccasins, stone,;
pipes, a solid brass tomahawk, deer hoof rattles, horn rattles,
beaded rossettes, beaded belts, metal belt buckles, drawings,
woodwork, etc. He has plans of expanding his range even
more when he can equip himself to do silver work. He has
the materials to start but still lacks the necessary tools to
begin. ' .

Jeff likes to play Indian music while he works on his art
projects. He is also something of a musician himself and has
been playing guitar since high school. He prefers to play
ballad type songs, although he does like listening;to rock as
well. • '[•':'

Jeff Whalen is also a poet. The back page of this issue of
TIME carries a few of his poems for-yow enjoyment. Indian
Time would like to take this opportunity to extend a long
overdue welcome home to Jeff Whalen.

The Department of Indian and Native Affairs in Ottawa has
given the status Mohawk a great amount of financial aid to
Helpthern through their college studies. The student has a
right to this aid which cannot be refused without a very
goodTreason. The Band Councils across Canada have been
given a document called the "Post-Secondary Education
Assistance Program - Policy and Administrative Guidelines"
by Ottawa which they must follow without prejudice against
;any student. If the student has a band number then she or he
must be given financial aid. Most students are not aware of

— The student must be accepted in a Canadian university,
community coliege, technical school or other institute
which has a high school diploma as a requirement for en-
trance or in an American school if the student cannot
learn their chosen discipline in Canada.

-r-The student must first accept only unconditional aid from
their school with scholarships not effecting their aid.

— The student has 96 months to complete their education;

tended school. Summer vacations are not included.

— If the student has dependents,' then the aid is increased ac-
cording to the number of dependents.

Common Names: Canada snake root, Indian, ginger, Ver-
mont snake root
FEATURES* The appearance of the Ginger plant depends on
the locale and habitat. Each area has its own species grow-
ing. Ginger is found growing in rich woody areas. Tlie root
of the plant is round and fleshy with a stem separating and
supporting a heart-shaped leaf. The leaf is deep green above
and a lighter green on its underside and is soft and wooly.
Each plant has two beautifully veined leaves and only one
brownish-purple flower. The plant has a distinct sharp
ginger aroma and has a pungent, bitter taste. Best time to
pick is late fall

INTERNAL USESs Ginger root made into a {ea is useful for
minor frostbite. The tea is soaked into clothes and applied
directly to affected areas. It is also to be taken internally.
EXTERNAL USES: Ginger powder or grated ginger added
to your bath water is great for circulation and will decrease
muscle soreness and muscle stiffness; (Please riote: A little
ginger goes a long way.) A ginger bath is great for sprains.
OTHER USES: To make your own homemade ginger ale,
wash and chop us a medium-sized ginger root.

to Indian Affairs Whereupon the appeal will be heard by
the native student of the school, a representative of the
D.I.N.A, aMhe regional level and the school student ad-
visor; The Band Council is not involved except to provide
information.

— The student only has to maintain good academic standing
to receive aid:

— The D.I.N.A. increases the aid periodically. Last year, a
single student without dependents was to be given
1125.00 per week which does not include books, travel,
special clothes or tools and rent over $125.00 per month.
Each student should demand a copy of the Education

Assistance Program guidelines so they will know exactly
what is theirs by right. • ' . : . "

In the past, Band Councils have treated aid as if it was a
priviledge for them to give owieny with the student having
no say. Many students studied under great financial hardship
or quit school altogether because the Band refused to give-
them what was not their's but the student's. It is time for
academics to be freed from petty-politics and for the Native
student to exercise their rights.
