Pam Brown - Gail General
Pam Brown, Watakweniosta, 27, and Gail General,

Aonwentsiio, 39, are the artists and proprietors of
Akwesasne Crafts & Creations, an arts and: crafts shop
located on Route 37 in Hogansburg. Akwesasne Crafts &
Creations features their cornhusk dolls, headword and
leatherwork. Pam and Gail work together on everything.
While they work mainly in beadwork and cornhusk, they
also employ porcupine quills in their creations.

Gail was born in Buffalo and grew up in Six Nations "In
the back woods." There she learned craft work from Isabell
Sky. She lived in Michigan until 1976, and then at Deseronto
for awhile. Gail has been working in crafts off and on for the
past 15 years and has been making a steady living at it for the
past 3 or 4 years since she went into business with Pam
Brown.

Pam Brown, the daughter of a Journeyman Ironworker,
lived and grew up mostly in cities in the United States, from
Texas to the eastern seaboard. She began working in crafts 3
or 4 years ago when she met Gail General. Both Pam and
Gail make their living exclusively from the sale of their craft
creations. . : :

They travel to many arts and crafts shows during the year
beginning in February, taking them as far away as Halifax.
They usually demonstrate their work at the shows because
they find that they sell better if the prospective buyers see
the work being done, often waiting until a piece is finished
before purchasing it. They receive orders locally, regionally,
from France, Germany, and the rest of Europe. Their works
are part of many private collections as well as museums
around the country such as the Oneonta Musuem, the Rober-
son Center, the Turtle in Niagara Falls, etc.

Pam and Gail have created perhaps one of the largest cor-
nhusk dolls on record. It is two feet high and took two years
to complete. The doll itself took a month to make.and the
embellishments of beads, rabbit fur, buckskin, bones (breast
plate and choker), silver, abalone, and the tree fungus base
took much longer. The doll is named the "Hawk Dancer"
because the feather work was done with the feathers from a
redtail hawk obtained from Gail's brother. At the time of this
interview the doll was not yet finished. They plan to .add a
beaded headband before they call it done.. '

Pam and Gail have taught classes in cornhusk at the
• Freedom School and at the Akwesasne Museum. Their work
has to been seen to be really appreciated. They invite you to
stop in at their crafts shop located across from the bingo hall
in Hogansburg.

CARE OF BASKETS:
Reeds need remoisturizing periodically. Marie Potts advised
slowly immerse in cold water, then dry upside down (don't
let it stand in water). But a museum note says to pat wet cot-
ton first on a section; never immerse if it has any colors; if
Very old let an expert do it.
NAVAJORUGS:
Never put in washing machine; have dry cleaned to avoid
colors running. Do not fold to store; roll up around card-
board tube or make on of dowels with padding such as old
quilt tied in place; beware of moth balls & moth crystals,(can
distort some colors). '
FEATHERS:
One musuem specialist told me, "NEVER store any feathered
object with moth balls, the gas strips the barbs from the
shafts; in fact, the gas is dangerous in small, closed places.
Best home treatment I know is "Moth Proofer" sold by that
famous brush company, for insect rcpeHanL"
(from Early American, California Indian Education
