Any person who has a definite interest in arts and painting
should contact Salli at the Museum for details, phone
358-2240.

The age, of the students must be over 14, and some, ex-
perience will be necessary. Adults can be included, and we
ask that interested people bring some examples of work
(photos, slides, paintings, drawings, xeroxs). Alex works in
many different media, but the proposal was specifically for
painting, and will last six (6) months, beginning after January.
198-i. We will have to decide on the students and where;we ,
can paint and the times and days available to us. For those.
who will be attending school, there will be night or weekend
classes. . • •.: •• :

It will operate as an open studio, but only those students
who apply will be eligible for supplies. There will be cahyas,:

frames, acrylic and oil paints, brushes, thinners, drawing
paper and pens, some watercolors and inks. Each student
will be expected to produce around 15 drawings, and as
many paintings as they can produce. Each media will be at-
tempted: acrylic, oil, watercolor, ink, but ah experienced
student may prefer one technique, and this can be arranged.
Hut the intent is to introduce students to different media,
techniques and styles. They must decide themselves, with \
counsel, which media they like best, and can finish the re:

mainder of their drawings and paintings in that medium. .".
Vie think there can be no more than ten (10) students, and

we are starting to consider applications. All it takes is a.
strong interest in drawing and painting, experience counts,-
but a lot can be learned in six months by students willing to
spend the time. We will be looking at all available styles-bf
Indian Art: western, Iroquois, the old Santa Fe Studio style,
modern (contemporary) styles.

We do not have definite times and a studio yet, but we
think we can operate an "open studio". This means that.
when the artist is in, or class is in session, we will be open to.
other local artists who are welcome to come in (and bring.
their own. materials) and paint along with us. This wouid.be
good for'the students to see artists work with confidence.
We hope that we can offer a space-a studio--to such in*--
tcrested local artists. Sometimes, it is difficult to work at
home. The supplies will be free for applying and accepted
students, as we will have a limited budget to run six months-;
But every effort will be made to accomodate any interested
student and artist. If student response is minimal, we may be
able to open it up to us older artist types, butwe still have
two months to get organized,

The Museum, as part of the proposal, will be.given a Mural-.
that Alex and the students will,work on in the last weeks of .
the class. All artwork done by the students can be kept by
them, and we can arrange a sale of finished works, if they '
like. But we are- asking that this Mural project be donated to
the Museum for allowing us to paint. . • : .• •

The intent of the program will also be to produce a series •'.
of paintings about Akwesasne, it's people, traditions and the
land. Students can observe the progression from studies and
drawings to finished paintings, and how they lead from one.
to another. There will.be some research, but mostly it will be :
drawing and painting. Any interested people, contact Alex

the Museum. We will announce a date when people can start
to apply at the Museum. The class and studio will, definitely
be held, but the details are not worked out yet, so any ques-
tions or inquiries about the project are open to suggestion.

; granddaughter Judy Coie. have taught basket making classes
over the.past year. Ista was also the subject of a recent fiim

Tnakerj Frank Semmens. Recently, Ista turned over the pro*
prietorship of Ista's Basket Shop to her granddaughter Judy.

The Basket Shop started out in St. Regis Village where it
remained for two years. In March of this year, Ista's Basket*
Shop merged with Penny wood Florist and mo'ye'd to a new
location on St. Regis road about a mile from Hogansburg
Route 37 on the left. Now iri its third year of operation; the
Basket Shop is doing better business at its new location. In-
creased; business is only partially due to the move to SL Regis
road. Judy attributes the slight increase in business to the

merger with Penny wood. Florist and better advertisement
both locally and abroad. Judy who's main occupation is that
of bus driver for Massena Central School said that she must
wbrk both occupations to make a living although she hopes
i)er personal business will improve in the future to provide
her a better income, . . '

Penny Wood, presently living in Moira with her husband
who is a real estate broker, has her business based in Bom-,
bay but is looking for a new and better location for her florist
shop. Both Judy and Penny have their eye on eventually
locating somewhere along Route 37, hopefully in or around
Hogansburg. They are also thinking of establishing a
cooperative with area arts and crafts producers/Their
merger is already a cooperative of sorts and is working out
very well. Penny and Judy colaborate On floral arrangements
fpr weddings with combinations of real flowers from
Penny's florist shop and silk wedding flowers frqm Judy's
basket shop. Recently, a local girl who was married^ in.the
North West Territories had a silk wedding .floral arrangement
sent from Ista's Basket Shop. One of the advantages of silk
flowers is that when the wedding is done, the bouquet is
returned tQ Judy who arranges and places the bouquet into a
handmade basket which then becomes a permanent table
center peice. •

Belt of The Unity Of The Clans
This belt was once one of the Constitutional Memorials

and signified the essential unity of the clans, "who sat op-
posite each other about the Fire." The white background
signifies peace, unity and friendship. It is provided thus:
That ip trie Confederate Iroquois Nation, the people bearing
the same name, the same clan, shall recognize one another as
relatives irrespective of their nation and shall treat one
another as such. Therefore a man and woman of the same
clan are forbidden to marry. It is provided thus: When an in-
fant of the Five Nations is given a authorized name at the
Midwinter Festival or at the Green Corn, Strawberry or
Harvest Festival, one in the Cousinhood of which the infant
is a member shallbe appointed a speaker. He shall then an-
nounce to the opposite Cousinhood the names of the father
and mother of the child, together with the clan of the
mother, then the speaker shall announce the child's name
twice. The uncle of the child shall then take the child in his
arms and walking lip and down the room shall .sing, "My
head is firm! I am of the League." As he sings the opposite
cousinhood shall respond by chanting "Hyen, Hyen, Hyen,
Hyert" until the song is ended. It is provided thus: When a
chieftainbood title becomes vacant through death or other
causes, the Otiianer Woman of the clan in which the title is
hereditary shall hold a council, and shall chose one of their
sons to fill the office made vacant. Such a candidate shall not

''Hit ^e^fattier1 dt -any/'chief 'of̂ 'the League. If trie Choice'is '
unanimous, the name is referred to the men relatives of the
clan. If they shall disapprove, it shall be their duty to select a
candidate from among their own number. If then the men
and women: are unable to.decide which of the two can-
didates shall be named, then the matter shall be referred to

• the Chiefs of the League in the clan. They shall decide which
candidate shall be named. If the men and women agree to a
candidate, then his name shallbe referred to the sister clans
fpr confirmation, If the sister clans confirm the choice, they
shall refer their action to the Chiefs of the League who shall
ratify the choice and present it to their Cousin Chiefs, and if
the Cousin Chiefs confirm the name, then the candidate shall
be installed by the proper ceremony for the conferring of
chieftainship titles. '

15 Year Flu Cycle

Major Flu Season Predicted - Canadian and
American national TV have carried reports on recent news-
programs, that medical experts are predicting a major flu
season this winter. Every 15 years there is the return of the
cycle of Pandemic Flu, this means it will be worldwide and
devastating to the usual victims of flu •- the young and the

The experts say it will probably start in Eastern Europew
Indo-China. The last strain of Pandemic Flu was Asiatic Flu,
the figures for the U.S. alone were 200 million people af-
fected, and 50,000 dead. The flu would last 2 weeks, with all
the usual symptoms, and take one month to recover.

This year, Canadian experts predict 45,000 deaths in
Canada alone, due to this season's outbreak.

People who gather medicine plants have told us that,
while it is difficult each year to find certain plants, this
season, the plants used for colds, fever and flu, are in abun-
dance and are bigger than past season's harvests.

Aripthe^ thing to consider, is the mutation of viruses.
Because they are short-lived creatures, they can mutate
much quicker than other foms of life,. It would not be wrong
to state that a new strain of flu could prove even more lethal
than the experts predict, under the right conditions. This is
not meant tp scare anyone, but people should be prepared
for the flu season, and there is a flu-shot program available
on Mondays at the clinic in Hogansburg. They ask people to
make appointments to help things run smoother or if you
already have an appointment to see a doctor, you can get a
flu shot at that scheduled time.

Record of Chiefs of Mohawk Nation
These wampum strings are a record of the leaders of the

Mohawk Nation. The Mohawk name of the keepers of this
record was of the Wolf Clan whose title was Sarenhowane.
There should be similar records of the other four nations of
the original Iroquois states.

. The Mohawk Nation has nine chiefs and thus the nine str-
ings in this record. The small string of wampum uniting
them symbolizes that the chiefs shall all be of one mind. The
nine wampum strings are in three groups and these represent
the three clans of the Mohawk Nation, the Turtle Clan, the
Wolf Clan and the Bear.Clan. Each clan is represented at the
Mohawk Council by three chiefs. The string standing for the
first Chief of each clan is of white wampum only. Two pur-
ple wampum among'the''.white represents the Second Chief,
and that string representings the Third Chief has three pur-
ple wampum. As the above wampum strings lay with the all-
white string on the left it reads from left to right:
TURTLE CLAN
1st Chief; T'ekarihoken (The Mediator)
2nd Chief: Ayonwatha (He Who Combs)
3rd Chief: Satekariwate (The Clear Thinker)
WOLF CLAN
1st Chief: Sarenhowane (Majestic Tree)
2nd Chief; Teyonhekwen (He Who Has Two Lives)
3rd Chief: Orenrekowa (Great Limb On A Tree)
BEAR CLAN
1st Chief: Tehanakarine (He Who Drags Horns) <
and-Ghiefc ^tWWSRswsiitbaiH^-HangjSj^, Jhe^fiaialPSfr . - ^
3rd Chief: Soskoharowane (A Great Bush) .
. It is provided thusr The Council of the Mohawks shall be
divided into three parties: Tekarihoken, Ayonwatha and
Satekariwate are the first. Sarenhowane, Teyonhekwen and
Orenrekowa are tire second. Tehanakarine, Ostawenseren-
tha and Soskoharowane are the third. The third party is to
listen only to the discussion of the first and second parties
and if an error is made, or the proceeding irregular, they are
to call attention to it and when the case is right and properly
decided by the two parties, they shall confirm the decision
of the two parties and refer the case to the Seneca statesmen
for their, decision. When the Seneca Statesmen have decided,
in accord with the.Mohawk Statesman, the case or question
shall be.referred to the Cayuga and Oneida statemens oft the
opposite side of the house..

it is provided thus; In all cases of passing a law, the pro-
cedure must be as follows: When the Mohawk and Seneca
Chiefs have agreed unanimously upon a question, they
report dieir decision to the Cayuga and Oneida chiefs who
shall council upon the question and report a unanimous
decision to the Mohawk chiefs. The Mohawk chiefs then
report the decision of the case to the Firekeepers (Onondaga)
who shall render a decision as they see fit in case of a
disagreement by the two bodies, or confirm the decision to
the Mohawk Chiefs who announce it to the open council.

It is provided thus: If through any misunderstanding or
disagreement on the part of the Firekeepers, that they decide
different,with that of the two sides, the two sides shall then
reconsider or council the matter again and if their decisions
are still the same as before they shall report it again to the
Firekeepers who then must confirm their joint decision.
