Enters 3rd Year Of Service

In the past two years many obstacles of continued survival
kept arising. The most prominent being monies. The high
cost of fuel, vehicle maintenance is a fore runner, a close se-
cond being the replacement and purchasing of medical
equipment and supplies, as well as operational expenditures
for our telephone, hand operated radios (2), horne/pocket

\ pagers (4), and the'special lohg-range communications radio
housed inside our ambulance. During this time, of Becoming
established, members of our community came through and
kept us moving. During the past year, we have incorporated
an in-house training program for our team members and
other area residents who wish medical training. We have a
certified EMT Instructor7trainer and two AFA-CPR Instruc-
tors. We have now freed ourselves from relying on other
groups for certification, and it can be done on our premises.

ALL OF THIS in reality sometimes seems impossible, that a
small group of dedicated individuals built a whole am-
bulance service from beginning to end In a matter of mon-
ths. Another factor that is fast being recognized in outside
communities Where we travel is the credit; we are being
given as a "service consisting of a majority of female
members." In the beginning one of the officers of the am-
bulance service that pulled out noticed all the women
members and laughingly stated/'you wontt last six (6) mon-
ths."1 Well, we're still here and even in the past 6 months
have received favorable responses frorn .Other ambulance
services where only men are on duty. They jhaye either wat-
ched or assisted us on emergencies, aftd think Its "great,"
some have asked if we find the work difficult an<J Would
rather be involved in something else. (Jur only response is
we don't think about it, we just do it But when you consider
.the area we live in, the women of our community have
^always maintained a rare independence, mostly because the
men from the reserve have had to travel long distances to
find ironwork. In some of the .more critical ac-
cidents/emergencies we have come to rely on the expertise
of the Hogansburg Fire Department, and working hand in
hand with this group of community conscious men and their
wives has proven a great asset in any emergency situation
Through this liasonship the people of Akwesasne Juyept
ven we can handle and take care of any ernefgeĵ cy and with
both groups belonging jo the m^Ma^ t ^ f l pe t ^k of
Franklin and St. Lawrence counties, WC
ye a service crucial to the needs ojfthe?j

The A.E.T. has always been in a strained financial condi-
tion^ This is mainly due to the inability of the team to receive
any monies or any type of reimbursements on runs made to
the "Canadian'* portion of the St. Regis Reservation. Accor-
ding to an A.E.T. spokesperson, "the team makes up to 1/2
of its' monthly runs to Canada, while the St. Regis Rescue
Squad is paid $60.00 by the St. Regis Health Services for
transports made to the U.S. portion of the reserve. The
A.E.T. receives ho monies from the St. Regis Band Council,
QfllPvotptttP.

The Akwcsasne Emergency Team will continue as they
have pvey the past two (2) years, providing emergency aid to
all area residents of St. Regis Village, Cornwall Island and
the Chenail area whjjn called. .

In establishing;the A.E.T. ambulance service, many factors
had to be considered:, one of these being the countless hours
• and hard work from every team member. But when asked,
every member wijl |feU you it has many rewards and has pro-
ven itself necessary to all of Akwesasne. Each member is

rscheduied to spend: 12-24 hours a week on duty, responding
to any -mfr all caUs fpr^ide or assistance. During the day,
many of our employers allow us to leave work to respond to
the needs of our cQrnmunity. Another aspect of our service is
the longidistahec transports for critially ill patients either

located in Og^cnsburg, Plattsburg, Burlington (Vermont),,
Syracuse, and Montreal. We will continue to canvass for new
members and dispatchers interested in volunteering. Basical-

Mrs. Lazore had been stabbed several times in the chest

and abdomen with a large kitchen knife or hunting knife, ac-
cording to Investigator John Lawliss of the Massena State
Police station, He said the murder weapon has not been
recovered. -

Lawliss admitted late Monday, "We have no motive and
no suspects." On Monday fire officials and N.Y. State Police
continued to comb through the rubble left from the fire in
hopes of pinpointing a cause for the blaze and to locate any
clues to the woman's murder.

According to Lawliss, Mrs. Lazore lived alone and,
reportedly'had bio visitors the nighi of the slaying. Her hus-
band, former Tribal Chief Lawrence Lazore died in 1975.

Lawliss stated, "She was talking to a relative at 11 p.m. and
there seemed to be no reason for concern." The name of the
relative was not disclosed. .

The fire call by a local resident came into the Hogansburg
Fire Department shortly, after 1 a.m. Sunday morning,
troopers reported. It is not known if the call was made by
Mrs. Lazore's closest neighbor who resides only 20 feet
a w a y . ' • • ' , " ' ' ' . ' • '

Lawliss stated, "We're asking the community to help Us,"
"If anyone knows anything about this, if they saw someone
suspicious around that area around midnight, we are asking
them to call us."

The Akwesasne Emergency Team is an all volunteer (non-
paid) ambulance service, which survives on any and all
donations received, all of which goes directly back into our
unit. They require for the service and the squad room the
following: scanner —• flashlights & batteries — a sofa — TV
antenna and wire — electrical extension cords table lamps
— small am-fm radio — office supplies, (notebooks — used
for daily log, pens, note pads, paper 8 Vi x 14 which is used
to zerox or daily maintenance check forms, and rain Jackets,
rubber boots and rubber gloves. If you have any of the
following or other items you wish to give please call the ser-
vice after 6 p.m. at 358-2117 and some one will collect the
items. PLEASE KELP US TO HELP YOU OR YOUE FAMI-
LY AND FRIENDS.

Over the past two (2) years we have a total of 371 com-
pleted transport to medical centers, this does not include trie
walk-ins treated at our facility, the home visits (dry-runs) to
check, or in more critical situations the daily, stand-by shifts
we have pulled. The total has now substantiated the critical
need to keep this service operational and with YOUR sup-
port and Other members Of the community we will continue
to PULL together for not only the people of Akwesasne, but
anyone in the surrounding areas who request'"out help.'
