In 1979, the government of Quebec announced plans for a
multimillion dollar project study that was to look into the
possibilities of harnessing the Lachine Rapids for hydrpr*
electric power under the pretext that this project would
create jobs and enhance the future economy of Quebec.

The dam and flood canal constitutes 80% Of 'Project Ar-
chipel', a project that would cost 7 to 10 billion dollars if ft
gets final approval. Mr. Guy Gendron, Minister of
Planificaton stated in the Gazette on September 12, 1985
that no final' decision on the project will be, made until a
study, being conducted by Hydro-Quebec, is finished
sometime this fall. ;

The news made public, by C.F.C.F. Pulse on August 18, j
1983, that 80% of Project Archipel' may be shelved came as
no surprise. The government of Quebec cites economic
reasons for reconsidering the main part of the project, yet a
few'weeks earlier the government of Quebec had announc-
ed an upswing in the economy. No mention was made by
the government of the disastrous after effects to the environ-
ment should this project go through as planned. We tend to
believe that the project was stopped abruptly, for a second <
look, as a result of pressure from numerous non-government
groups, organizations and concerned individuals. /

One of these groups formed as a result of 'Project Ar-
ch ipel' is the "Citizens' Committee for the Preservation of>
the Lachine Rapids ' At a recent press conference, Mr. Bob
Cordner, President of the Committee stated; "The rapids are
the last remaining wildlife and natural region in the midst of.
fifty percent of the population of Quebec. We feel that the /
rapids preserved in its natural state would be of greater ad-
vantage to the Montreal region and to the people of
Kahnawake." . ' j. ,

Another well established environmental organization,;
Societe Pour Vaincre la Pollution (S.V.P.) showed deep con-
cern in the early stages of the government project. Ori:
December 9, 1980, the S.V.P. adopted a resolution condem- '
ning the government project that read in part; "Stop the pro-
ject in respect for the environment and the Mohawks of
Kahnawake." '•

Other organizations have diligently opposed the project,
The 'Society to Overcome Pollution' (S.T.O.P.), a Montreal
based environmental group that have been trying for many 'A
years to prevent futher deterioration of the St. Lawrence. \
ecosystem, have made several press statements and also
voiced their concerns to all major agencies involved in the •
project. . • ' ' • ' . • • ' • ' . •

On November 17, 1980 another group, 'L'Association En-
vironment Archipel" was formed. The group consisted
mainly of University students who volunteered their time
and efforts to study and voice their objections toward Pro-
ject Archipel. In 1983, the group published the findings: of
their work in a book entitled 'Protection of our Blue Acres.'

.Even the great dam builders' (James Bay) of;,the 7Q's
(Quebec Liberal Party) voiced their objections toward 'Pro-
ject Archipel'. On July 14, 1983 the Liberal Party of Quebec
made public their position as follows: • .; .
"The Liberal Party of Quebec, conscious of its respon-

sibilities to the Quebecois population are in the process of
analyzing the impact of the Project Archipel.
"The Liberal Party of Quebec may be in accord with the oh-.

jectives of Project Archipel, however, the party will not en-
dorse the part which aims at destroying one of the most
beautiful natural sites in Quebec; The Lachine Rapids." ^

That statement is from the present day Liberal Party, but
LOOK OUT, here comes Quebec Liberal leadership carkr
didate Robert Bourassa with his dam visions of more dams.
Mr. Bourassa was quoted by the Globe and Mail (September;;
3, 1983) as saying "The Party Quebecois administration is
not fully exploiting the province'^ hydroelectric energy
which could be sold to the energy — deficient northeastern
United States" Mr. Bourassa said.

Mr. Bourassa went on to say; "We have the markets at our
door, get that market and create jobs."

Quebec's present Energy Minister Yves Duhaime called
Me. Bourassa's statement "complete madness" because of
declining demands for electricity.

In November of 1982, the Kahawake Development
Research Program (K.D.R.P.) was established through the
Kahnawake Mohawk Council. The objective of the program
was to do an impact study of the effects project 'Archipel'
would have on the people and the territory of the Mohawks.

The K.D.R.P. went a little further than its required man-
date and acquired support from concerned individuals,.
fishermen, bicycle clubs, business enterprises, Church
groups and environmental organizatons from across Canada
and the United States. : /

On June 16, 1983 Chief Billy Two Rivers addressed the In-
ternational Joint Committee (Canada/U.S.A.) with a stirring
plea to put a halt to project 'Archipel'. Chief Two Rivets^con-
cluded his address by stating that the Mohawk people of
Kahnawake had suffered enough as a result of-the coining of,
the St. Lawrence Seaway, and that there Is just no more to ;
sacrifice. .

What still remains of the original project is the construc-
tion of flood gates and trenches in the Lake of Two Moun-
tains, Rivieres des Milles lies and Rivieres des PraMes areas,

This belt is a peace belt and the white wampum in the belt
stands for peace. The.six diamonds, woven into the belt
stand for the territory and council fires of the Six Nations,
the Mohawks, Oneidas, pnondagas, Cayugas, Tuscaroras
and Senecas.

Among the Iroquois, women have the privilege of
nominating the Chiefs. It is provided thus: We give and
assign the sacred- chieftainship titles and the soil of our land
to all of our Mothers, the Women of the Five Nations, and
they shall be proprietors of the same. If they see their Chiefs
acting contrary to constitutional justice, that they are riot
councijing for the interest of the people generally, the
women relatives of the erring chiefs shall cbme {The War
Chief acting in their behalf) before that Council to warn
them thrfee times, and no more, to return to justice andcoun^
eil for the interest and welfare of the people generally. If he
or they disregard their warning, even the third time, he or
they then shall be Tiispossessed of their title. They; the
women, will then make known the fact to the rest of the
Chiefs of the Nation, whereof they are; members who will
sanction their deed. Then the women will select another one
of their Clan to fill the vacancy thu^made, and will notify the
rest of the Chiefs whereof they are members, of their choice
and who will be their Chiefs in future. In such case the
Chiefs have only one course, that is, to sanction their deed.
It»is provided thus: That the lineal descent of the Five Nâ-
tions shall run in the female side and the women shall be
considered as the progenitors of the nation, and the title of
ownership of the land or soil of the Nation's cdunti'y shall be
vested in the sajd women. The descendants of the women
shall follow the statutes of their Mothers with respect to
clans which are the distinguishing marks of families.. It is pro-,
vided thus: That the women of every clan of theFive Natiohf
shall have a Council Fire (Voice) which shall ever be burning
for'the"purpose of holding a council of the Women elf the
Clan when in. their opinion it is necessary and to the advan-
tage of the people, and their commonwealth. The decision,
conclusion or recommendation of such a council shalVbe in-
troduced for consideration into the Council ^ J h e Con-
federate Chiefs by the War Chief of that clan.

Caffeine is the world's most popular drug. It is naturally
found in coffee, tea, cocoa, and chocolate, and it is also add-
ed to many soft drinks. It is also an important ingredient in
many headache, cold,; allergy, weight control and stay-
awake pills.

Caffeine stimulates your central nervous system, makes
your heart beat faster and increases your, body's output of
adreneline. People like caffeine because 'it gets them going'
and, studies have shown, does help them think more clearly,
at leaset in some respects.

Although it doesn't sound too bad, highs from drugs in-
evitably lead to lows. Caffeine can cause nervousness, ir-
ritability, sleeplessness, anxiety, irregular heartbeat, fre-
quent urination and infertility. Pregnant women are now be-
ing warned by drug administrations to stop or minimize
drinking tea, coffee, and colas because the caffeine in those
products may cause birth defects.

Some may think the answer is to drink decaffeinated cof-
fee but the chemicals in that product may be even worse
than the coffee. Many of the coffee beans imported into this
country are contaminated with pesticides.

In order to cut down on your coffee intake, you can drink
more tea, or you. can try the roasted grain coffees sold in
your local natural food store. They give the warmth of
regular coffee, a similar taste, arid they have no caffeine.

Some people reduce caffeine intake by mixing regular cof-
fee half and half with grain coffee.

There are also an enormous variety of herb teas available.
Most of these are caffeine free and are truly relaxing to drink
after work Or in the evenings.

Many people have come to substitute a bowl of vegetable
broth or miso soup for their coffee breaks. It is as satisfying
and much more beautiful. There are also several non-food
alternatives to get you going in the morning. A cool shower
or exercise stimulate adrenalin out-put (like coffee does, but
more moderately), oxygenates your blood, and releases
mood-elevating chemicals in the brain.

Jumping jacks or jogging is the smart persons wakcr-
upper! Simple deep breathing can be very invigorating too,
or if you feel sluggish during the day, take a nap (even a few
minutes can do wonders), meditate (which releases tension
that may be making you tired or reducing your efficiency).
Avoid foods like sweets that may be making you tired, and
don't eat late at night for a better quality sleep. Remember to
keep a positive, enthusiastic attitude and do work you enjoy.
These are the best stimulates there are!
