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Wampum Strings shall spring to their feet and club the erring chlefe fofcfcfth
Any erring chief may become submissive before jthrf War
Chief lets fall the black wampum Then his execution is
withheld/The black wampum here used symbolizes that the
power to execute us buried but it may be raised up again by
the men. It is buried but when the occasion arised, they may
pull it up and derive their power and authority to act as here
described.

Wampum

It is provided thus: A bunch of wampum strings, three
spans of the hand in length, the upper half of the bunch be-
ing white and the lower half black, and formed from equal
contributions of the men of the Five Nations/shall be the
token that the men have combined themselves into one
head, one body, and one thought, and it shall symbolize
their ratification of the Peace Pact of the league, whereby the
Chiefs of the Five Nations have established The Great Peace.
The white portion of the shell strings represent the women,
and the black portion the men. The black portion, further-
more, is a token of power and authority vested in the Men of
The Five Nations — This bunch of wampum vests the people
with the right to correct their erring chiefs. In case a part of:
the chiefs or all of them pursue a course not vouched for by .
the people and heed not the third warning of their women,
relatives. (Wasenesawenarate), then the matter shall be taken;
to the general council of the women of the Five Nations. If.
the chiefs notified and warned three times fail to .heed, then
the case falls into the hands of the men of the Five Nations.
The War chiefs shall then, by right of such power and
authority, enter the open council to warn the chief or chiefs;:
to return from their wrong doings. If then an answer is
returned in favor of justice and in accord with the Great <
Law, then the chiefs shall immediately pledge themselves
again, by again furnishing the necessary shells for the pledge;
Then shall the War Chief or Chiefs exhort the chiefs, urging
them to be just and true. — Shall it happen that the chiefs-
refuse to heed the third warning, then two courses are* opefc:;

Either the men, may decide in their^udjcil to UerJ)fes^t«t
chief or chiefs, or to club them to death with war clubs:'•
Should they in their council decide to take the first course,
the War Chief shall address the chief or chiefs, saying, "Since
you the Chiefs of the Five Nations have refused to return to
the procedure of the Constitution, we now declare your
seats vacant, and we take off your horns, the token of your
chieftainship, and other shall be chosen and installed in your.
seats. Therefore vacate your seats" Should the men in their
council adopt the second course, the War Chief shall order
his men to enter the council, and take positions beside; this
errant chiefs sitting between them wherever possible. When
this is accomplished, the War Chief holding in his hand a
bunch of black wampum strings shall say to the. erring chiefs,.
"So now, Chiefs of the Five Nations, harken to these last.
words from your men. You have not heeded the warning of
the general council of women, and you have not heeded the
warning of the warning of the men of the nation, all urging
you to the right course of action. Since you are determined
to resist and to withhold justice from your people, there is
only one course for us to adppt." At this point, thevWajr •
Chief shall drop the bunch of black wampum, and the men.

If is provided thus: Any Chief of the League of the Five Na-
tions may construct shell strings or wampum belts of. any
size or length as pledges or records of matters of national or
international importance. When it is necessary to diSpiteh a
shell string by a war chief or other messenger as a token of a
summons, the messenger shall recite the contents of the str-
ing to the party to whom it is sent. That party will repeat the
message and return the shell string, and if there has been a
summons, he shall make ready for his journey. Any of the
people of the Five Nations may use shells or wampumas Ihe
record of a pledge, contract or an agreement entered into
and the same shall be binding as soon as the shell strings shall '
have been exchanged by both parties. ...'••',••'

It is provided thus: When a Chief of the League dies, the
surviving relatives shall immediately dispatch a messenger, a
member of another clan, to the Chiefs in another locality.
When the runner comes within hailing distance of the locali-
ty, he shall utter a sad wail thusly, "Kwa-ah! Kwa!"•"the.'.
sound shall be repeated three times and then again and again
at intervals as many times as the distance shall require. When
the runner arrives at thesetlement, the people shall assemble
at the Council House and one must ask him the nature of his
sad message. He shall then say, "Let us consider (RakWen-
nikooriak)." Then he shall tell them of the death of the
Chief. He shall deliver to them a string of shells or wampum
and say,' "Here is the testimony. You have heard the

; message." He may return home. It now becomes the duty of
the Chiefs of the locality to send runners to other localities
and each locality shall send messengers until all Chiefs are
notified. Runners shall travel night and day, V

It is provided thus: When the Chiefs of the Leaguetake oc-

communities :is acculturation into American society. Small
farms being taken over by larger business concerns, it being
unprofitable to maintain farms, people being stuck in jobs
working for others and depending on the economy of the
US-which is in pact shape with no immediate solution in
sight We have taught our young that it is not the way to go
to be a farmer and food raiser, it is backward, you must go
out and make money in cities. This must change, and it will
affect the oldy as. "ivell as the young, by having them work
together; Here, we have further problems in that pollution
has njined Our dairy business, water, air and soil. It is now
up to the; Tribal Councils and community people to establish
and maintain some kind of ppUution control and research
that will make polluting industries responsible to their
neighbors and the environment. Industries may try to shirk
"their responsibilities, but there are sepe'rate funds (like EPA
Superfund) toclean tip toxic sites that won't come from
company profits, and while they may talk of leaving the area,
the incentives to remain seem greater than those to leave. If
their workers firiil out that they also are exposed, the pro-
blem will.have gojtie too far, so only by accepting their
responsibility and start softie kind of regulatory action
(Which is already established by law) can they also start to
ease local fears arid gain people to their side. The state of the
economy has much to do with this, with the slump in the
auto industry that affects local industry. But it is just not GM,
Alcoa, Reynolds, and Dotntar, it is polluting industry on both
sides of the border and the Great Lakes. This means those
Health Pdople who are researching pollution and network-
ing with other community groups must be supported in their
research efforts to insure that all responsible industries be,
made to act in the interest of good health

We can not wait for industries to act though, we must
forge ahead with programs that put people1 to work here on
new technology that should be old-tricks for smart farmers.
Like solar and wind power and greenhouses, construction of
non-polluting energy plants on small scales, construction of
log houses. W0od; is: a local resource that can be put to use
for house contsructiOn, greenhouses, farm buildings and
warehouses, wood for energy, looking into the best
available wood burners and proper installation and
maintenance.

OPTION TWO:
The way I understand the Navajo notion of the

Peacekeeper model is this: that instead of a judge with
American rules of detention and retribution, a board of In-
dian judges would act as Peacekeepers for the community to
insure proper voices for victims and 'criminals' and what
best serves the community. They would approach problems
from the Indian community viewpoint on proper rehablita-
tion so people are not just thrown away into institutions.
They aim to keep the peace socially by confronting pro-
blems of families arid communities instead of jailing people
arid causing feelings of revenge on the part of victims and
criminals. By labelling people with problems as criminals on-
ly serves to surrender all options of decent rehablitation and
legitimizing criminal sub-cultures by recognizing they exist
and can only be dealt with through revenge-locking them
up among real .criminals. The Navajo, being the largest In--
dian Nation should be watched on how this works. The pro-
bably have ha.d a police force for some time, with the same
social problems we face On intimidation by and against any
police force. By bringing problem situations before a prpper <

* review board tfiey tarif sts£rt to fate'such problems and solu-
tions and leave the police with proper roles of enforcing
tribal laws arid deteririg minor crime. Being a rather more
resourceful community when it comes to funding, they can
offer many more programs, but it is not just money that will
solve everything, bat Un i ted community to face up to situa-
tions and not hide from them.

OPTION THREE:
One full of: tension, is a paid security force; whether it be a

Tribal force, or paid by community support groups to act as
security watch ori homes and businesses. The problem here '
is whose laws will they enforce, whose side will they be on?
that can only be answered by community people, all of us.

OPTION FOUR;
In the past, CONSERVATION POLICE, were considered to

enforce regulations concerning tribal laws in fish, wildlife,
hunting, environment and some pollution concerns. They
seem: to have a broader base to work with, and can not be
called upon, to act as agents of any one side, as they must
work with laws that pertain to the health of all community
people as well as the environment. They could be called
upon as a security watch in emergencies, or routine patrols
at night when environmental watch is not needed as much,
their power to act would have torome from the Tribe and
the copnrriunity as a whole, and not bound up in federal red-
tape. The Tribe wbuld allow them to exist solely to protect
the community's interests to a healthy environment, that
should include a healthy social atmosphere. Powers to arrest
and bring .before Peacekeeper-judges would mean the pro-
blems and solutions remain inside the community. They
have the option to call in outside police if criminals seek con-
frontation i so the burden would fall on those charged
whether they want to face the community or outside .police-
judges-jails, this is the most complex situation, that requires
full community involvement, so that law and order codes are
not rammed through that would be detrimental in the long
r u n .

instead of going off the reserve to spend money and time.
Ideas are many, commitment is badly needed.

We can not blame the young and the easy money people if
