HAPPT 'THANKSGIVING???
Syndicated columnist Jack Anderson, had an eye-opening

article for Thanksgving day. it concerned the food we all sit
down to eat, and not just on Thanksgiving. He says
Americans have paid a price for the bounty of large cor-
porate agribusiness farming that has overtaken small family
farm operations. Organic farmers well know the effects of
large scale farm operations that spray crops with pesticides,'
but there is more to be found, and Anderson obtained an un-
published report from the Food and Drug Administration
that routinely buys produce in stores, cooks them, but in-
stead of eating the food, they te§t them for toxic residue.
Here are their findings:
1. TURKEY - low levels Of PCP, a wood preservative which
contains dioxin. The leftover material from cattle whose
hides have been treated with PCP was ground up and put in
animal feed; That has since stopped, but PCP is still showing
up in meat because it was used extensively on farm struc-
tures. Turkey also contained low levels of DDE, the
poisonous substance that results when DDT contaminated
plants ale ingested; Though DDT has long been banned, it
remains in the sbil and plants that grow in the soil, DDE
shows up in almost any animal product including eggs and

2. If you use PORK SAUSAGE that contains relatively high, but
legal amounts of DDE, The WHITE BREAD for stuffing contains
tiny amounts of malathion - an acutely toxic pesticide, as
well as the phosphate diaxinon,
3. SPINACH - DDT .and DDE and the insecticide dieldrin.
BROCCOLI - minute amounts of eridrin, an insecticide.
Dieldrin.and'enidrln has-been restricted in the U.S. .
4. POTATOES -4iazin'on. , , -
5. SQUASH - Aroclox 1254, a PCB, the same kind of deadly
compound that leaks out of electrical transformers.
6. CANNED BROWN GRAVY - tiny amounts of malathion.

- 7. WINE - has two more restricted insecticides, dimethoate
arid omethoate, sprayed on the grapes;

8. PUMPKIN PIE - canned, diefdrin and heptachlor epoxide.
The latter is considered dangerous.
% ICE CREAM - some of th* same wood preservative in
Turkey (from the milk), and traces and dieldrin, hcptachlor
epoxide and a banned but still lingering insecticide, BHC, a
suspected carcinogen.

A member of the House Agriculture subcommittee (which
has been trying for two years ijo tighten pesticide regulation)
said: "Scientifically, we can't prove that even low levels of
exposure to pesticides are safe. There is clear eyidence that
exposure can contribute to <:ancer and birth defects." In
other words, says Anderson,!no one knows for sure how
safe our food is. ;

WHAT CAN YOU DO about this? You can start by buying
more often from local produce growers, who may also use
some pesticides but not as much as the big agribusiness
farmers do. Always wash produce. Deal with Organic
farmers, join organic farmer organizations which are big in
rural areas of N.Y. and Vermont, read their literature and
find out yourself what pesticides are used, and what natural
Ways are used without chemicals. PLANT YOUR OWN, if
your land and water is badly: contaminated by local toxics,
share gardens with relatives and friends away from the con-
taminated areas. The levels around here should not be high,
but don't add anymore chemicals to your plants-soil-and
groundwater, Stock ypur canning, freezing and drying
operations for the/Winter mpnths with the good produce •
you grow or buy in growing seasons. Keep levels low by not
depending solely on canned goods and produce bought in
the chain grocery stores: that buy the bulk from the chemical
sprayers. It's time to s u n thinking gardens, andBharrm>and
canning and root cellars, and greenhouses that can supply
certain hardy crops in the winter, and cold-frames to start
seeds for the new planting season. Start now, wherc-ever
you can.

PCiBs.v.aiid GMs
Ge^ral Foundry...

The Wateftown Daily Times printed their scoop about
PCB contamination, but it is nothing really new to
Akwesasrie residents. The Times has primed in Monday Nov
28 1983 information dating back to 1981 that groundwater
contamination affecting areas adjacent to the Foundry's PCB
dump sites may; be more serious than previously revealed.
State and federal officials have spent three years struggling
over the consent orders and cleanup with GM, focusing
mainly 6n the Waste dump site itself, rather than surrounding
areas like St. Lawrence County and Akwesasne. Dept of En-
vironmental Cohs'ervation (DEC) memos from 1981 reveal
concern for off-site contamination during this period, con-
cern that has rariely been expressed publicly.

; The memos report that groundwater J C B contamination
at the site boundary registers at levels thousands of times
higher than allowable standards for the drinking water, and
are "much cause for ebneern". DEC senior geologist said:
•''widespread contamination of groundwater by heavy
metals and organics (PCBs) on the property, and sludge pits
contain PCB levels of 24,300 parts per million, when 50

, parts per million is the State safety limit." This site is
Akwesasne's west by north border and right out our back

DEC superyispi 'Robert.McCarty: "It is clear that con--
tamination has.vteached the &ite boundary in the glacial
aquifer (an uridergrbuhd water source) and probably the
bedrock aquifer as well. Evidence from a well in bedrock in
nearby Akwesasne confirms the off-site impact in bedrock."
That well anil the (discovery of it in 1981, is on the property
of Antoine Cole,''Racquette Point.

Another concern is the drainage ditch connecting a sludge
site with the St.Lawrenct River, via the reservation.
.Measurements there. read: PCBs at 900 parts per million
(State safe limit is 50 ppm). They are concerned with con-
taminations to the St.Lawrence River from this ditch. A large
quantity of sludge on the site "appears" to be below the

. groundwater table, Sanitary Engineer James Sanford in a
1981 memo suggested soil sampling of the St.Lawrence
River for contamination. DEC is concerned with toxics
migrating Off-site both to the river and nearby property.

Another DEC engineer cites evidence of groundwater con-
tamination 259 feet from the nearest sludge deposit site, sug-
gesting that that "underlying soils arc not sufficiently im-
permeable to prevent migration of toxics out of the disposal
area". He also suggests that water supplies adjacent to the
site be tested for PCB contamination, and a drinking water
survey be started in Akwesasne to determine theextent of
water sources affected. The same DEC engineer, Darrcll
Sweredoski, from 1982^'groundwater contamination is evi-
dent in all wells and at all elevations along the shared boun-
dary with OMs waste site and Akwesasne. The toxics from
both sites has migrated off-site to the east." ,

GM wrote to DEC and consistently maintained that
"Since...there is no proof that the Indians are affected by the
sludge deposits, there is no purpose to involving them in the
closure planning." May 1982, the letter also said that closing
the existing sludge sites be accomplished before other "areas
of concern" are examined. GM and DEC do not agree,
Regional Engineer Bert Mead in a 1981 memo says 28
monitoring wells registering PCB toxic, while GM. contends
that 25 of them are wrong as a result of sampling errors.

Since then the Tribe has taken it's own tests and is a
definite part of what is happening with research. And there's
always that, one well, and where else could it possibly come
from? ' . ' • • •
