Kinsmen School Children
Plan Trip to

Prince Edward Island
CORNWALL — On June 3rd, 20 handicapped children from
the Kinsmen Schoolwill be going to Prince Edward Island
for two weeks. Four of the students are from Akwesasne,
they are: Louise McCumber, Jacqueline Thompson, Barry
Bova and Allan King.

The two week trip will put an emphasis on life skills for
the children. This will give the children a chance to take care
of themselves and give them more responsibility and
freedom. While in Prince Edward Island the children will
stay in cottages, they will be responsible for their own cook-
ing, looking after their clothes, as well as keeping their
rooms and cottages clean.

The school will charge J150 for each student that attends
the trip,. This will coyer transportation, entry fees, and ac-
comodations, They will be staying in five cottages in North
Rustice. There wftl be four children in each cabin and a den
mother for each cabin. There will be two teachers, Mr. Gee
(principal of the Kinsmen School) and two senior volunteers
who will accompany the children.

This will be the third consecutive year that children from
the Kinsmen School will be making the trip; The children
will leave early on the morning of June 3rd. They will drive
to St. John's New Brunswick, stay overnite and then they
will continue on to Prince Edward Island. They will also be
able to sightsee and enjoy various activities such as swimm-
ing, water sports and beach activities. The children will
spend approximately two weeks at Prince Edward Island
and are expected home by June 14th.

CORNWALL'•— The Kinsmen School for Retarded Children
is. located on Ninth Street East in Cornwall, Ontario. At the
present time there are seventy children from 5 to 21 years of
age attending the school, five of these children are from the
St. Regis Reserve.

The children learn skills that will enable them to attain
employment after finishing school. A typical day for the
children begins at 9 a.m. The children have 40 minute ses-
sions which rotate and teach them different developmental
skills. The children prepare their own lunches each day, they
select the vegetables to be prepared, peel, chop and cook
their Own food for their lunch. This is one of the self help
skills taught at the school. They also wash their own hair and
practice other personal hygiene habits,

Classes for the children include gym, arts and crafts,
cognitive skills, fine motor skills, memory skills, play time,
library, math, reading, language skills, drama and vocational
skills which will enable them to become more hirable after
finishing school.

The school also has a coffee club on friday mornings. The
students who accomplishes the most during the week has
coffee with the principal, Mr. Gee. The Kinsmen School
relys heavily on volunteers who can work with the children
on a one to one basis. • >, . •

The school also has an admirable Floor Hockey Team;
Their team won the regional Championships which were
held in Midland, Ontario. The provincial championships will
be held in Kitchener Ontario May 10th, 11th and 12th. If
they win their they coutd continue on to the National and In-
ternational Championships.
