Public Meeting at St. Regis
Recreation Hall

ST. REGIS -1- A public meeting was held at the St. Regis
Recreation Hall on Friday, April 12th. Chief Mike Mitchell
and Councillors from the St. Regis Band met with Chief Joe
Norton and Councillors from the Kahnawake Band Council,
Larry Pyke arid Joyce Mitchell represehtated the Tribal
Council'a.nd 'Richard-Powless. represented the !Traditional
government at the meeting. ;

The meeting started Friday morning and continued on Fri-
day afternoon. Chief Mike Mitchell gave an overview of
where the Council was, after seven months of meetings and
negotiations. Mitchell felt they had success with the
meetings that they have had. He said, "each group has been
working together to decide the best avenue to take concern-
ing Land Claims." After the Oneida decision, which was in
favor of the Oneidas 4-5, said that the treaties that the
government had made with the Oneidas wax not legal The
next Land Claims meeting will be in Syracuse at the end of

The next item on the agenda was jurisdiction of the St. '
Lawrence River. Mitchell felt that this was an issue Jhat the
Council should have taken a stand on twenty or rndre years
ago. He:said,"we must now exercise our rights to fish/hunt,/
gather on the river; Our laws should protect our people who .
fish on the river, There are laws that our people must abide
by and there are laws that do not pertain to our people,": A
delegate from Kahnawake mentioned that there \vas no such
thing as owning half the river. We own the whple Hver arid
allow the white people to use half. Mitchell.also stated,
"there are two conservation officers here at St. Regis, they
are enforcing laws for our reserve '

Representatives from the St Regis Band met with
representatives from Ontario and New York State concern-
ing jurisdiction of the St. Lawrence River Officials from On-
tario arid Quebec were shocked to learn that their laws do
not pertain to people from St. Regis Decisions must be made
regarding restocking of these areas and also which islands
could be used as sanctuaries. Laws must be made that people
from St. Regis will abide by. In three weeks the Band Coun-
cil would like to have a meeting explaining jurisdiction per-
taining to the St. Lawrence River

Mitchell said in regards to Bill C 31 which will go into ef-
fect April 17th, "the Band Council will not panic just
because Bill C-31 goes into effect While the government
has upheld three important principles 1) elimination of sex*
ual discrimination; 2) reinstatement of those who have lost
their rights and; 3) many problems could be encountered if
the 22;0Q0 persons who are directly affected and the 64,000
first generations descendants returned to the Band to be
reinstated.

Border crossing privileges were also discussed. Mike Mit-
chell felt that the Mohawks here at Akwesasne have the most
to lose concerning border crossing privileges Mohawks pass
freely through the Canadian border and they even have
'their own land' It was also mentioned that some Indians ape
taking advantage of these border privileges. Tfteftewas also1

an incident where an Indian from Kahna\vake Reserve,,was
charged duty on a trailer he was4'taking~%tWK>ugrt to
kahnawake. Chief Mitchell added, "St Regis need*a better
relationship in matters such as this, we at St, Regis would* like
to have our border privileges extended to KanMwftke and.

"The rnuseum will help to show how man has
made:remarkable adaptions to changing conditions, whether
climatic or economic Qt whatever.
