Our concerns are many but most importantly, it is the
moral issue. Do we as parents and grandparents want our
^children %o grow up in a community based on gambling?
Remember, the concerns of the people are as follows:

$irst, ther^ is safety. We are a small rurai community. The
location of the commercial bingo is in a central location
(cpnjestcd) of the reserve We have a first-rate volunteer Fire
Department and a fine volunteer Emergency Rescue system.
These two services are able to meet our community needs
now; they won't be able to with the influx of approximately
1,000 to 1,700 people.

The commercial bingo is situated next to large above
ground fuel holding tanks This is very important to know,

ask you local fire department \
Secondly, there is major construction work being done on

the main highway through the reserve (Route 37). The
highway is further conjested by the closing of one of two
''twin bridges" with a detour involved- This situation is not
likely to change until after summer.

The commercial bingo is located at a track stop. There is
already heavy traffic involved in this area It \$ difficult to
travel around the reserve without using this main highway
(Route 37), so you will understand local residents not being
overjoyed by, the idea of more traffic and more people using
this area. \ « .

Finally, the community itself has not endorsed this
business endeavor. The community has requested a referen-
dum vote to be held on Thursday, May 23rd, 1985 from 9
a.m. to 6 p.m. The polling places will be at the Old Island
School, Cornwall Island, Hogansburg and in Snye. All voting
will be on SECRET BALLOT in a VOTING'BOOTH, COME
OUT AND VOICE YOUR OPINION. Please listen to CKON
radio for places in Hogansburg and Snye.

SNYE—On May 10th, 1985 the Inter-Island Ferry Service
launched their barge which will be rented out to the island
cottage occupants to transport large items or even a small
dozer which could be carried on this 14* X 35* barge.The
Islands in the Mohawk Territory could be further developed
for use with the bush cutting crew being able to use the
barge to transport them to the Island areas that need to be
developed. ;

The work crew that made the barge are all certified
welders and are also working on the old 'Ironsides' to get it
ready to use as the power which will pull the barge around,
Ironsides has an inboard six cylinder motor, which can be

also used for other smaller inter-Island ferry services. .
After the barge was launched on Friday, the work crew

took a spin along the Snye shore to test the barge. 'A twenty
horse motor was used and it moved the barge pretty good,'

Greenpeace Ship 'Fri'
Dock At Akwesasne

AKWESASNE — Akwesasne will be one of the istbps for
the "Water For Life" tour which the international ecolbgist
group GREENPEACE have started the beginning^fMay. the
"*Water For Life" tour is making a four month tour of the
Oreat Lakes. During that time they will visit:ports from(the,
mouth of the St. Lawrence River through the entire Gteat
Lakes system to Lake Superior and back. Theŷ  will|>e mak-
ing the journey on the ship 'Fri'. 'Fri' Is a double masted,
wooden sailboat, with an overatllength of 107 feet and an
eight foot draft. The ship was built in Svendborg, Denmark
for use as a Baltic Trader, and is still maintained as a tradi-
tional vessel, 'Fri' is 95 years old. ,

The ship 'Fri' will be stopping at Akwesasrie on Friday May
3tst. The "Water For Life" tour will be a mUlti-issuic; en-
vironmental tour. Using the ship 'Fri', Greenpeace will cdm-
bine direct action campaigning against polluters with on-
board educational programs to promote ecological preserva-
tion ahd awareness. The vessel will be accessible to the
public to provide resource material and speakers from
Greenpeace and others in the environmental movement

The "Water For Life" tour aims to inspire public action
and will to stop the poisoning of the earth and air by toxjc
chemicals. Greenpeace supports the initiative to end all
discharges of persistent toxins into the vast and vital
freshwater system of the Great Lakes Life threatening toxic
compounds such as PCB's, dioxins, and an array of
pesticides are still dumped directly into the lakes. Larger
quantities of these and other pollutants reach surface water
by afr or leach out of contaminated soil at active or abandon-
ed hazardous waste facilities. Toxic substances have been
implicated in a wide range of ecological problems including
reproductively failure among fish, water fowl and other w}ld
life.

A representative from CKON radio and INDIAN TIME will
be aboard 'Fri' from Kahnawake and sail with members of
Greenpeace to Akwesasne. The ship will dock at the North
American Travelling College on Cornwall Island on May
31st. After docking, the Captain will address the people of
Akwesasne and then the children from the AKwesasne
Freedom School will give the opening-address.

For the office "of Chief, Xor three years, Thelbert Bigtree
was nominated and he will be running against Rosemary
Bonaparte.

The candidates for the office of Sub-Chief, for three years
are Larry ThompsorMind Warren Connors, .

Andy Cook and Julius fSpeed' Herne will be running
against each other for the position of Chief for two years,

Brenda LaFrance will be running against Reginald White
. for the office of Sub-Chief for two years.

Carol Herne who has held the office of Tribal Clerk did
not have any opposition for her position and she will be the
only one on the ballot for the position of clerk.

Rosemary Bonaparte, Reginald White and Warren Con-
nors did'not have any comment for the press at this time.

Thelbert Bigtree, Larry Thompson, Andy Cook and Bren-
da LaFrance have issued a statement that has been printed.

Julius 'Speed' Herne said, "I feel that we have some good
candidates running. Perhaps, I am the chief, but it is
necessary to make sure. Therefore I am running for a posi-
tion that I already hold. I feel that it is way past the time for
impeachment procedures to be drawn up to be used for
future administrations. Rosemary Bonaparte is in full agree-
ment with me on this."

Elections will be held at the Tribal Council on June 1st
from 9 to 5 p.m. The residents of Akwesasne will have to
wait and see if the new administration will be able to put an
end to the unresolved issues concerning the entire com-
munity of Akwesasne.
