Twin Rivers Culture Class
MASSENA—On Wednesday May 8th and Thursday May 9th
students from the TwinHivers school engaged in special ac-
tivities that were planned for the students to observe Native
American Day which was May 10th. Marlene rGarrow,
Mohawk Language Instructor with the Title IV Program set
up a number of displays which showed various aspects of
culture of the Iroquois people and other North American

One display showed the traditional clothing that the Iro-
quois wear. The Iroquois men wore ribbon-shirts, leggings,
breach cloths, a sash and moccassins^ The Iroquois tyomen
wore skirts, tops, leggings and moccassins. The Semlnole In-
dians were shown in another display, the display showed the
outfits the Seminole people wore and some baskets made by
theSeminole people.

Another display showed baskets made by the Iroquois
(Mohawks) and the log that the Mohawks used to make the
baskets (black ash) was shown to the students, while Marlene
told the students the process the basketmakers go through to
make the finished basket. First the log is cut, then it is
pounded, then the log is split into various sizes which is call-
'ed splint. The basketmakers also have to pick their own
sweet grass to be used in the baskets They trim the splint,
cut it in different sizes and use various molds to make each
basket, they add the sweetgrass in with the basket to make
the finished product.

There was also a display set up showing corn (hominy)
which many Indian tribes grew and harvested The
Mdhawks used the corn for corn soup.

The other display which the students were shown was
Wampum. The wampum beads were long cylinder shaped

(beads made from the quahog and the round clam shell. The
beads were about one-fourth inch long and about an eighth
of an inch in diameter. In aneient times the wampum was
strung on thread made of twisted elm bark. The Indians of
the Northern seaboard used these beads which were usually
white and purple for personal decoration, trading purposes,
for belts, wrist bands, ear rings, necklaces and headbands.
According to tradition wampum was introduced to the Iro-
quois by Hiawatha at the time of the founding of the Five Na-
tions. Wampum strings served as credentials or a certificate

• of authority. With every important treaty wampum belts
were exchanged and recorded on the wampum,
. The students from Twin Rivers enjoyed their two day
cultural experience and they also enjoyed haying asday; off
from school on May 10th which was observed a»sthef Native

Purchases Picker Mammorex
MAsiSENA-r- The Massena Memorial hospital purchased a
Pickjbr Mammorex If, a Lo-Dose Film-Screen Mammography
system two weeks ago. The unit has been in use by the
hospital for the past two weeks, and 25 women have been
tested. This unit makes early detection of cancerous or
benign rhasses in breast tissue possibly even if the mass is
less than 5 millimeters in diameter. The cost of the unit was
$58,700. The hospital X-Ray Technologists (all females) have
been fully trained in the operation of the Mammorex II, and
Dr, Robert .-'Sfftiih, Chief of the Department, has taken a
refresher course in interpretation of the mammograms, at
the Massachusettes General Hospital, in Boston, under the
instruction of Dr. Daniel B. Kopans, Dr. Kopans is the direc-
tor the Breast imaging Service at the Massachusettes General
Hospital.

Prior to the purchase of this equipment by the hospital,
patients who required film-screening mammography had to
be sent to Syracuse. The procedure normally takes between
15 and 30 minutes to perform. In addition to saving the time
and expense involved in having to travel so far out of the
area, the cost for having the procedure done locally is
minimal compared with other institutions. The $75i fee is all
inclusive, and the patient will receive no additional bill from
the technologist or the physician.

The equipment radiographically maximizes the location
and shape of breast structure. Whether it is a normal breast
or benign rnass, a carcinoma or sarcoma, it visualizes even
microcalculatioris, so important in early detection. For ease
of operation, and patient comfort, the Mammorex II is un-
surpassed providing a simple, swift, and thorough examina-
tion, with minimal exposure to radiation.

Mr. Abbott, Hospital Administrator, contacted all the
physicians in the county as well as hospital administrators in
Cornwall Ontario, Canada and has informed them of the.
hospital's new mammorgraphy system. It is recommended
by the American Cancer Society, the American College of
Radiology, and the American Academy of Family Practiced
Physicians, that a baseline mammogram be done at age 40.
From age 40 to 50, the procedure should be done every two
years, and for a woman over age-50 a mammogram should
be done each year/Iri high risk situations, they recommend,
that it be done.annually, starting at age 35. Owing to the
widespread national publicity accorded the subject of breast
cancer, women in unprecedented numbers, nationwide, are
demanding mammograms. : ,

Althqujgh^thgre are several diseases of the breastj cancer is
the primaryIbeus* of newiriedicarcenters, and with good
reasons. Breast cancer is one of the leading killers of
American women between the ages of 35 and 45, and will
take 37^000 lives in the United States this year. The American
Medical Association's Council on Scientific Affairs stated that
many physician's are convinced that, if every women over
40 underwent such an exam, 7500 cancer deaths could be
prevented each year. There is sizeable school of thought,
also, that believes the screening mammogram will achieve
the same prominence in the future, as the pap smear test in
the protection of the female population.

Massena 'Memorial Hospital asks that all area females
within the appropriate age groups, in addition to performing
breast self-examinations regularly, speak with your physi-
cian about referring you to MMH for a mammorgraphic ex-
amination. It ijs riot 'an uncomfortable procedure—the costs
involved are minirrial—it only takes a few minutes and these
few minutes could save your life!! The average cost of a
mamrnograph done nationwide is anywhere from
$100-$150.'.Donations for the unit are still being accepted.
Thus far the hospital has received $2,000 towards the cost of
the machine from a private citizen,
