Niagara Mohawk Seek* Only Electric Rate Increase
For 1986| No Boost In Gas Prices Sought

(Syracuse, N.Y;) — Niagara Mohawk Power Corp. today
(4/19) asked for a $181.9 million, for 9.4 percent electric rate
increase, whtehwo^ld not take effect until March 1986.

!Th<; /utility;also repeated its recent announcement that it
wais not filing; fipit additional gas revenus for the first time in
seven years, as cp^tinued strong sales of that fuel, particular-
ly to industrial cusiomers, and control of costs made such a
request unnecessary at this time. ,

Although the actual impact of the overall request on in-
dividual electric cusfomers will not be known untill the final
•PSC dec'|sip '̂'"'iril«arly::'i9iB6,'':NM estimated the average in-
creases would be 9.7 percent and 9.1 percent, for residen-
tial, small general service and large general service
customers, respectively, if the request is approved in full.

A residential customer using 500 kilowatt-hours monthly
would See an increase Of about $3.85. per month, according
to the utility, v

"The electric rate request includes 187 million (4.5% of
the total request) before consideration of fuel cost savings
for putting Nine Mile Two in the utility's rate base in the first
year of a phase-in.program," according to John M. Endries,
senior vice president of Niagara Mohawk.

Endries said, "PhaSing-in Nine Mile Two over a period of
1 years will cushion the impact on our electric ratepayers."

Endries noted that a substantial savings factor associated
with the plant is lower fuel costs. "Electricity generated at
Nine Mile Two will enable the company to further reduce
higher priced sources of power, such as oil-fired generation,
arid pass along fuel cost savings to customers estimated at
137 million or 1>9 percent of revenues resulting from opera-
tion of the plant during last five months of the rate year.

Nine Mile Two; will serve nine million consumers of five of
the state's seven investor-owned electric utilities when it
goes into operation; late next year. Since Niagara Mohawk
owns 41 percent of the plant, its customers will assume that
same percentage of the plant's output.

The executive added that a portion of Construction Work
In Progress (CWIP) for Nine Mile Two financing was virtual-
ly all of the 2.6 percent increase the PSC allowed in the utili-
ty's latest rate increase in March. "In effect, there was no in-
crease for operating expenses such as taxes and
maintenance," Endries said.

In further explaining the requested rate increase, Endries
emphasized, "The remaining portion of the added revenues
or 4.9% is necessary in part tip cover costs associated with
other services facilities aside from Nine Mile Two that are
needed to assure continued reliable energy service across

the NM's 24,000 square-mile service terrijtory."
The utiHty executive added that Niagara Mohawk has

made "significant gains in productivity and cost savings pro-»
grams which are having a positive effect by minimizing rate
increases." The utility pointed to cost savings programs and
productivity amounting to $7 million; application of
research and development projects resulting in annual sav-
ings of nearly $30 million; and 18 million in annual estimated
customer benefits as a result of conservation research.

Even with this increase, our residential electric rates are
expected to remain the lowest among investor-owned
utilities in New York State.

Under PSC procedures, the proposed new electric rates
are subject to an extensive 11-month review by the Commis-
sion and numerous intervenors. Public hearings will also be
scheduled by the PSC. The proposed new rates would not
appear on customer bills until sometime in March of 1986,
after this lengthy process has been completed.
