Negotiated Settlement of Great Lakes Fishing
Issue Goes Back to Court:

A vote of the general council (all adult members) of the
Bay Mills Indian..-.Community in Michigan, withdrawing con-
sent to-a negotiated settlement of a 15-year-old Indian treaty
fishing dispute, has sent the controversy back to court. The
settlement, announced at the end of March, involved the
Department of the Interior, the State of Michigan, the Bay
Mills community, the Sault Ste. Marie Tribe of Chippewa In-
dians, the Grand Traverse Band of Ottawa/Chippewa Indians
and various sports fishing organizations. U.S. District Judge
Richard Ehslen, who had officially sanctioned the settlement
April 10th, ordered all parties tn the case to return to court
May 10 foe an extraordinary-.five-day session aimed at iron-
ing put problems raised by the Bay pact, later rejected May 4
by the general council. Tribal attorney Bruce Green said the
general council has authority to negate the tribal council's
settlement without Bay Mills' consent." Green, according to
jtUPI report^ said the tribe wanted 50 percent of the fishing

.'•.'resource oh Lakes Michigan, Huron and Superior set aside
for commercial fishermen from the three tribes, without
relinquishing any treaty-protected waters. The Sault Ste.
Marie Tribe and the Grand Traverse Band reaffirmed their
support for the agreement, despite opposition from tribal
commercial fishermeri who claim gill net curbs and forfeiting
of treaty Raters to sports fishing interests under the settle-
ment would force many out of business. Judge Enslen also
set a hearingjMay 28 to determine the legality of the Bay Mills
action to rescind their approval of the agreement.
Interior and Justice Officials Meet to Discuss
Indian Reservation Gambling:

Deputy Assistant Secretary for Indian Affairs John Fritz
and other Interior Department officials met May 6 with
Justice Department officials to talk about bingo and other
gambling activities on Indian reservations. The only infor-
mation issued about the meeting was that they planned to
meet again to continue the discussions. The Arizona
Republic, inv'-a pre-meeting story by Anne Hoy of the
Washington Bureau, said the two departments were at odds
over the issue; She said, "The Interior Department has back-
ed the establishment'of bingo games and other permissible
gambling operations on reservations as a means of
strengthening Indian tribal governments and fostering
economic growth." Her story reported that the Justice
Department sought to restrict Indian gaming operations by.
attempting to place them under state jurisdiction and regula-
tion. She added thgt the "Justice Department contends that
the large amounts' of cash used in the games could permit
organized crime t6 launder money earned from drug deals.''
Hoy quoted, the Arizona attorney general Bob Corbin who
said he had met several times with Justice officials, who were
very"non<ommitted," in hopes of getting them to restrict
Indian gaming operations. Bob Walker, an Interior
spokesman, told Hoy that it was difficult to argue against In-
dian tribal governments operating games when state and city
lotteries are proliferating. Carl Shaw, another Interior
spokesman, said the Administration's Indian policy, issued
in 1983, supported Indian self-government. He said the
Federal government doesn't "need to tell them (the tribes)
how to do every little thing '
NavaJoiObserye^ May 5 as Sovereignty Day;
Celebrate Court Ruling:

The Navajo Tribe celebrated Navajo Sovereignty Day on
May 3, 1985, in Window Rock, with a Navajo Tribal Council
proclamation,, a barbecue, and speeches by the tribe's at-
torney general, and distinguished guests and tribal leaders
from across the country In his statement to the people,
Tribal Chairman Peterson Zah, said "On April 16, 1985, the
Supreme Court of the United States, by a vote of 8 to 0 stated
that the Navajo tribal government as a sovereign nation has
the inherent right to impose taxes without the review and
approval of the Secretary of the Interior." The Supreme
Court Justices said that the Navajo tribal government, "pro-
bably the most elaborate among tribes, is legitimate and that
as a Sovereign Nation has the absolute right to self-
government." Navajo Nation is a sovereign nation, and that
this is one of ̂ he fundamental building blocks necessary to
secure the foundation that will assure the comfortable sur-
vival of the Navajo people
