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HUNKERING DOWN

N.Y.'s Island in the middle of Akwesasne
The Bingo complex and Buddy's Island have become a lit-

tle foothold of N^Y. and the outside world, but it won't stop
there. Thai is hot the nature of things, and we all should
know this from past dealings. That is the threat. There is no
threat from the:.-people, it is the people who feel threatened
by the commercial occupation of Mohawk territory by out-
side interests.: Beyond this matter of jurisdiction and authori-
ty to operate Is regulation and who will regulate? under what
junsdictioh? .and law?

The nature pf this commercial enterprise also creates an
opening for'NY. and the Feds and Congress to attempt their
own forrn of regulation, of bingo and other forms of gambl-
ing. It's being done right now. Of course they can make all
the committees and rules they want. But who will enforce
these outside laws onto our (and all Native American) ter-
ritory? On6 of the Republicans mentioned in early talks of
this Birigo Cprnmittee was Sen. Paul Laxalt of that gambling
•state Nevada ind a good friend of Ronny Reagan since his
Governor of California days and treasurer of Reagah's re-
election Committee in 1934. Laxalt has been tied to organiz-
ed crime figures through his part-ownership of a Carson City
casino,; The SacranielUo Bee took hold of the story and Lax-
alt and his friends have Come down hard on Tbe Bee, in one
of the many recent court cases where wealthy or powerful
public figures, have sued the press to muzzle such stories
(CBS and Westmoreland, Time and Sharon). That The
Scicranteitto 0ee stood up behind it's story, even as it drain-
ed it's resources (the whole point to these harassment tac-
tics) in; legal; fees, is the positive side of the story. The
negative side is Laxalt has pressured other more powerful
press to silence the story, notably The New York Times and
The WashingtonPost'and Time Magazine. And this guy is.
gojrtg to have a say on gambling in Indian Country? Perhaps
he is out of the picture as his name has not cropped up lately,
but it does show how things work in the Outside World, and
the Outside, World has entered Akwesasne via Buddy's

Prior to th^ Bingo Palace activity, what about the initial in-

vestors of Buddy's Island that created this foothold to start
with? How much investment was made by outside interests
and who are they and.are they actually additional investors
behind the new Bingo Palace.of Buddy Cook and Gil White?
How much say does the Kaneb Brothers and the Augsbury
Family of Ogdensburg have on The Island's activities.
Enough to have the first N.Y. State sales tax on Mohawk ter-
ritory to legitimize the enterprise to N.Y. to,side-step tax pro-
blems. Yet this leyying of sales tax on sovereign land creates
tax problems for the: Mohawk people, tribe and nation.
While people may say it also offers unemployment benefits,
it also means hoii-residents can work there also, in the past,
if you worked outside, then you collected unemployment.
Now that the Outside has come IN, that little benefit is su'p-
posed to bffiet everything elae?
: In other Indian territories, through proposed legislation,

non-Indians are seeking voting privledges since they have
come to live .and work on Indian land. In South Dakota,
there are sections where more non-Indians live than the
Sioux. If they get the vote, forget the Sioux Nation. In
Arizona, the Papago have a year-old Bingo Palace that
has not yet given the tribe ANY revenue from a legal
and binding contract. The Rothschild Family of Canada is
also seeking a 09 year lease from these same Papagos for a
Condominium scheme. If approved, the once Papago land
would cease even though they have a paper saying it's only
leased, in return;they get to work as waitresses and busboys.
The Papagos*5^puld also have to use THEIR share of precious
sOuth-w6st #a^er for the CONDO development, as it is on
''their" lahd. The Rothschilds have done this previously in
California to the Agua Caliente Mission Tribe, with similar
results. In Onondaga, associates .of Meyer Lansky and other
N.Y. 'businessmen' tried to railroad a bingo through on an il-
legal BIA land lease. They offerd the Onondagas "more
money, better cars, better clothes, a better grade of
whiskey" assuming any contract with individuals
guaranteed access to operate on Indian territory.

In the NW -Coast an ex-chief is fighting extradition from
Vancouver back to Washington state on about 34 felony
counts. That he was once an activist and became powerful
through his business dealings and successfully opposed state
and local commercial interests has something to do with the
vendetta against him. It will be hard to get a fair-trial. But it
has even more to do with his making f 170 million in 7 years
and now bfeing broke and on the run from felonies that in-
clude an alleged murder plot against his ex-partner. There
are disappearances in that region of young Indian people,
one was investigating the drug smuggling and has not yet
been found. There was money to be made and Vancouver
has become the Miami of Canada and people who were en-
couraged -to make profits under that ex-chief, now don't
seem to care how they make profits, They love money and
don\care anything about how their actions affect the future
generations.

Reserve, Ontario, Canada. Joining the thirteen present
trustees,; Mr. Sky will become the third Iroquois to serve. He
Is a member of the Deer CJan and a traditionalist of the
Onondaga Nation.

Familiar to many Schoharie County residents, Jim Sky
heads the dancers and acts as master of ceremonies every
Labor Day weekend at the Iroquois Indian Festival at the
College- His internationally famous dance group was started
by hjs uncle Howard Sky, and it has performed at a wide
variety of places; from the Festival of American Folklife at
America's birthday party in Washington, D.C., to cultural
programs in Europe and South America.

Jim Sky's familiarity with his native traditions includes not
only dancing but also wood carving, lacrosse stick making,
snowsnake throwing, and, of course, linguistics. For a
number of years he worked as a field researcher for a Cana-
dian culture center and a translator for scholars, His business
at Six Nations is a busy car repair garage which successfully
operates upon Iroquois territory with native workers. He is a
loyal member of the longhouse religion at Six Nations. Jim
Sky's wife, Deanne, owns and operates the well-known
Min's Indian Crafts at Oshweken, aided by members of his
large family, most of whom also join in the dance group.
"Jim Sky brings to the Iroqouis Museum a lifetime of com-
mitment to Iroquois Ufeways, and we welcome him warmly
to the board," said Dr. John P. Ferguson, chairman of the
trustees.
