The Newberry Library in Chicago announces two

fellowship programs open only to people of Indian heritage:
(1) McNickle Memorial Fellowships reserved for tribal In-
dians working on some aspect of Indian history, arid (2)

NcNlckle Memorial Fellowships

Recipients of McNickle awards are granted a stipend pf
S300 a week, for a period of from one to four weeks, plus
transportation costs of a single round trip between the place
of residence and The Newberry Library. Enrolled applicants ;
may wish to secure the recommendations of the tribal chair-
man or councilman, but any person of Indian descent will be
considered without the endorsement of the tribal govern-
ment. This program is flexible and can accommodate a
broad range of applicants, including Indian students.aLany
stage of graduate study, adults who can spend only a short
period from community commitments, tribal historians,
librarians and archivists. McNickle Memorial Fellowships are
supported in part by a grant from the National Endowment
tor the Humanities. ' .

More than one hundred fellows of Indian heritage have
come to the Newberry since the inauguration of the
fellowship program recently renamed to honor D'Arcy
McNickle (1904-1977), the founding director. A member of
the Confederated Salish and Kootenai tribes of Montana,
McNickle had a long career as novelist, teacher, government
official, and historian.
Allen Fellowships

Women receiving Allen awards are eligible for support of
graduate or professional academic programs at any stage
beyond the undergraduate degree. Allen Fellows may be at-
tending classes, or doing research, but are nevertheless ex-
pected to spend a significant part of the fellowship term in
residence at the Newberry Library. The length of the
fellowship term in residence at the Newberry Library. The
length of the fellowship term may vary from one month to %..•
year with a stipend adjusted to fill the needs of the applicant.

The graduate fellowships for Indian women were
established in 1981 through the bequest of Frances C. Allen,
who began supporting educational opportunities for women
and minorities as an active member of the American Associa-
tion for University Women in the state of Michigan. The* first
recipients of these awards have completed doctoral pro-
grams in history and English. .

The Library houses no artifacts arid few
graphic are works, but preserves many historical
photographs. Outside the field of Native American studies,
the Library also has rich collections in other' fields of-
literature, history, cartography, and music. '

Staff members of the Indian Center and Library personnel
provide limited assistance with projects undertaken by resi-
dent Fellows. Study carrels, some with typing facilities, are
set aside for individual work space. ^
