Akwesasne
Welcomes Greenpeace

CORNWALL ISLAND—The Greenpeace "Wafer for Life"
tour arrived at Akwesasne on Friday May 31st at 11 45 :i vn
Their ship "Fri" was spotted at the end of St. Regis Island .it
II a.m. by a resident of St. Regis who subsequently inform-'
ed residents of Akwesasne that they had arrived. Greenpeace
began their four month multi-issue environmental- tour the
beginning of May. The ship left Kahnawake on Thursday,
May 30th with two representatives of"CKON radio, Frank
David and Randy Reidy on board and made the }ourne\ to
Akwesasne.

The crew docked at the North American Indian Travelling
College and were welcomed _by the children of the
Akwesasne Freedom School. Ren.ee Roundpoint and Kon-
wawihon Fox gave the opening greeting in Mohawk Then
the travel troupe did a welcome dance. Captain David
Muney and the first mate were unable to > attend the
ceremonies because they had to anchor the ship. The gioup
^as scheduled to leave early Saturday morning, but because
of the storm resulting from tornadoes they stayedxuitil Sun-
da} . June 2n<A. • .

Also welcoming the ship "Fri" were Jake Swamp, Wolf
(Man Chief; representatives from the Environmental Divi-
sions from both the Tribal CounciTand Band Council, Ward
Stone, Pathologist for the State of New York and residents of
the community. Greenpeace is concerned vvith three main :

issues, with pollution of the environment being on the top of
their list of priorities. Secondly is the needless killing of wild
animals and endangered species such as whales and seals.

Jake Swamp. Wolf Clan Chief said, '-'I welcome
Greenpeace to our territory. Without water we will not suV'
vive. We have a basic concern. As w e sit by this river, we':
give thanks for what it has given us. The river has provided. :
the existence of our people and it is in trouble. We did .not
bring this trouble on ourselves. Without water, we will not
exist. Our forefather have always given thanks for these
resources. 1 would like to welcome Greenpeace, to our ter-
ritory and thank them for their efforts in helping conquer '
this destruction of our resources." V :

Steve McAlester, Director of Greenpeace's operations said,
"One of our goals is to educate people about these polluters
and the destruction of our environment.".' ,;

Greenpeace is an international organization with officesin
10 countries. Margie Skidders spoke for 'Mohawks AgreeiS on
safe Health' (M.A.S.H.) and said, "MASH was organized in
19H1 after residents were aware of PCB contamination at
Racquette Point. The residents of Racquette Point quickly
mobilized and MASH was born. Testing of wells and the St..
Lawrence River was started immediately. MASH has had
meeting with other environmental organizations and a
system was set up to monitor testing of water in Racquette
Point and elsewhere in Akwesasne. MASH is an environmen-
tal organization sanctioned by the Mohawk Council Of
Chiefs. MASH will help the Mohawk people to maintain.trie
balance of nature, as is their responsibility to Mother Earth.
The object of MASF1 is to have a safe environment for the
seven generations to come. The air, the water, the earth, the
trees and the birds must be here for future generations to
come. The task is monumental, but the Mohawk people wHi
arise to the challenge. Educating and disseminating informa-
tion to the community is a responsibility of the MASH
organization. MASH will work with local, regional and na- ,
tional organizations to bring the information to the com-
munity. MASH welcomes Greenpeace tothecommunityvWe
look forward to sharing information so that solutions can be
found for the environmental problems facing all people. The
St. Lawrence River flows through the Mohawk Nation ami
everyone is aware that these waters 'are''-polluted-..
Greenpeace will draw attention to this problem. MASH
thanks Greenpeace for coming and they -look fofward to
working together for our children, our children's children
and our future children." ,̂ . •'•'•'•••'.'':.

Council Chief was stiuck bv i bingo bus during the pro-
testing of the high st ikes bingo opci itions it Akwesasne. In-

Akwesasne People Arrested
at Protest

AKWESASNE—Protesters were out at their posts along
Route 37 for another day of protest against the high stakes
bingo operations in the Akwesasne community.--The dif-
ference in Sundays protest was that the tempers of both the
protesters and the New York State Police were getting a bit'
out of hand: The protesters went to the Canadjan Customs
oil Cornwall island to urge the bingo players coming in from
the Montreal area to turn around and leave the community.
Some of the protesters showed their anger by writing on the
bingo bus which was operated by the Murray Hill Charter
•Service for the bingo .players.

The Ontario Provincial Police arrived and the bus was
escorted to the American Customs where the. bingo players

•'Were given a New York State Police escort to the Bingo
Palace. ;

A few-of the bingo players volunteered but wanted to re:

main anonymous, shared their comments with Indian Time.
When asked if they would continue to go play bingo even
though they were shown how the protesters felt-about the
gambling operations- that was going on in their community,
one." bingo playervfKrtdi "€>f cwirse rm-goi»ff;to-f»tayv I want
to win." An interesting exchange took place when two
women from the bingo bus stated, "We're. Mohawks from
Kahnawake, what's wrong with you people, we have bingo
back home, we only came,here to play." One of the pro-
testers came along side the bus at this time and responded in
the Mohawk language, "What's wrong with you people? If
you are Mohawks, why are you doing this, why are you hur-
ting us.like this?" At that point the-OPP investigator closed
the bus door and asked who this reporter was.

As thc-iprotesters followed the bus and slowed it "down
along the w-ay, once the bus reached the American side along
Route 37, three' vehicles were stopped and ticketed. Paul
Boots, Francis Boots and Larry Thompson w:ere given dif-
ferent'charges. This was when Harvey Hcrne was arrested.
Even though he had a valid license in his jacket just five
minutes away, he was still arrested for no license and taken
to M-issena station where he was later released after show ing
his papers. One person had gotten a promise from the State
Police to wait a few minutes while they went after Harvey's
papers so that there would be no need to arrest him.-The
police did not Wait.

While this was happening, up near the Frogtown Road tur-
noff the New York State Police stopped Bev Cook and when
she refused to'put her window down, two New York State

Officers put their clubs in the opening of her window and
vyhere in. the process of breaking it when Bev's Mom, Elda

-.Cook went over to stop the officers. Elda asked them
"what's wrong with you, there's no need for this." At this
point one officer grabbed Elda and pushed her against the
vehicle. Peachy Bonaparte saw this and put herself between
the officer and Elda, because she did not want her to be
handled'in'this-way. Then the New York State Police officers
grubbed Peachy and arrested her for disorderly conduct and
resisting arrest. Peachy is a mother with three little children
and is the niece of newly elected Tribal Chief Rosemary
Bonaparte. Peachy asked "Why arc the State Police hurting
the protesters, w'.hy don't they-do something about all the il-
legal activities that are going on." This took place about, x
hundred yards from Josie. and Morris White's illegal
speakeasy establishment.

Another'person, who was-arrested was Dennis LaFrance.
He was charged with disorderly conduct and resisting arrest.
Dennis said hp was going across the road when two officers
came and one lifted him and took him to the other side of the
road. Dennis struggled with the officers and was injured dur-
ing the struggle with the New York State Police. Dennis was
handcuffed and taken to the Massena Station where hie. was
photographed and fingerprinted. Dennis and Peachy both
appeared for arraignment before Judge Smith t>f Bombay,
They will appear later for a court hearing.
