Why I Oppose Comme
Gambling on Mohawk L
I have heard that there are a number of Mohawk

here who do not understand why there are protester
oppose commercial gambling here at Akwesasne I aity frneof
the visible protesters and I would hke to teli why I am con-
cerned and worried.

First off, I feel that gambling in any form Is morally wcong
Bingo being no exception. For what I am about to say, some
of you may call me a hypocrite Maybe I am and maybe I'm
not. The white man has made laws that control charitable
bingo and so, in their eyes, I guess that bingo is alrjghL Here
at Akwesasne we have allowed charitable bingo for many
years. Now, I suppose, you could call me a hypocrite
because though I feel bingo gambling is morally wrong, I
have learned to accept charitable bingo as a means for
charitable organizations to function and do community pro-
jects, the Catholic Church the H V F D In Snye, the
American Legion and the Freedom School, among others, all "*
rely quite heavily on the weeklv bingos that they, conduct
the reason I can accept this type of bingo is that, not one
single individual becomes wealthy at the expense; of others
and the proceeds are used to help many.; .•••'•'.;

Commercial gambling, on the other hand, is quite the op- :
posite, Here we have two private individuals along with
complete outside strangers who stand to becottie; rich. That
they are exploiting the rights of our people doesn't:seem tp
matter to them. That future legislation bytheFedera l
Government concerning commerical gambling on .Indian
Lands may further jeopardize our rights as Native AnicriCans,
again, does not seem to matter to them; Their arguhient that :
they are. creating jobs for our people is, in my..'mind, of no
consequence. Why? Because I firmly believe that theyureRis-
ing our people as pawns to accomplish their own goals. ;

This land that we live on is our land. Our people who have,
owned and governed this land centuries befpwj thereaming
of the white 'man, have never been conquered byanyMtmy
of Canada or the United States, nor have we ever relinquish-'
ed what little we have left to any foreign government. Where
and how does the United States Government get the power
to tax the income of our people when that income was made
on land that does not belong to them? I finiily believe that
any money earned on our land should be free from taxes by :
the Federal Government. The people wh() are riirinihg the .
Moliawk Bingo Palace feeT differently: They are obliging the
Federal Government and collecting income taxes from their

[employees and submitting those faxes to the Internal
Revenue Service. It seems to me that this will eventually lead
to taxes tor all of our people who earn money on c>ur junds.
This is"wrong and I oppose it.

No Licence to Operate For
Fulton Woods Campsite

HOGANSBURG—The Fulton's Woods Fishing Camp will
not be opening on June 8th as scheduled. Officials from the
Tribal Council have stopped owner Bill Harris from opening
because Harris did not apply for a license to operate on the
St, Regis Indian Reservation. Harris was unaware that he had
to apply for the license. Any business on the reserve must ap-
ply fora licence to operate, this license must come from
the Tribal Council, the Traditional Council and the St. Regis
Hand Council.

On Friday, June 7th, Harris met with Tribai Chief's Larry
•Pykc and-Speed Herne; Economic Director Wesley Laughing
and Tribal Clerk Carol Herne to discuss the issue. At the
meeting Chief's Pyke and Herne said they-would not issue a
license for Harris to operate until the three Councils were
notified and the issue was discussed. Chief Herne said '-'The
fishing camp should not be there." Harris said his intent for
the camp was not to hurt or deprive anyone, but to. provide
employment for the people of the reserve. Economic
Development Director said, "A license is needed for fishing
in the waters you have no right to fish in!" Gary Moverhill,
Department of Conservation from Malone New York said "1
feel that Harris is misleading people because of his advertise-
nientwhieh stated all that would be. n,cc*d.ud would .-her y-one
week reservation license. New York State requires anyone

over the age of 16 to be licensed for fishing. These licenses
range from S9.5()'to 820.50 per year. No hunting permits are
issued in New York State unless the person applying finishes
a hunting course."

The Tribal Council docs not issue any permits to non-
Indians for hunting, licenses for fishing can obtain a 6 clay
(week-fishing permit for S6.00).

The Traditional Council and the St. Regis Band Council
will meet With the Tribal Council and then the three Coun-
cils will decide whether or not Harris will be allowed to
operate. Tribal Chief; Larry Pyke added, "The operation of
this hunting and fishing camp is not only for the Tribal
Council to decide. It must be discussed and decided by the?
three Councils."

At the Friday meeting, Harris did submit a proposal to the
Tribal'Council to open a hunting and fishing camp on his 20
acre parcel of land in Fulton. Woods. Harris has reportedly
put S 10,000-$ 15,000 into the campsite this far. The three-
Councils will decide what the outcome of the fishing camp
will. be. It is not known when the next meeting concerning
the campsite will be.
