June 8th and 9th. The purpose of the Syracuse protest wasto
draw attention to the police intervention at Akwesasne -to:

'troopers were at the Massena sub-station on standby. !;

Ten Years of Service for
Security Guards

CORNWALL ISLAND— Next month will mark ten years of
service for the security guards working at the Canadian
Customs on Cornwall Island. The security guards were in-
stituted in 197^ by the St. Regis Band Council anel the Cana-
dian Customs officials who felt some kind of security system
was needed at the Custom compound. In 1975 there was a
rising amount of vandalism, needless destruction of property
and even a couple of attempted armed robberies. A Band
Council resolution was passed in 1975 and applications were
filled out. The candidates who applied for the positions had
to be approved by the RCMP and QPP forces. Then the ap-
plicants had to be screened by the St. Regis Band office. Nine-
men were hired to make up the force.

Geratd Sharrow was the supervisor for the security guards
from 1975 until 1981. In 1981 Gerald resigned as supervisor
and returned tb working.on steel. Edward Mitchell assumed
the position of supervisor and Eric Seymour is the acting

.supervisor. Raymond Day, Mike Francis, Tom Francis,
Thomas Jock, Charles Thompson, Frank Thompson and ,
Paul Buckshot make up the rest of the force. Many of the
security guards were members of the St. Regis Akwesasne
Police force prior to becoming security guards.

The security guards are considered, special constables of
•the Ontario; Provincial Police force. The authority of the
security guards hold is. only valid within the confines of the
.custt^n>..c.(mpou^-.<>QaQHdiiin.,-C^tq{{i$ oificets. are not
allowed to carry guns and the security guards are only armed
with night sticks.

The security guards are a visible sign against any kind of
trouble. The security guards have many other duties as well,
they patrol the compound and identify Indians for. the
customs officers. They keep children away from the customs
building and keep speeding do.wrrwhich in turn helps pre-

_yent accidents. The guards assist the custom officers when
the officers search a vehicle. They also escort people to the
lock up or back to the United States. Problems with Indian
people was minor and was limited to speeding and 'partying'
and -squealing of tires.' Eddy Mitchell said, "The relationship
between the Indians and the customs officers is better. I'd
estimate we have eight incidents each month with a bit more
trouble during the summer "

Brent Lafave who has been a customs officer for four years
feels lhe security guards have been very-helpful. He stated,
"The guards help with information, they give directions
motorists^ They also keep the traffic flow running smoothly
and act as back up when we make a seizure for guns or
drugs. They hold people while we do the paper work.. The
relationship between the native population and oyr officers
is 100% better because of the guards".
.The locally' recruited guards provide security and
assistance when required, they also promote the smooth
-association between the Native population and the Customs
and Immigration Office. The community salutes these men
for assisting the customs personnel and for maintaining the
smooth flow of traffic for area residents. Residents of. the St.
Regis reservation are allowed to use the last lane at the Cana-
dian Immigration office on weekends and holidays. This lane
helps prevent an overflew of traffic at the customs com-
pound. Residents of Akwesasne may obtain a permit by tak-
ing the registration of their vehicle into the office. There is
no charge for the permits but the registrant must be a Native
and a resident of Akwesasne. •
