Programs; Results May Be

David Ortman, Friends of The Earth's Conservation .
Kepresentattve in the Northwest, has said that the termiha-
tion of wildlife toxicology studies and all research in national: .
parks, as well as the cancellation of the national Interpreta-
tion Program and its five wildlife interpretation centers, Will." .
"reverse" rather than "continue and improve: upon the
outstanding work in the aboves areas that the Canadian
Wildlife Service has done over the past number of years," as
asserted by Blais-Grenier. . '- •

Blais-Grenier, in her letter to Royer, wrote: "The Wildlife
Interpretation Centres provide an important opportunity for ,'•
Canadians to understand their wildlife heritage as well as
providing tourist benefits to local residents. But they ate not .
directly essential to our mandate." Ortman argues, however,
that "the need for wildlife education in Canada has never ;?;
been greater." ' '• : ' '-.'.

Blais-Grenier has said that several local organizations are
considering the management of some of the interpretation
centers, but their future remains tenuous. With respect to
research, Grenier wrote Royer that "alternative meanssuch
as the use of private consultants and universities are being
examined to ensure that Parks Canada's research re-
quirements are met." Ortman has pointed out that the first
five project listed above require specialized technology,and
expensive facilities that no provincial, and few university;
laboratores in Canada possess. Because of the long time
periods and routine monitoring required by many of these
projects, longterm budget commitments are needed that are
not feasible for most university researchers. Prolonged
studies are necessary for revealing gradual impacts-on
wildlife caused by chemicals in the environment. Ortman
has warned that "Canada is still 15 years behind our env-
vironmental protection, and if these cuts are not restored
they will fall even further behind." ; :
