January 1,1985
At approximately midnight on New Year's Day a vehicle

' travelling west on Route 37, State Road, went off the road
and struck a small ".'tree!

Kahnawake Mohawks State-
ment on Project Archipelago

We, the people of the Mohawk Nation at Kahnawake, wish
to inform all people who live on Turtle Island (North
America) of our position regarding the Project Archipelago
of the Province Of .'Quebec. The lands on which we walk
upon belong to the children, the Seventh Generation, and to
our Ancestors who have walked upon it since the creation.

Over the centuries, our Ancestors have seen to it that
those who have immigrated to this land had a place to lay
their heads, raise their families and provide for.the welfare of
their oncoming generations. Th'rough the years our people
shared this land, not because our people were subject to the
will of another.-people, .but out of a cultural and spiritual '
belief that the creation should be-.shared with all the
creatures of'.the Creator. With this, there is also another
belief of bur people,- that this part of the world has been put
in our trust to bq protected fronv destruction or anything
that will cause permanent damages to any of the forms of life

"-. thaiLcohabitate this'-.part of the planet. .
We wish .t(^ni^ke.itMciea4' that our opposition to this pro-

ject goes beyond'the .'physical construction of a dam: Our
concern extends to, the disruption and destruction of our
relatives in the; water life, They have already been severely

'"injured by .trie construction of the St. Lawrence Seaway and
the numerous other projects that have been illegally placed
within, our territories. _•'

Project Archipelago constitutes a violation "of our ter-
ritorial integrity and an unacceptable level of disruption to
the remaining environment directly under our control. Our
position remains.firm that Project Archipelago will not be
constructed within our ancient territory, and strongly urge
the Province of Quebec to develop alternatives that-wil|_
satisfy their needs. " ~ .

According to our .traditions, the triangular area bounded
by the North-South shores of the St. Lawrence River, the

- Richelieu River,/and the 'Border' between Canada and the
U.S.-is part.'of the territory of the Mohawk Nation. Non-
Indian historians roday can produce evidence'to support

Thus, when, Kahnawake was founded in the latter part of
the 17th, century i it was peopled by Mohawks and other fro-'
quois who"were merely relocating from one part of their ter-
ritory to another. This part of our ancient territory was
recognized By the French in the l60()\s and after the fall of
Quebec, by the English through the General Gage Judge-
ment of 1792; .

'Through, illegal land ••concessions, the Mohawk lost a large
part of its territory on both sides of the. border. The

: Mohawks (>f Kahnawake, with a population of 5,()()() people
now have effective control of approximately 12,000 acres,
one third of the size of the original land area in the 17th cen-
tiiry, and of.-.course aminiscule part of the territory of the
Mohawk Nations Kahnawake suffered further, land abuses
through the imposition Of rights of way for railways,
highways, hydro lines, finally the St. Lawrence Seaway in
the L95O's which cut us off from the St. Lawrence River.

: This is another example of violation «f our rights as the"
origina! people of this land. The Project Archipel is a direct
violation pf the. Two Row Wampum, which symbolizes our
international relationships between our people and the Euro-
pean people who came to this.land.

The Mohawk have no desire to allow the further
dismemberment/of one of its communities and the further
abuse of the tyhd. The people of Kahnawake, with the help
of the rest of: the Mohawk Nation and the Haudcnosaunee
Confederacy ($i^ Nation Iroquois Confederacy) will actively
resist the Project Archipel and welcomes the support of non-
Induin groups or organizations who care itbout the land and
our rights.

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Why Save the Lachine Rapids???
The Sturgeon of the Lachine

Rap ids Chapter Five
(Note: that tbe left put Chapter Five last issue 2 038)

In this chapter we will take an in-depth look at the largest
fish that lives in the area of the rapids. The Lake Sturgeon
whose scientific name is Actpenser Fulvesccns is also called
the Brown Sturgeon. It is found in abundance in the St.
Lawrence Rivet and Lake St.^Louisand in the waters above,
below and sometimes in the Lachine Rapids, it is a truly large
fish. The largest Lake Sturgeon ever caught tipped the scales
at 310 pounds and measured 7 feet, 11 inches from nose to
tail. The largest Lake Sturgeon ever caught on Lake St;-Louis
was a big bruiser that weighed 189 pounds. This fish was
caught by a commercial fisherman a few years back.

Commercial fishing is still carried on by MOhawks who
fish in much the same manner that their grandfathers did
generations ago. They use gill nets with a 7 inch mesh and
also long night-lines with as many as 100 number 7 hooks at-
tached and many heavy lead sinkers to keep the whole outfit
right on the bottom of the lake. The nets, or night-lines, are
checked daily, if the. weather permits, and nets are cleaned
pf debris and weeds and any Sturgeon, that have been en-
tangled are added to the days catch and then the night-lines
are checked for Sturgeon and all the hooks are checked and
rebaited if necessary. The hooks are baited with chunks of
Carp that have been cut up in bait size pieces. Unwanted fish
such as Catfish ant Lotte are removed and are returned to the
water.

Commercial fishermen fish both for the Sturgeon
themselves and the fish eggs that are found in the female

. Sturgeon at certain times of the year. The price per pound
that fishermen receive for Sturgeon varies from 50 cents to
three, dollars per pound dressed, depending upon the size of
the fish, and.$2500 per pound for the eggs. Commercial
fishing is a tough way to make a living. The requirements for
the job are hard to meet; great physical strength, fortitude, a
keen sense of direction, a disregard for bitter cold and bad
weather, a never say die attitude and an uncanny and almost
computer like knowledge of Sturgeon lore.

Few people fish for Sturgeon as a sport fish, but such a
. fishery has an immense potential. The fish can be caught on
rod and line and when one is hooked you have a real battle
on your hands. They are tremendously powerful and will
give you a fight that you'll remember for a long rime. If you
do catch one then you have the makings of a gourmet meal.
A good cookbook on fish will have a number of interesting
recipes. Sturgeon can be caught on cut bait such as Carp, on
worms and also try using the insides of clams which are also
very good bait;

Very little is known about the habits and lifestyles of
Sturgeon.Tt is suspected that they spawn somewhere in the
Lachine Rapids area but exactly where is not known. One
thing is known for sure, they grow very large and they live
to a ripe old age. .For instance the 189 pounder that was
caught in Lake St.-Louis was probably well over 100 years
old and maybe as much as 150 years old.

What changes took place as that fish lived out its life?
When it was born Kahnawake was just a peaceful Indian
Village, "no Mereier Bridge, no highways, no pollution, no
St.-Lawrence Seaway. The modern day rat race had not yet
begun and life was simpler and much, much better. But
things change, fish grow old and are caught by fishermen
and life marches on. But just for a minute let us think of
some of the even bigger Sturgeon that have been seen by
fishermen in their nets and on their night-lines but which got
away because they were just too big and too strong to be
caught.

Some fishermen say that they believe they have seen
Sturgeon that would weigh well over three hundred pounds
and were almost 8 feet long, A fish this large would probably
be 200 years Old. A fish such as this, and many people would
swear to seeing them, would truly bt the prize of ^lifetime.
It would be kind of a shame to catch and kill something that
has lived so long and seen so much If would almost be like
wiping out a piece of living history, so to speak.

All last summer the Provincial Dept. of Fish and Game car-
ried out a long and involved study on the habits, migration
routes and -lifestyle"of the Lake St.-Louis, St.-Lawrence River
and Lachine Rapids Lake Sturgeon. Many Sturgeon were net-
ted by the biologists and various tests were carried out.
Some Of the fish were dissected and the flesh and internal
organs were studied carefully. A number.of these fish were
tagged and some had radio transmitters implanted into their
flesh. The radio equipped fish showed that Sturgeon travel
extensively and< wander all over the place. One day the^
trackers would find the signal coming from below the
rapids, the next day above the rapids near the train bridge,
and the next day well up into Lake St.-Louis on its way to
Beauharnois. One thing that Sturgeon certainly don't need is
a dam of any kind to restrict their travels. If you should hap-
pen to catch a Sturgeon with a Blue Tag and a radio transmit-
ter, these fish are not safe to eat. If you catch a fish with a
yellow tag the fish has been tagged only, and is safe to eat. In
either case report your catch to the Provincial Department of
Fish and Game to aid them in their research on Sturgeon.
The report on the Sturgeon is due out any day now and
should provide some fascinating reading.

One thing I would like to suggest is that any small
Sturgeon that you should happen to catch be returned to the
water as quickly as possible. Any fish that lives to such a
great age should not be killed before it has had a chance to
spawn and reproduce its kind. Commercial fishermen are
prohibited from keeping any Sturgeon thatmeasures less
than 18 inches from the gill to the start of the top fin of the
back. V.-.

Last summer while trout fishing near the Mercier Bridge I
saw a Sturgeon jump out of the water that I would estimate
weighed around 150 pounds. What a thrill it was to see the
huge fish clear water and then crash back in with a great
splash. The Sturgeon jump often during the hot weather to
rid themselves of the blood-sucking Lamprey Eels which at-
tach themselves to the Sturgeons and suck their blood and
leave great open wounds where they have attacked the
Sturgeon.

Bob Cordner from Lasalle tells me that last summer he saw
some real old lunker Sturgeon jumping in front of the Lasalle
Marina. Bob says that several times he saw Sturgeon that
would be well over 6 feet long.

Yes, the Sturgeon are really something. They've been here
for centuries and hopefully they'll be here for centuries to
come. They are part ofKahnawake's heritage and a part of
Kahnawake')? future. Save The Lachine Rapids and save
