Treaty Concerning Highway Right-of-Way Animal Disease a •Vj-.-v

The concessions of the Iasi treaty being found not to covet the territory
that had been leased, another treaty was held on the 20th of February, 1818,.
as follows: • ' - . ' - ••'•".'.'

"At a treaty held at the city of Albany, the 20th day of February,
in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and eighteen,
between his excellency Dewitt Clinton, governor of the state of
New York, on behalf of the people of the said state, and Loran
Tarbell, Peter Tarbell, Jacob Francis and Thomas Williams, on
behalf of the nation or tribe of Indians, known and. called the St.
Regis Indians, it is covenanted, agreed and concluded as follows, to
w i t : • . ' • • . • • " • : ; . - ; . - ' • •

The said St Regis Indians sell and convey to the people of the state of
New York, two thousand acres out of the lands reserved by the said Indians,
to be bounded as follows, to wit- On the north and south by the north and.
south bounds of said reservation; on the east by the lands ceded.by said In-.
dians to the peole of the said state, by a treaty dated 16th March, 1816, and
on the west by a line running parallel thereto, and at such a distance
therefrom as to contain the said two thousand acres; also, four rods wide.
of land through the whole length of their reservation, for a public
road, to the west bounds thereof, together with four rods wide of
land, for the same purpose, commencing at the boundary line near
the village of St. Regis, to run in a direction so as to intersect the
aforementioned road a little westerly of the place where It shall
cross the St. Regis river, which will be about one mile and three-
quarters in length. On condition that both the said roads be laid out by
Michael Hogan, with the assistance of Loran Tarbell, and such other person
as is excellency, the governor of the said state, shall appoint: and further,
that in case a turnpike gate, or gales, shall be established on said road", all the
Indians of the said tribe shall be allowed to pass free of toll, and on the,fur- ,
ther condition that those on the lands they have now and heretofore Sold,
shall be compelled before the state gives them or any other person'title
thereto, to pay up the arrearages of rent due on the lands occupied by the
said settlers. - , .

In consideration of which cession or grant, it is hereby.covenanted, on'
the part of the said people, to pay to the said Indians, annually for ever.
hereafter, on the first Tuesday of August at Plattsburg, an annuity of two
hundred dollars. And it is further covenanted by and between the said par-
tics, that 'V annu^cs-payable to the said Indians, in consequence of the
former treaties between them and the said state, shall hereafter be paid them
on the said first Tuesday of August, at Plattsburg, instead Of the places
where they are made payable by such treaties. In testimony whereof,'the •
said governor, on the part of the people of the said state, and the said Loran
Tarbell, Peter Tarbell, Jacob Francis, and Thomas Williams have hereunto .
set their hands and seals, the day and year first above mentioned." . ... ,

Signed, sealed, acknowledged and recorded. ~ - . - ..'•''•'••-.
The lands ceded by the treaty of 1818 were by an act of April 20th, of that

year directed to be laid out into lots and farms and sold. ' ' ,
The report of the commissioners appointed by the governor to perform

this duty, will be given our account of Fort Covington. -. ;,
The commissioners were to receive $4 per day for their services. •
The following memorial explains itself, and indicates the necessity Of the

course which was subsequently to be pursued. • , : ..

Albany 16, February, 1818.
To his Excellency, Governor Clinton, of the state of New York:
The chiefs of the St. Regis Indians, by their petition, most respectfully ap-

proach your excellency, to show, that in March 1802, a law was passed for.
the benefit of our tribe, appointing the trustees, namely: William Gray, •
Louis Cook, and Loran Tarbell, to manage and improve their affairs. Prom .
that period until the late war, they continued happy arrtongsMhemselves,
but the war having produced a feeling of opposite interests in the tribe, they
became divided almost equally in number, of young men, having ypur old
chiefs, with their adherents steady in the cause and interests of the United
States. In course of the war, their trustee, William Gray, was taken prisoner '.
at St. Regis, and carried to Quebec, where he died a prisoner of war. Their
other trustee, Colonel Louis Cook, after being actively engaged *ith-
General Brown, near Buffalo, died at that place. Since his death, your ex-;
cellency's petitioner, Loran Tarbell, the surviving trustee; taking to His
private council Peter Tarbell, and Jacob Francis, old chiefs, in whom the
tribe have full faith, has continued to act as for the Whole, and has the
satisfaction of assuring your excellency, that the trust reposed in him, has
been discharged conscientiously, and^with full regard to justice.

Now your excellency's petitioner, growing old, and desirous to. be feliey-,
ed in part from the responsibility which he has felt in the discharge of his
duties, humbly prays your excellency to get a law passed, appointing the
above mentioned Peter Tarbell and Jacob Francis to his aid, to fill the vacan-
cies occasioned by the death of the former trustees, and confirming the acts
of your petitioner done in conjunction with the latter, since the death of the
former trustees. •".-••.•

pH :
The acidity or alkalinity of a substance is
measured on a logarithmic scale.from 0 to
14, known as pH. A pH of 7 is neutral,
whereas a pH of 14 is extremely basic and a
pH of 1 is extremely acidic. Due to the
logarithmic nature of the scale, a pH of 4 is
10 times more acidic than a pH of 5 and 100
times more acidic than a pH of 6. Un- •
polluted rainwater has a maximum acidity
or minimum pH of 5.6.

Brenda Katsisakwaks LaFrance as its new Band Ad-
ministrator. Ms. LaFrance has pledged herself to the creation
of an administration that is 'open', to the whole Akwesasne
community. "I.take all concerns seriously," Ms. LaFrance

Ms. LaFrance was selected by the Council in part for her
exceptional academic record. She is a graduate of Salmon
River Central and has a bachelors degree from the State
University at Potsdam in biology and chemistry. She has a
Masters in Business Administration from Oarkson Universi-
ty, soon to be followed by a Masters Degree in science also
from Clarkson, this coming May, 1985.
' Ms. LaFrance Is the daughter of Ruth Cook and the former
John Cookv she is married to Jake LaFrance and they have
two children, Margaret 14, and John 13. The family main-
tains their residence on the Cook Road in Akwesasne.

While.developing new plans in cooperation with the Band

{y^ and is presently having the Program Directors
undergo rigorous training to sharpen their skills in financial
management. Ms. LaFrance praised the Program Directors,
all of whom are doing their jobs very well, she said. :

She noted that she was deeply concerned over the
$1,400^00 Band debt that resulted from years of mismanage-
ment of band funds! She sought the advice of two profes-
sionals, Mr. Dan Brant of Ottawa and Ms. Saka Cook-
Pernbletbh of. Akwesasne, to assist her in the creation of a
plan to erase the debt after five years. The final plan will be
ready by the end of the month.

Ms. LaFrance has presently twenty-three programs
operating and employing over 300 native people. She also
oversees the operations of the three Akwesasne school
districts, Cornwall Island, St. Regis and Snye. She would not
allow any Cutbacks in the social services or the education
progrartts because of the deficit but admitted that the money
will be tight for at least the next three months.

One of her ideas is to seek new waysjo make the band
more independant of Ottawa economically. She was greatly
encouraged by the unity talks between the three Akwesasne
councils, "This issomething I never thought would happen
in my lifetime," said Ms. LaFrance,

Ms. LaFrance also expressed her concern that the rights of
all band members be respected. She said that everyone has
the right to disagree with the Band Council. She was in favor
of more meetings with the community because, "out of pro-
blems come solutions and out of solutions comes growth,"
she said. Ms. LaFrance stated, "My door and those of the
Program Directors are open to everyone."
