[munity paper, Indian Time felt that it should become'active-'
|ly-.involved in environmental issues, and as a first step we in-
vited resource people from St. Lawrence University arid Cor-

jriell University to join us in a first dialogue on acid rain on
II January 10th. The meeting was attended by local environ-
'Jrnent people from right here at Akwesasne. What wetalked
land learned was the beginnings of acid rain monitoring. Glen
[Harris, of St. Lawrence University showed us how acid rain
j| couldbe monitored by a simple method employing a bottle;
I a funnel and a Ph tape. We plan on setting up at.least six
jmonitoring stations here on the Rez as soon as material are
[gotten. We know that the pollution must be worse here than
[in Massena or Cornwall. We will be able to document this
[proof, and with that in hand, we should be heard when we
[are ready to make demands that pollution standards be in-
[stituted and monitored.

We also have the next door problem of one of the worse
1 Waste Landfill sites in the area. It may very well be leaking
junto the river and most certainly is affecting our ground-
jwater. If you don't believe it, just come down to Racquette
'Point and see for yourself. . .

So itrs again down to the Mohawk Nation leading the way
Jto,'sotve a problem created by someone else but affecting us
liall1 We don't wish to work alone, and as stated above>wkatfe
l working With any individuals or groups whose: goals are the
[same. Along the same line we have begun broadcasting our
I own news program over CKON, called A.N.I.T. or
tAkwesashe Notes/Indian Time News. Picking items from
jlocal, state, provincial or.international sources brings home

to us'the fact that news of environmental issues may often be
suppressed. Or worded in such a way as to be so blandly put
that little attention is given it.

Our purpose? To save the river, to save the forests, and to
erisure that our future generations have a clean and beautiful
and plentiful earth to live upon. There is no telescope
available to look seven generations ahead, but minds and im-
aginations are capable of looking even further.

CBS recently^ riii a TV report on this subject, which
described the all-american past-time of "pot-hunting". Ar-
chaeologists callthispbt-hunting "vandalism and thievery",
since unskilled pepple go in to dig up ancient ruins and take
the undocumented artifacts(hundreds tp thousands of years
bid) to keep as cbflectpr's items, but mainly to sell in a cons-
tant, and ever-grpwihg Black Market where demand
putstrips supply in ancient artifacts.

The ppt-hunters whb are visible call themselves hobbyists,
and say they are just as much entitled to the artifacts as the
archaeologists are. They say it is Public Land, afterall, and
they are the Public and It is riot the exclusive hunting ground
of the professionals. But they have a hard time making ex-
cuses when their invisible counterparts can hardly be called
hobbyists, but are criminals, thieves, profiteers and grave-
robbers who can destroy as much as they'save'.

Both sides call the others "thieves", and they are both
right. Thievery in the «arne of professionalism, research and
history, is condoned and commended for adding to the
"American heritage", often with government or private fun-
ding, I wonder too, if professionals every once in awhile
clean up their basements to sell artifacts in legitimate and
high-brow auctioris, to raise money for more research and
professional "potrhunting". And how many high-class
houses in America and Europe showcase "primitve art", and
how many come directly or indirectly from amateur
scavengers, arid how many come from professional
scavengers that did not make it to the catalogs or
warehouses, and hbw many are scavenged out of these sup-
posed secure and safe institutions, to augment low-paying
subsidised salaries; In America, crime and criminals Can be
found everywhere, high and low, especially when we
"primitives" are the victim of the crime.

This is riot-tp say that Indians are not involved. There are
probably those who sell artifacts, since they know where to
find them, but agencies provide info where to find them
anyway. These Iridiaris also make a profit, but not nearly the
profit that the black-market profiteers do, or the profes-
sionals who acquire more grants for more research for more
salaries. Alsot let us look, culturally at Indians "robbing"
theirown past. You can almost bet that Indians who do this
are not culturally attuned to their ancestors. Indians treat
their 'ghosts' arid ancestors with respect, but not assimilated
Indians who need cash. Also, in the past, some Indians prid-
ed themselves -ori 'guiding', they may guide people
somewhere but are not directly involved in the thievery.
This has long since stopped, since Indian people have learn-
ed the hard way that no one can be trusted, and more In-
dians are involved in anthropology and archaeology to pre-
sent Native perspectives on these artifacts, rather than take
as gospel what non-natives theorize our ancestors are all

•'about: In the past, it was easy since there were so many ar-
tifacts, but scavenging and a new cultural awareness among
Indian people have closed this aspect off.

The value of these objects has always been a sore point,
since they can be found "Uttering the historic landscape"
where the original makers left them to return to the earth.
The transition period in Indian Life kept these artifacts easy
to obtain, but as our values changed, the values of these ob-
jects grew. The natural ways and creative power changed,
eople started tp guard them as the new values eclipsed the
icl. H was Obvious that to continue the 'old ways' in any

kind of original and vital cultural way, was to protect these
jrelicsjn Museums (allowing the professionals in) or conceal-
ing the sites, sometimes even re-burying them. It is not hard
to see that Indian thieves or protectors (two distinct groups)
viewed both professional and amateurs as grave-robbers
anyway you lopk at it,

Museums have always stolen, or bought for trinkets and
ooze (in the transition days when Indians were taught to

: orget the/past arid become civilized, yet had a pride that
iltowed these artifacts to be taken for some "good") the ar-
ifacts that overcrowd the storage areas into galleries and ex-

hibitions and auctions. Wave upon wave of art trends have
hit, yet "Prirriitivism".can always be relied on to pack them
in when the "Modernists" and "Avant-garde" lose their
steam and the art world braces for a new trend, a new collec-
tors jtemT^ornetimes Native people actively participate with
the Museums, thinking the security of these institutions will
preserve their history, iroquois people will tell you about
the Albany fire that destroyed our wampum belts and how
fwe must build elaborate, secure buildings if we want them
back from ''Safe-keeping". Try to get out our artifacts, try. to
Study them, try tb nourish the locked spirits, try to return
bones and artifacts (that have been documented, calculated,
jcopies made and sold) and you will be told...NO, These ar-
tifacts belong to Time & History (meaning how they write
history and see time), Museum staff, Governments, funding
sources, taxpayersr-the public (Who are eye-balled, herded
around, and loclced out, but pay for it all, content to view
'their' heritage but receive no understanding but what they
are told). ;

- But, if you're rich and you deserve a part of the Great
Arnerican Heritage after buying and selling all your life, you
£an buy a piece Of ancient america for a few thousand and
proudly display it on your mantle and no one will ever ques-
tion you, no prie will ever call you a criminal for par-
ticipating in this (they may call you a crook for your business
practices; but that's'just business'anyway.)
; If ypu're a high arid mighty Museum with a record of deal-
ing in approved criminal activity and this has blinded you to
what is real, as,you Catalog and warehouse everything, you
will act with righteous anger at amatuers with their low-
browtacticswho are invading your territory. Imagine, the
unprbfessiorialism of people who don't have your paid-for-
degree or business contacts or your painstaking reputation
put together piece by piece from Indian ghosts. How could
they possibly "be as sensitive as you, and these modern I n-
diaris telling you to BURY those objects that are your life and
reputation and-$a}ary; Hbrrprs! They also want to study your
hard earned, pieces artid will probably end up with Research
Papers that,refute all you've worked so hard to "build".
Civilization loves tb build, but when civilizations start to fall
apart, the "building" could not have been too sound to start
with

, All this criminal activity started with the criminal charter
of Divine Right of Kings, Manifest Destiny and the Rule of
Conquest Read the papers about the right-wing-swing
against Indians and Indian Rights and Land Claims and they
still talk about the Right of Conquest and how a few gold
pieces bought the whole country from unauthorized, sell-
outs They have set the precedents in their own courts
about: interest and fraud and value and fairness.

Canadian Midwives
Association Formed

The Toronto cpnvention was very exciting for Canadian
midwives as it was the first opportunity most midwives from
east and west have had to meet face-to-face. Meetings were
held among Canadians to discuss the formation of a national
association and Canada's relationship with MANA in the
future. As a first step toward a new national association, the
Midwives Association of Canada was formed. It will start out
as a coalition of local and provincial groups. The Canadians
realized that they did riot have the manpower at this time to
start a MANA (Canada) with a Governing Board of their own.

Individual Canadian midwives are still urged to join MANA
and support MANA's committee efforts. Many of the
challenges faced by midwives in the United States are exact-
ly the same as those faced in Canada, though obviously the
political machinery is somewhat different. It is hoped that
the MANA convention in Toronto gave a tremendous boost
to the energy and morale of Canadian midwives struggling
for legitimacy. The mixture of Canadians and midwives from
the United States expanded everyone's international
perspective and provided an opportunity for us to learn
about what we have in common and what differences exist.

St. Regis Adolescent
Pregnancy Parent Program
One of the many services that is provided by the St. Regis

Mohawk Health Services to our community is a program that
is designed to help the new mother-to-be in working toward
solving or learning about the new experience that is she
about to undergo. "Helping the new mother with whatever
problems that she might be faced with, is what we're all

\ about," said Ms. Cook RN who is the Coordinator of the St.
Regis Adolescent Pregnancy Parent Program.

The rest of the; helping staff are Ms. Jann Day who is the
Outreach worker and Ms. Lila Lazore who is the secretary for
the program. They can be reached at the Community
Building anytime Monday, through Friday, 8: am to 4: pm
and their phone number is 358-2272 ext. 224.

The main purpose of this program is to insure the well be-
ing of both the mother and child. The future plans which
could include the educational goals that the mother might
have are a few of the things that could be discussed during
the counselling sessions. She is also made aware of all the
Tribal services that: are available to her so that she can take
better care pfhetself and the newborn.

In the counselling sessions with the mother and her
counsellor they discuss things like general hygene, parent
classes, attitudes toward the pregnancy, labour, and to the
newborn, fetal growth and development, financial problems
and infant care,

The service that this special program also provides in-
cludes a follow through which the helpers go to the hospital
for visits to see if they can be of help in any way. This type of
help or working with the mother continues for the firstjwo i
years after the birth of the child."

The father is not forgotten in^hese services because he can
attend the Lamaze Classes and become just as involved as he
wishes to be in this birth experience. The father can also get
counselling on any of the problem areas that he might need
help with, this is an unique program in that the help is there
if you need it and the people are ready to help with this type
of new adjustment that faces the new parents. .

need for economic salvation...we hit them in the pocket-
book, and that always hurts them. The fairness we never had
is in our grasp, but they are re-writing the paper^laws and the
rules of the game so fast, they want to push us back into ser-
vitude as economic hostages.

I am not blaming the sensitive museum-types, they are just
another cog in the machinery, but they are not fulfilling their^
charter if they do not allow us to participate, just as the other
parts of the machine do not let us particpate in economics,
politics, religion. Americans toy with their history just as the
Soviets have re-written their own history, the huge military-
industrial complexes in both superpowers take and do as
they please, and come to resemble each other more and
more, educating their masses as they see fit, not allowing any
counter-truth to their programs. The Big Lie propels both
machines, gobbles the earth, pacifies the workers to keep
working, and keeps tension going rather thi.n peace and
goodwill.

The last time I was in Santa Fe (1979), a story was making
the rounds that anytime a hot story about certain criminal
types stealing ancient artifacts and selling in the Black Market
wasgoing to hitl stay tuned they said. Well, that Story broke
about similar stealing in Arizona and went over just like this
last CBS story did...limp. It never exploded because there
was more at stake than Indians and artifacts, there were too
many connections to high and low criminals, too much
history that was meant to be left undisturbed, too many
skeletons in America's criminal past and present and too
much profit being made, by someone, somewhere

Now look at the media, it appears they did their job by giv-
ing Indians 5 minutes of valuable airtime for their culture
But again it was a negative feature (aren't they all) and aaain
it was a wrap-up at the end of the news, "buried", as people
got their dose of bad news created by the same types that
created all the machinery that makes bad news and maintains
the current systems that started everything in the first place
So if anyone caught it before they nestled in for prime-time
escapism, it is now just another media image in the overload
of todays media-images. Not one living Indian testified to
What was going on. The media searched out the news and
