Representatives of the Akwesasne Freedom School visited
Europe recently to raise funds and support for the school.
Speakers Harriet Boots, Brian Skidders and Douglas M.
George conducted a series of presentations in Germany,
Switzerland, Austria and Luxemburg. . '•''•-;.'•

The representatives were impressed by the hospitality.
shown by the Europeans regardless of where they:; went.
Their presentations about the activities of the Freedom
School were met with enthusiasm by the Europeans,; many.
of whom expressed relief that at least one native society was
moving positively towards control over their own.affairs. .

The speakers also carried with them two short films.; One
presented the Akwesasne Mohawks as they were in 1980,
when it appeared as though their community would be torn
apart by political factions. The second concentrated oh tr?e:
Mohawk traditional philosophy that stimulated the creation
of the Freedom School. The Mohawk speakers assured the
Europeans that Akwesasne has spent the last four years
working hard at constructing a united community. They said.
Ak\s esasne is an example of what can be achieved by 'native.
people if they were given the freedom to run their own af-
fairs. - . ' • . • „ • .•••'

The Freedom School, it was observed, is the latest attempt
by the traditional people to gain control over the education;
oi their children and to secure the survival of a distinct
Moliawk culture. The Europeans audiences were responsive
to the idea of preserving the "old ways" with many of them
saving they were actively searching for methods to increase;
their sensitivity to the natural world. i '.'•;'•.

The Freedom School spokesperson were encouraged by
the concern for the environment expressed by the people of
Europe They noticed as they travelled about that the land
there was suffering from too much industry. This was con-
firmed by their hosts who said that up to 50% of the trees of
Europe were being killed by acid rain and other pollutants.

Man) of the people the representatives met were deeply
involved in activist causes ranging from the anti-war protests
to preserving the earth. They noticed that on the whole,
there was much more social protests and community ac-
tivism than was apparent in North America. The Europeans
were looking for cultuit s that still had their native ways and
were impressed by Mohawk traditions and Us ability to sur-
vive -H)0 years of assimilationist pressure by white North

The speakers also visited schools to lecture on the •
teaching methods of the Freedom School. The European
children were fascinated by native life, with many of them
expressing a desire to visit Akwesasne. • : .

(iaetano Associates of Utica was ordered Monday to
remove SSO to -joo barrels of possible toxic and flammable
waste at the 10-acre factory outlet site owned by them. -

DEC. Commissioner Henry Williams signed an order,giving
(iaetano 2+ hours to find and inspect the waste and post

The barrels were located during a cleanup of previously
discovered wastes, the DEC said. i'_••."."•'••'•

The DEC order gave Gaetano 48 hours to secutje and
prepare the barrels for moving. He must also post $200^000
bond and submit a plan for cleaning the site within fivtf daysi'"

John Moore, a spokesman for the DEC, said officersjat the
site of the cleanup operation had idientified sodium hydrox?
ide. freon TMC and Trisec. - •"••••

None of the substances^are flammable, Moore said, hut
sodium hydroxide is a caustic lye that can burn the sljcinon

Freon TMC is a gas used as a cooling agent for air condi-
tioners and Trisec is a cleaning agent used to clean manufac-
turing equipment. ' •;."'/.'•' .;.

Abrams' office in Albany executed a search warrant on the
property Tuesday "to preserve the attorney general's right
to proceed with criminal charges," said spokesman Nathan .

Charles Gaetano, president of Gaetano Associates, Said
Wednesday there were only 100 barrels of waste and he
denied that shoppers at CharlesTown had been walking
dangerously close to some of the barrels. . :

Gaetano said some of the barrels' had already beenremovr

The DEC says that some of the barrels were separated
from shoppers by a wall or door. Other barrels were located;
on a second floor over a ground floor shopping area, Moore

The CharlesTown site is on either side of the Oneida
County-Herkimer County line. Five of the 10 buildings con-
tain shops that offer discount brand name items.

The buildings were once occupied bySfierry-Univac com-
puter manufacturing plants, and before that, Savage Arms,
which manufactures guns. i "

Moore said there is no sure indication that the chemicals
were left by Sperry, but some of the chemicals contained in
the barrels were also found in barrels Sperry removed last
month from another part of the CharlesTown site, ? •

the spring. There is a strong run of Pjke up the Cote Ste-
tatherine and Kahnawake shoreline every spring; Pike are
one Of the most sought after fish by Mohawk anglers. They
provide both sport and lots of good eating.

; Pike bite well at almost all times of the year. In the spring,
Mohawks catch Pike by trolling casting around the J*fany
weedbeds along the Kahnawake shorelines; Early in the
season after the Pike have finished spawning, they feed

• ravenously and strike savagely at a well presented lure. One
Of many favorite lures at this time of year is a'MEPPS Comet ^Barley water, gives relief in fevers, children's re-occurrence
of Aglia Spinner in the larger sizes. Try casting right up
against the weedbeds and work the lure back towards the
boat at a good speed. Often Pike will follow the lure right up
to the side of the boat and then strike with a vengeance just
as you're about to lift the lure out of the water.
