.which is located near Jimmy Bero's residence. This really is
known as the All Saints Cemetery, which is the oldest and
most used up until a few years ago, Now there is only room
for those that had reserved a lot. Going up the St. Regis Rpa'd
the next cemetery is the one across from the Jackson's
residence, this one is known asthe K Cemetery or the Kateri;
Cemetery, which has the main vault for the spring in-
terments. The fourth cemetery is the one behind Warren
Cook's residence near Hogan, this is called St. Joseph's
Cemetery. Now we'll all know the proper names of some pf
the area cemeteries in our community.

:The St. Regis Cemetary Organization has the responsibility
of taking care of burial lots in these'cemeteries and the^
charges are II5.00 per lot and the vault charges are $20.00.
In 1958, when the Organization first formed the charges
were fifty cents. The Organization takes care of repairs, pain-
ting, fixing the fences, and cutting of the grass during the
summer months. Sometimes volunteers help out but when
that isn't possible it is up to the organization to come up with
the cash to pay for help. They receive financial aid by dona-
tions from people, or by fundraising activities by the
members of the Organization.

Consequences of
Pregnancy/Sexual Activity

Part I: Physical/Emotional
I will begin this-article with a few statistics on teenage

pregnancy. Forty percent of the five million sexually active
teens become pregnant. One-third of these pregnancies end
with an abort ion and two-third carry their pregnancies
through childbirth. Most young girls seek birth control after
being sexually active for six months. This visit is made
because of the fear of pregnancy or that they feel they may
be pregnant. Ninety seven percent of young teens opt to
keep their child. •••••;•

Teens need to know the problems of a teen pregnancy.
Let's begin with the female; the strain placed on a not yet ful-
ly developed body include: toxemia, anemia, prolonged
labor and a complicated birth. The social economic outlook
for the young girl is bleak. Another factor is the risk to the
baby. Fourteen percent of teen pregnancies end in miscar-
riage. If she carries, to term, the birth weight of the baby is
low.

Let's consider.the male involved in this situation. To begin
with, it's a frightening experience for the boy to realize that
he is going to be a father. He feels scared but cannot tell
anyone, about these feelings. His option for life-goals and
values are dimmed. Most likely because of these fears and
disappearing life goals the young male will opt to back out of
his responsibilities. Children brought up by a single-parent
don' t develop a sense of unity in a family and will carry this
through to adulthood. The consequences of being a teen
father are:
1. Father will leave school to try to support his baby.
2. He will work at unskilled, low-paying jobs with little op-

: portunity for advancement.
3. Teen marriages are short lived. If a bride is 16 years old or
younger, 8 0 % of these marriages end in divorce within five
years. . ;
4. Low self-esteem in male.
5. Teen fathers are prone to deeper depression far greater
than teenagers in general.
6. Teen fathers are ignored by family and society.
7. The earlier the entry into parenthood the more children
they wi l lhave;
8. Teen parents are too young arid too ill-prepared to-deal

,with parenthoPd and take out their frustrations on their
children.
The rights of teen fathers:
1: If he,is not in favor of continuing the pregnancy, she can
continue.
2. If she has. the baby, he is still responsible for that child
3. If she decides to terminate, she does not need his consent
4. If she decides on adoption, paternity must be established
to earn equal rights.
5. Once paternity is established, he will be able to keep the
baby, should she decide to give it up for adopt ion.

1 6. The cost of paternity blood test is J800. •
7. The boy is one part of a potential, family.
He develops list of, shoulds:

should support my child.
should quit school,
should g£t a job.
should rent a place of our own" etc.

On the other hand he will be thinking of his wish list:
wish I could cont inue with school.
wish I didn't have these responsibilities,

I wish we had talked about birth control.
8. If pregnancy test is negative he may be able to insure that
the girl does not get pregnant again. "Irrational my th " he
won' t let her use the pill because it is bad for her — she inter-
prets this as, "he really cares for me. "
Part II: Legal
Guidelines of legal responsibilites of teen fathers.

Male/female of less than 17 years of age may be found guil-
ty of sexual misconduct in dealing with another less than 17

' years old.
• The girl under the age of 17 is considered incapable of

consent. Deviate sexual misconduct is a Class A misde-
meanor. Parent may file complaint with district attorney, a
report is sent to probation. District Attorney may decide to
take the case, but the girl has to agree to press charges.
Should he go to court — if he is 16 years or older he will be
tried as an adult. Should he be 16 years or younger ir is a civil
matter that will go through family court because he is con-
sidered a juvenile offender.

If male is over 21 years old and engages in sex with a girl
under 14 years of age, he is guilty of second degree rape,
Class D felong. A male of any age who engages irf sex with a
girl under 11 years of age is guilty of first degree rape.
Parents of female minor may want to keep him away. It will
go to Family Court and come before a judge w h o may order
that, should a female become unmanageable, she can be
places in a PINS position, which is Person In Need of Super-
vision. Department of Social Services will handle these
cases. . ,

Real life is not sugar-coated, the harsh realisms of adult
responsibilities can cpme too-soon. Be aware of your actions
and how they will affect your normal growth and develop-
ment.
