Why save the Lachine Rapids ; •
The Musky of the Lachine

Rapids

Many people do not realize that the Lachine Rapids region
is an excellent place for Musky fishing. At-times there are
Muskies present around the reefs both above and.below the
rapids. Muskies are also to be found around the weedbeds
and in the pools below many of the rough water areas,
u here they kirk in wait of an easy meal. • :•-'•'-

Some Muskies are local fish who make their home in the
waters adjacent to the rapids and others are: just passing
through. Some people claim that Muskies spawn in. waters.,
near the rapids and although this has not been proven ! tendT

to believe they do. • : •'-.'•".'7 •'•.'
One reason that not too many Muskies are caught around

the rapids area is because the Muskies tend to hole up in
places that are extremely difficult to fish, such as in shallow
weedy areas. The way to fish these weed infested places is to
troll in close proximity to the weedbeds and weedlines and
try to get as close as possible to the weedlings without pick-
ing up too many weeds. Muskies like to hide in the Weeds
waiting to pounce out and grab an unsuspecting meal ...Troll-
ing over shoals from 12 to 20 feet in depth can be productive
also. At all times when trolling around shoals try to keep
your line approximately 3 to 4 feet off of the bottom. 7 7

When a Musky strikes set the hooks hard by rearing back
on the rod and really setting the hooks hard 2 or 3 times. The
Musky has a hard bony mouth and it really takes a solid shot
to set me hooks well in his bony mouth. ' 7
Musky fishing is unlike any other kind of-sport fishing. A
Musky fisherman must be dedicated to catching Musky. He
must be very perseverant. He must be attentive to all the
details of Musky lore and last but not least a little bit of Kick ,
sure doesn't hurt any. • ' 7

Perseverance pays off!! Peter Regis the noted.Mohawk
fishing guide is an avid Musky fisherman. One time Pete
trolled for 30 days in a row without even a strike arid then on
the 31st day, in the space of an hour he had 4 strikes. First he
had a strike and lost the fish after 0ne long spool stripping
run. Then he retraced his trolling pattern, threw his large
MEPPS Musky Killer in the water and caught a 27 pound
Musky. On the next pass he hooked into another Musky that
threw the hooks on the second jump, Confidently Pete made
another pass and hooked into a 33 pound Musky that he

iarided after a 20 minute battle and a solid bt>nk ;bn the heac
: from his brass Musky bat. What a feeling) Four Musky in ar

hour and 2 landed; How many anglers can boast of this ac-
complishment? Only the very good OT the very lucky oi
perhaps the very perseverant. \
jFor Musky fishing I recommend a high quality, heavy dutji \

rod and reel combination. But if you want the thrill of a'
lifetime, try fishing for them with light tackle. While fishingi
near the rapids I have caught several sizeable Muskies using stf
light ZEBCO Pro Staff rod model 4311 and a Zebccy
Castmaster 20 spinning reel equipped with. 10 Ib; test MAX-!,
IMA Line,, The thrill of catching a Miisky on this outfit-is>
roughly equivalent to winning the grand prize in a Lotti-i1*'-

Some of my favorite lures for Musky fishing are a MEPPS

Musky Killer, a MEPPS Giant Killer and the Nils Master invin-
cible lures in the 12 CM sizes. If ypii like to still fish then its
hard to beat a lively 6 to 9 inch Sucker Minnow. ;

: Some anglers have trouble telling the difference between a ,
Musky and a Pike. Here's how to tell the difference without
fail. On a Pike the point of the tail is1 rQunded. On â  Musk^

the point of the tail is more V-shaped. On a Pike the cheeks
are fully scaled. On a Musky the top half only of the cheeks
are scaled. The Pike has 10 pores under the lower jaw> while
the Musky has 12 to 18 pores A Pike has light spots on a dark

! skin which are oval and pale, while the skin of a Musky has
dark spots on a lighter background

Th€ world record Musky weighed 69 lbs 15 02 and was
caught oh Sept. 22, 1957 by Arthur Lawton in the St
Lawrence River in the Province of Ontario.

My friend Peter Regis, the Mohawk fishing guide has
caught many large Muskies Pete's biggest to date is a 39 lbs
J3 oz. lunker.

Mohawk angler Raymond Montour landed a 43 lbs. Musky (>
a few,years back and many, many years ago Raymond's"*,'

1 father boated a Musky that would have been rhe worlds '„
irecord had it been caught today. Hay's dad's Musky weighed
an incredible 87 lbs. What a flsh that must have been!!!

agencies to protect human health and the environment on
reservations.1 We will work with other agencies to clearly
identify and delineate the roles, responsibilities and relation-
ships of'du'r.respective organizations and to assist Tribes in
developing and managing environmental programs for reser-
vation lands.
8 THE AGENCY WILL STRIVE TO ASSURE COMPLIANCE
WITH ENVIRONMENTAL STATUTES AND REGULATIONS
ON INDIAN RESERVATIONS.

In those cases where facilities owned or managed by
Tribal Governments are not in compliance with Federal en-
vironmental statutes, EPA will work cooperatively with
Tribal leadership to develop means to achieve compliance,
providing technical support and consultation as necessary to
enable Tribal facilities to comply. Because of the distinct
status of Indian tribes and the complex legal issues involv-
ed, direct EPA action through the judicial or administrative
process will be considered where the Agency determines, in
its judgement, that: (!) a significant threat to .human health or
the environment exists, (2) such action would reasonably be
expected to achieve effective results in a timely-manner, and
(3) the Federal Government cannot utilize other alternatives
to correct the problem in a timely fashion.

In those cases where reservation facilities are clearly own-
ed or managed by private parties and there is no substantial
Tribal interest or control involved, the Agency will endeavor
to act in cooperation with the affectecrTribalGovernmerit,
but will otherwise respond to noncompliance by the private
sector, elsewhere in -the country. Where the Tribe has a
substantial proprietary interest in, or control over, the
privately owned or managed facility, EPA will respond as
described tilthe first paragraph above.
