The pilgrimage will leave New York July 5 via Alitalia
Airlines for Rome where Bishop Pelotte will offer a con-
celebrated Mass at the Altar of the Cathedral in St. Peter's
Basilica followed by a meeting with all participating pilgrims.

The recommitment will open with Mass and Conference at
Santa Sabina on Aventine Tuesday and a special audience with
Pope John Paul II. Thei'e will be complete sight-seeing of An-
cient and Modern Rome during this week of recommitment
together with other activities including Mass at St. Mary Major
in honour of the Marian Year.

Mass will be celebrated by Bishop Pelotte and accompanying

Shawnee Cigarette
Restraining Order

Continued
SHAWNEE, OK (IPN) — A temporary restraining order

halting the sale of non-taxed cigarettes at four Indian smoke
shops in Shawnee was continued by a county judge.

On Feb. 4, two men were arrested when county and tax
authorities confiscated about 4,000 cartons of cigarettes,
valued at $26,000, that did not have tax stamps. Four Indian
smoke shops were closed by temporary restraining orders,
alleging the shops did not collect cigarette and sales taxes.

£ov. Dan Littleaxe, of the Absentee Shawnee Tribe, said the
Tax Commission and Pottawatomie County authorities
overstepped their jurisdictional authority by raiding the
smoke shops.

Robert Jenkins, the Oklahoma Tax Commission senior at-
torney, called the decision by Pottawatomie County District
Judge Glenn Carter that a summons could not be served on In-
dian Country'land, "disappointing."

Jenkins, a Cherokee said the commission will try to serve a
new summons on Absentee Shawnee tribal member Larry
Nuckols outside of Indian country.

TREATY WITH THE SIX NATIONS,

1789.
Articles of a treaty made at Fort Harmar, the ninth day of
January, in the year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred
and eighty-nine, between Arthur St. Clair, esquire, governor of
the territory of the United States of America, north-west of the
river Ohio, and commissioner plenipotentiary of the said United
States, for removing all causes of controversy, regulating trade,
and settling boundaries, between the Indian nations in the nor-
thern department and the said United States, of the one part, and
the sachems and warriors of the Si* Nations, of the other part;

ART. 1. WHEREAS the United States, in congress assembled,
did, by the commissioners, Oliver Wolcott, Richard Butler, and
Arthur Lee, esquires, duly appointed for that purpose, at a
treaty held with said Six Nations, viz; with the Mohawks,
Oneidas, Onondagas, Tuscaroras, Cayugas, and Senekas, at
fort Stanwix, on the twenty-second day of October, one thou-
sand seven hundred and eighty-four, give peace to the said na-
tions, and receive them into their friendship and protection:
And whereas the said nations have now agreed to and with the
said Arthur St. Clair, to renew and confirm all the
engagements and stipulations entered into at the beforemen-
tioned treaty at fort Stanwix: and whereas it was then and
there agreed, between the United States of America and the
said Six Nations, that a boundary line should be fixed between
the lands of the said Six Nations and the territory of the said
United States, which boundary line is as follows, viz: Beginning
at the mouth of a creek, about four miles east of Niagara, call-
ed Ononwayea, or Johnston's Landing Place, upon the lake
named by the Indians Oswego, and by us Ontario; from thence
southerly, in a direction always four miles east of the carrying
place, between lake Erie and lake Ontario, to the mouth of
Tehoseroton, or Buffalo creek, upon Lake Erie; thence south,
to the northern boundary of the state of Pennsylvania; thence
west, to the end of the said north boundary; thence south,
along the west boundary of the said state to the river Ohio.
The said line, from the mouth of Ononwayea to the Ohio, shall
be the western boundry of the lands of the Six Nations, so that
the Six Nations shall and do yield to the United States, all claim
to the country west of the said boundary; and then they shall
be secured in the possession of the lands they inhabit east,
north, and south of the same, reserving only six miles square,
round the fort of Oswego, for the support of the same. The
said Six Nations, except the Mohawks, none of whom have at-
tended at this tinie, for and in consideration of the peace then
granted to them, the presents they then received, as well as in
consideration of a quantity of goods, to the value of'three
thousand dollars, now delivered to them by the said Arthur St.
Clair,- the receipt whereof they do hereby acknowledge, do
hereby renew and confirm the said boundary line in the
words beforementioned, to the end that it may be and remain
as a division line between the lands of the said Six Nations and
the territory of the United States, forever. And the undersign-
ed Indians, as well in their own names as in the name of their
respective tribes and nations, their heirs and descendants, for
the considerations beforementioned, do release, quit claim,
relinquish, and cede, to the United States of America, all the
lands west of the said boundary or division line, and between
the said line and the strait, from the mouth of Ononwayea and
Buffalo Creek, for them, the said United States of America, to
have and to hold the same, in true and absolute propriety,
forever.

And if the
Mohawks shall, within six months, declare their assent to the
same, they shall be considered as included.

FT. STANWIX
TREATY WITH THE SIX NATIONS,

1784
Articles concluded at Fort Stanwix, on the twenty-second day of
October, one thousand seven hundred and eighty-four, between
Oliver Wolcott, Richard Butler, and Arthur Lee, Commissioners
Plenipotentiary from the United States, in Congress assembled,
on the one Part, and the Sachems and Warriors of the Sip nations,
on the other.

The United States of America give peace to the Senecas,
Mohawks, Onondagas and Cayugas, and receive them into
their protection upon the following conditions:

ARTICLE I.
Six hostages shall be immediately delivered to the commis-

sioners by the said nations, to remain in possession of the
United States, till all the prisoners, white and black, which
were taken by the said Senecas, Mohawks, Onondagas and
Cayugas, or by any of them, in the late war* from among the
people of the United States, shall be delivered up.

ARTICLE II.

The Oneida and Tuscarora nations shall be secured in the
possession of the lands on which they are settled.

ARTICLE III.

A line shall be drawn, beginning at the mouth of a creek
about four miles east of Niagara, called Oyonwayea, or
Johnston's Landing-Place, upon the lake named by the Indians
Oswego, and by us Ontario; from thence southerly in a direc-
tion always four miles east of the carrying-path, between Lake
Erie and Ontario, to the mouth of Tehoseroron or Buff aloe
Creek on Lake Erie; thence south to the north boundary of the
state of Pennsylvania; thence west to the end of the said
north boundary; thence south along the west boundary of the
said state, to the river Ohio;- the said line from the mouth of the
Oyonwayea to the Ohio, shall be the western boundary of the
lands of the Six Nations, so that the Six Nations shall and do
yield to the United States, all claims to the country west of the
said boundary, and then they shall be secured in the peaceful
possession of the land they inhabit east and north of the same,
reserving only six miles square round the fort of Oswego, to
the United States, for the support of the same.
