Information

simpler terms characterize the new "plain language" service
bill that Niagara Mohawk customers will start receiving in the
mail Wednesday, the company announced today. .-.•;

"Our experience has shown us that some of oar customers
have had difficulty understanding their bill because of the
technical terms we've used and because of the way we've
presented the information," said Dave Werner', Niagara
Mohawk's local Manager. "Many of our customers wouli also
like to have information to help them manage their lse, of;;
energy." . •;. " :••'-••. ';-•".- .

He said the utility's service bill is the most consistent c( ntact
Niagara Mohawk has with its customers and "undoubted!y our
most valuable way of communicating with our custom* rs so
we want to make it as easy to understand as possible." ; :!,'•
Werner, described three major features of thb new service

bill: . ' . ' " '"/- r'-;.:••;•••
* The way the information is arranged has been simplified and
made more logical so it is easier to read and understand. \
' The language is simpler, and where terms riot likely to be
familiar to most customers are used, definitions are included.
' New information will help customers manage their use of
energy and understand how their charges are calculated.
"This is definitely a pro-consumer service bill," .said Werner.
It will be personalized to give each customer more informa-

tion about his electricity consumption sp he will be able to
make better decisions about energy use." - •

He pointed out, though, that the new service bill represents
a change, and "change does not always come easily or quickly."
He predicted that many customers will need time to adjust to
the new design. * • •"••''• : : . ,

Because it provides more information and is different/you
can't simply look at the new bill and understand it all at once,"
Werner said. "You do have to spend a little time with it."

To help its customers with the change, Niagara Mohawk is
including a folder the first time each customer receives the
new bill. In a step-by-step fashion, it explains the Various
features and sections of the new design. . ;

"We are also reaching out to our customers by sending inform
•national materials to a number of human service agencies: in
each county of our service territory," Werner, said, "and of
course, we are taking steps to insure that all of our employees,
particularly those who deal directly with customers — are ful-
ly informed about the new bill and can answer questions
a b o u t i t ." , ' : • • • - - • • '-.'•:

Features of the new service bill include a billing summary
that gives a quick review of how much is owed, the last total
bill, payment received and thus the total amount due for the
current period. . ' .

The last section of the page will be used for messages on
Niagara Mohawk's various payment and customer service pro-
grams," Werner said. "For example, customers on the budget
payment plan will get a listing of budget payments made, ac-
tual charges and the balance to date." ••': y I

The second page — an expansion from the current, one-page
bill — starts off with the date of the next meter reading and is
followed in separate sections for electric arid gas service with a
line-byline calculation of how service charges are figured, in-
cluding unit pricing. . ; •:•':.'•'•'.•'. '•'-'•

"Unit pricing is necessary if consumers are to understand.
utilitv charges and usage levels," Werner said, arid he pointed
out that all unit figures include taxes. .!• '

Bar charts show how much electricity and gas was used by
the customer over the previous 13 months, as Well, as the
average temperature during the current and year'ago billing
periods. • • ' . ' ; • ' ' -"•;•. ; :

On the back of each page are explanations of terms used for
charges, energy measurements and special services.

'Studies have shown that customers like to have definitions
of terms on the utility-bill," said Werner. "They likeplain
language." • . . ' .'•".••

The new bill has an entirely different look than the cui'rent
version, he said. In addition to expanding from one to two
pages, the colors have been changed from blue & black on
white paper to orange and black on a grey printed paper.'
