Tribal Claims Unfair/Anti-
Treaty Group Says

WAUSAU WJS. (AP) - Critics of rulings in favor of Indians
under old treaties agreed Sunday to work against what they
say is discrimination stemming from tribal claims to land and
natural resources.

"Conservation and management of North American natural
resources represent a solemn trust that must be managed in
the equal interest of all citizens," the groups from several
states and Canada said in a unanimous resolution. ,

About 500 people attended a two-day convention sponsored
by Wisconsin-based Protect Americans' Rights &, Resources,
which says Congress should rewrite or abrogate the Indian
treaties.

Delegates said gambling, hunting, fishing and commercial
claims by Indians based on old treaties affect as many as 40
states. The convention called for a campaign to promote,"a fair
and equitable resolution to the problems of Native American
claims."

PARR was organized after the 7th U.S. Circuit Court of Ap-
peals upheld in 1983 an argument by six Chippewa tribes that
two treaties signed in the 1800s allow them off-reservation
rights to hunt, fish, trap and harvest wild grain in northern
Wisconsin. . , ;

PARR members say the ruling discriminates against non-
members.

About 20 people picketed the convention site Saturday in
support of the Chippewa.

Convention speakers said inequities have developed under
federal Indian policies and court interpretations of treaties.

Fairalee Markusen of Blaine, Wash., said her husband had
been a fisherman all his life, but commercial fishing on
Washington's Puget Sound "is almost a business of the past"

. for non-Indians because of court rulings saying treaties
granted Indians certain fishing rights.

William Tripp, who said he is one of many non-Indians living
on the Flathead Indian Reservation in Montana, said courts
and Indians cannot be blamed for the trouble.

"We don't have a problem with the Indians, but with federal
Indian policy," he said. -

About 20,000 people live on the Flathead reservation, but on-
ly 17 percent are Indian, Tripp said. Yet everyone is regulated
by tribal government, he said.

"We are being disenfranchised," Tripp said. "We object to 17
percent of the people telling 83 percent of the people what
they can do."

He criticized the Reagan administration for dealing with
tribes "ona government-to-government basis."

•Prippra"member of a group called All Citizens Equal, called
for formation of a presidential, commission to study treaty
rights concerns.

PARR executive director Larry Greschner said the group
plans a 1988 convention.

Spokesmen said states represented at the meeting included
Wisconsin, Alaska, Virginia, Michigan, Washington, New York,
Minnesota, Nebraska, New Mexico, Iowa, Montana, North
Dakotai South Dakota and Wyoming. :
