The Freedom School is now taking registration of students
who wish to attend for the 87-88 school year. The Freedom
School has grades from Pre-K to 7th Grade. We are presently
taking applications for registration. The deadline for registra-
tion is June 15,1987, but please register as soon as possible.

The Akwesasne Freedom School is a total Mohawk Immer-
sion Program. The grade seven students have English instruc-
tion for the last six months in order to prepare them for the
transition to regular public schools at Salmon River, Massena,
or Cornwall:

in the Mohawk Immersion Program, all the skills found in
outside schools are taught in the subjects of math, science,
social studies, and language arts. This year we would especial-
ly emphasize registration of the Pre-K to First Grade. At this
young and tender ^ge these children really catch on and learn
quickly.

The Politics of Pollution
Control Over The Environment As An Issue of

Self Government ....''
Who has the responsibility to enforce Canada's regulations ,

which control pollution? That is'a question Band Councils have
faced in Ontario over the last twenty years and we still don't
have an answer.

In the case of Grassy Narrows Mercury Pollution, St. Regis
Fluroide Pollution, Shawanaga Protection of the River, Serpent
River Rehabilitation of the Cutler Acid site and Michipicoten
Air Pollution, the Federal and Provincial legislation has not
assisted the Bands in remedial action. The Bands had to docu-
ment, suggest solutions, lobby the political people in these
governments and even go to the courts for solutions.

The jurisdictional disputes are very prominent in all these
cases. The Provincial government has the responsibility in On-
tario to monitor the air, water and land use for situations of
pollution and bring actions to court on behalf of the citizens of
Ontario. The Anishinabek are not included as citizens of On-
tario and it has been left to the Federal government to monitor
federal land and water on behalf of status Indians.

But usually the pollution originates from off the reserve and
comes from private sector industry. These industries rely on
the confusing jurisdictional regulations and monitoring pro-
cedures and the lack of resources available to Band Councils in
order to get away with not paying for the effects of pollution,.

When the Province does consider control orders on
polluters, they also consider the politics of the economy: jobs,
tax revenue and political contributions from the companies.in-
volved. • ' • ' . - .

When the Federal government considers intervention, they
site the provincial responsibility for policing the environment
and emphasize their role as advisors to the Band Councils.
The Band Councils on the other hand do not have the federal
or provincial legislative power to enforce Band bylaws, to con-
trol polluton sources from off reserve: It is then left to the
Band Council to negotiate directly with the company or con-
sider court action in Canada's Courts.

This work by Band Councils is expected to be done by the
Federal government with a bare minimum of DIAND funding
resources, no access to biologists, environmental experts
and/or lawyers. In some cases the funds are denied for legal
services under DIAND guidelines.

In 1987/88, DIAND is threatening to cancel the Resource
Development Impact (and pollution) intervention program and
cut off funds to the Bands. DIAND has never funded the UOl
Environment program and expect UOI staff to do all the in-
tervention developmental work with the Band Councils
without funds.

The bottom line is that Band Councils as Indian govern-
ments, will have to fight these issues by hringing action against
the polluting industries. We must have Band staff who are go-
ing to organize these interventions and fund raise to carry oil
the fight. HOI Environment program will assist with names of
volunteers, examples of past interventions and help facilitate,
workshops for organizing Band initiatives.

If Band Councils wait for an environmental crisis, the
political technical and staffing problems will be huge. Any op-.
portunjtv for. a Band Council to be involved in general eiv
vironiriental issues at this time can be treated as preparation
for the future crisis that will befall many Anishinabek com-
munities.

Government Control

The two dozen Alberta and Saskatchewan chiefs, who met
here at the Bame time the first Ministers' Conference on
aboriginal rights was collapsing ifn Ottawa, say they are re-
establishing our traditional government." . •

The move is designed to show Ottawa that Indian "sovereign-
ty" has not surrendered when the treaty was signed in 1876,

Charging the federal government "violated" the terms of the
treaty when it passed legislation Such as the Indian Act U>
crush the powers of the band chief? and councils, the rebel
chiefs said: "Our treaty is an international treaty protected by
international law." j i . ;

Since it's a treaty between nations rather than • domestic ar-
rangement that could be altered at government whim, laws
passed by Ottawa since it was signed are *!n direct violation of
our Indian government recognizodi at the time of the treaty."

Noting they have "the capabilities to ensure that the interna-
tional nature of the treaty is recognized and respected outside
of Canada," the chiefs, a Prairie splinter group who claim ex-
isting national and regional native associations do not repre^
sent their interests, charge government wildlife, fishing and
hunting regulations do not apply to Treaty Six people — and
will be "resisted.-" :

Claiming to represent a large percentage of Treaty Six In-
dians, the chiefs, in a statement, said: "Wethecbiefs claim the
right to manage, use, and control pur fish and Wildlife. Our
laws are applicable as recognized by the treaty.

"At the time of the treaty we never gave away the animals,
the birds, Snd the fish to non-Indians. They have nb right to
charge our people with these violations -(of government regula-
tions)-/ •'••• . ':.-• ••'• • . '"•'. : -: . . . . " : V ; ''. •

'We will, in the future, resist any incursions into our treaty
rights" and "we do not recognize the non-Ind»an courts in
these areas." '.-'"••:• ;• :

And its not only fish and wildlife the chiefs claim for their
people.

"We agreed to share six inches of top soil with the non-
Indians," the chiefs said of the treaty. But the government "has
wrongly assumed that the renewable and non-renewable
resources belong to them."

The chiefs, including those from the Kehewtn, Saddle Lake,
Beaver Lake, Cold Lake, Frog Lake, and Goodfish Lake bands
in Alberta, said: "We continue to believe that these resources
belong to us — as guaranteed by the treaty."

Because white governments have, since the treaty, "roded,
our land base/' the chiefs said they need "an expanded reserve
land base to accommodate our expanding population."

Although the chiefs are taking over Indian self-government
rather than wait for the politicians or'courts to decide, they
wouldn't spell out exactly what they plan to do to-keep it.

However, they said "the Treaty Six chiefs-and their people
have a number of internal and external goals that will be
undertaking in the next few months tocarry out the spirit and
intent of the treatv."
