Toxic Substances Threaten
Great Lakes

Last Summer Lake Michigan anglers caught lake trout and
salmon they didn't dare eat. The Great Lakes states also advis-
ed pregnant women to eliminate several species of Great Lakes
fish from their diets.

The reason: toxics. More than 400 toxic substance, including
pesticides and polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs), are poisoning
the Great Lakes.

Great Lakes cities and industries continue to use the lakes as
giant toxic waste dumps even though an international agree-
ment exists to stop the discharge of toxics into the lakes.

This pact, the Great Lakes Water Quality Agreement, was
signed by Representatives of the United States and Canada in
1978. Amo|ig other things, it calls for the "virtual elimination"
of discharges of persistent toxic sustances into the Great
Lakes. These toxic substances, such as some pesticides and
heavy metiils, do not break down in the environment.

"Unfortunately,"the Environment Protection Agency (EPA.)
and the Great Lakes states have, in general, a poor record of
implementing these principles and other important provisions
of the A'gr<

jks Committee's Subcommittee on Investigations

sement," Mark Van Putten told a House panel on
March 3.

Van Putten, Director of the Federation's Great Lakes Natural
Resources I
Public Wo
and Oversight. This subcommittee called the hearing to find
out how well the United States has met its obligations under
the Agreement to control toxics pollution in the Great Lakes.

Van Putten told the subcommittee that EPA should use the
Agreement to strengthen stale standards governing water
quality and toxics. .

"EPA must require water quality standards for the Great!
Lakes to bci based on a rigorous analysis ot the human health
impacts of "consuming contaminated sport fish," Van Putten
said. ! ' ' ' •

Many topics accumulate in Great Lak,es fish where they
reach concjpntrations thousands ol times higher than in sur-
rounding waters.

An angler who puts lake trout tainted with poisons on the
family dinner table risks the family's good health. For example,
researchers suspect PCBs contribute lo liver damage and
cancer .in people, and lo developmental problems and learning
difficulties .in children. ' .

Van Pulton also told subcommittee-that EPA should use the
Agreement to require the eight states bordering the Great
Lakes to issue waslewater discharge permits with stiffer
restrictions on pesticides, .organic chemicals, and. other'toxic..
pollutants. .: '
