Membership Code of the
Territory of Akwesasne

INHERENT RIGHT
1. This Code is enacted pursuant to the inherent right of the
Mohawk Community in Akwesasne to determine its own
membership. : '
PURPOSE
2. The purpose of this Code is to: : .
(a) Preserve the cultural and political integrity of the Mohawk
Territory in Akwesasne; ;
(b) Preserve the sovereignty of the Mohawk Territory of
Akwesasne through the exercise of the Community's inherent
rights;
(c) Provide the basis for the exercise of the rights and obliga-
tions of the members of Akwesasne over which the Mohawk
Council of Akwesasne has jurisdiction.
DEFINITIONS
3. In this Code: : ,
"ADOPTED CHILD" means a child of native ancestry adopted
by the traditional laws and customs of the Mohawk Territory
in Akwesasne or by the laws of the province or other governs
ments. ,
"DEPENDENT CHILD" means a person of native ancestry
under the age of 18 years, or is over the age of 18 who as a
result of mental or physical disability is unable to care for
himself. ,
"COUNCIL OF ELDERS" means the Board who has the authori-
ty to hear appeals from decisions made by the Membership
Board.
COMPOSITION OP THE AKWESASNE COUNCIL OF
ELDERS ;
The Akwesasne Council of Elders shall be composed of three
Elders of the community of Akwesasne. Selection shall be bas-
ed on the past and present degree of involvement in the com-
munity.
COMPOSITION OF THE AKWESASNE MEMBERSHIP
BOARD
The Akwesasne Membership Board shall be composed of
seven (7) community-elected people, namely six members and
one chairperson. Two members from each district of Snye, St.
Regis, and Cornwall Island will be elected by that respective
district; the Chairperson shall be elected by all three districts.
The Chairperson and one member of each district shall serve a
term of four years; the remaining three members shall serve a
term of two vears. ;
"SPOUSE" inc ludes:
(a) a person considered to be a spouse according to the tradi-
tional laws of the Mohawk Community of Akwesasne.
(b) a person nu rried under the laws of the province or other
government; . :
(c) a person in a common-law relationship with a member. ;

PART ONE: MEMBERSHIP
QUALIFICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP
1. A person is a member of the Mohawk Community of
Akwesasne if that person: -
(a) Was on the Membership Rolls on the date of enactment of
this Code, or is entitled to be on the rolls; .
(b) Is a child of two members of the Mohawk Nation in
Akwesasne, or is the "Adopted Child" of two members of the
Mohawk Nation of Akwesasne;
(c) Has been granted Membership according to the provisions
of Part Two of this Code.
RIGHTS OF MEMBERS OF AKWESASNE
5. Rights and benefits to which mqmbers are entitled include:
(a) Residency
(b) jtand ownership
(c) Housing . .
(d) Political privileges: voting, holding office
(e) Territorial education ...•!.
(f) Territorial social assistance ' . .
(g) Treaty and aboriginal rights particular to the Mohawks of
Akwesasne ; ,
(h) Burial Rights
(i) Right lu share in annuities, royalties or.other revenue and
capital pavments paid-to members.
LOSS OF MEMBERSHIP RIGHTS
6. A person ceases to be a member of the Mohawk Community
in Akwesasne wlien that person: . . :
(a) Renounces his or her membership
(b) Becomes a member of another -First Nation .
(c) Became a member through marriage prior to April 17,
15J85, and the marriage has been terminated
(dj Is found by the Membership Board to have seriously
breached community standards of conduct; or being a consis-
tent disruptive force in the community ~
(e) Is found by the Membership Board to have been included

I on the Akwesasne Membership Rolls under fraudulent or er-
roneous conditions . ! . • " ' . '
<f) Notwithstanding subsection-6(b) of this Code, a Member of
ihe^communily in Akwesasne may also be enrolled on the St.
Regis Mohawk Tribal Rolls. f
7. In exercising its power under subsection 6(d) of this Code
the Akwesasne Membership Board must grant the member a
full hearing and consider submissions presented by other -
members of the Akwesasne Community.

Soviet Ophthalmologists Send
i/Iessage to President Reagan

(Novosti Press Agency Report)
MIOSCOW—A message from Soviet Ophthalmologists ad-

drnssed to U.S. President Reagan was handed over to the U.S.
Eulbassv on April 28. It was presented to Embassy First
Set relarv Shaun Byrnes by Professor Eduard Avetisov, Chair-
ma i of the All-Union Scientific Society of Ophthalmologists,
U.i .S.R.

I resenting the message, Eduard Avetisov said that it deals
with an extremely urgent matter. He said that a leader! of the
American Indians, Leonard Peltier, who is serving two life
terms in Leavenworth Prison, Kansas, is losing his eyesight
because he is being denied appropriate medical aid. j

"We have to appeal to the President because our previous
calls on the American authorities to treat Leonard Peltier
humanely have not been heeded either by the U.S. Congress or
by Chief of the Bureau of Prisons," said Professor Avetisov, "If
Mr. Peltier is not given urgent consultation and aid, he may go
blind in the other eye." i

"We have decided to appeal to the President because Mr.
Reagan speaks a lot about American citizens' rights and
freedoms and because we hope that Leonard Peltier/a U.S.
citizen, will also be given an opportunity to enjoy theserights
and receive the necessary treatment at last," Professor
Avetisov went on. j i

On their party, Soviet Ophthalmologists are ready to give
Leonard Peltier skilled aid wherever it be feasible, said
Avetisov. "American Ophthalmologists, who are highly profes-
sional specialists, many of whom we know, could join us in

ing Mr. Peliter's eyesight. I think this is our common profes-
lal duty," said Professor Avetisov. l

. S. Byrnes assured the Soviet Ophthalmologists that theif

period of five (5) years before acquiring full membership.

has been refused may appeal the decision to the Council of

17. After ascertaining that the appeal/protest is not frivolous,
the Council of Elders will render a decision within sixty (60)
days of the date an appeal/protest is made,
18. The decision rendered by the Council of Elders is final.
19. Probationary Membership may be terminated by the
Akwesasne Membership Board if it determines that the person
has breached community standards of conduct or has been a
disruptive force in the community.
20. In exercising its' powers under Section 19 of this Code, the
Akwesasne Membership Board must grant the Probationary
Member a full hearing and consider submissions from other
members of the community. The decision of the Board: may be
appealed according to the procedures set out in sections 15,
17, 18 ofi thisi Code.-.
21. A person who has successfully completed the five (5) year
