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Census Bureau Seeks Tribal
Liaisons for Key Roles in
Promoting 1990 Census

American Indian tribal governments on more than 300
reservations are being asked to appoint a liaison to work
directly with the U.S. Census §$n*eau in preparing for the 1990
census.

John G. Keane, Census Bureau Director, recently sent letters
to 322 reservations asking that each assign a member:of the
tribe to serve as the primary contact with the Census Bureau
on 1990 census matters. The Tribal Liaison Program, as the ef-
fort is called, is part of the Census Bureau's goal of ensuring
the most accurate count of American Indian and Alaska Native
populations,

The directors of the Bureaus 12 regional offices will visit
reservations within their areas as a follovvup to the cor-
respondence. Tribal liaisons will receive training on. why, how,
and when the census is taken, and bow American Indian and
Alaska Native communities can use; census data.

The Tribal Liaison Program is expected to run through
September 1990, covering the planning aiid enumeration
phases of the census. .Ideally, the tribal liaison would-'.serve
throughout ihe period; otherwise, tribes will he asked to name
.replacements promptlv lo maintain an effective? working rela-
tionship.

An American Indian and Alaska Native Advisory Committee
to the Census Bureau, a nine-member -group, endorses the
Tribal Liaison Program. Ms. Lorinlha J. Warwick, of', the.
Yakima Nalion, chairs Ihe committee. ,

Tribal governments are* asked lo submit tlw name of their
liaison to the Census Bureau regional director in lbe>ir area.
Tom Kauk'y, of the Kiowa Tribe, is in charge of the program at
Census -Bureau offices in Suit hind, MD.
May 1987. .

If you are hav ing trouble getting credit, ads that promise-to
fix your credit history may sound like the perfect answer to
your problems. But before you. pay a credit-repair-.clink: .lo
"Fix"-your credit record, learn, what the law says and ewnsider
saving vour monev bv making some* phone calls yourself.

Under Ihe Fair Credil Reporting Act, you have the right to
learn what vour file says. II you have hewn denied credit based
on a report from a credil bureau, Ihe creditor must provide;
you with the name and address of thevcredit bureau then' con-
laeled. If von contract that bureau within 30clays lo It'aru
what is in vour file1, there is no ("barge; for Ibis se'rxie-e;.

If you simply wish lo learn what is in "your'Credit file, ("hock
Ihe; Vellow Pages under Ciedil Bureaus'or Credit Reporting
Age'iicies. II several are listed, call lo find the; one that keeps
your file. Credil bureaus may charge lo give; you file; informa-
tion. Them1 fees usually range from $5 lo $15.

After you re;vie;\v vour credit record, emit act vour creel i.l .
bureau if vein fine! anv inaccurate information in your file;. Bv
law, a credil bureau must investigate anel remove;-any,items
lhal cannot be double-cheeked. ' .

ihc credit bureau lo remove; it — unless il is ertitelnteul. If vim
have1 hewn late1 paving vour bills during ihe; la-si 7 vears, ihe; law
permits Ihe; credit bureau to le;ll credilors about vour hislorv
ut late pavments. Bankrupted iiiav be reported for 10 vears.
Thai is Ihe law. If anyone lells you that I[ie;y e-an remove;
negative but accurate1 items from your file, lbe;y are making
promises lhal llie'v cannot keep.

II you are; having problems paying your bills and ne;e;e( he;lp,
you have".several options. You can coiilacl (hi; companies you
owe money and work mil an adjusted repayment .plan
yoursedf, or vou can check vour te;l(;phone; directory-for non-
I'.nl'it financial counseling programs logol heilp. SOUK; unive»r-
siiies, local county, extension agents, military .bases, ciedil
unions, housing authorities, anel banks ope;rale such programs
and charge lillle, if anything, for their assistance.

Vou also max want lo contact a Consumer Credit Counseling
Service (CCCS), a non-profit organization with more-than 200 '
offices located in J4 stale's. CCCS counselors Will try to arrange;
a repayment plan that is acceptable lo you ajul your e.re;elilors,
and they also will help vou sel up a realistic budget. To find an

Big Native Revival Set
M0RLEY - North America's largest Native spiritual gathering
has been revived here after * three-year ab«ence.

. the Indian Ecumenical Conference, a week-long Indian
spiritual ceremony which attracts thousands from across the
continent, will be held July 27-30.

Cancelled three years ago when the annual event appeared
to be losing some spiritual significance, a committee of con-
cerned elders and native theologians said it should be started
again due to the growth of Native spirituality - and the need
for communication between Natives and organized religion.

It's also designed to show Native youth the value of Native
heritage and spiritual roots. :

Elders from across Canada and the United States are ex-
pected to attend the ecumenicalconferencewhich begins'with''
the lighting of a sacred fire. T

The sacred fire is kept alive during the conference and is
likened to Mother Earth -*• giving warmth, %ht, and according
to tradition, was used to cook for a family.

The sacred fire is to give light and guidance.
It is started by a Navajo medicine man, Tommy Nez, under

closed arbour of poplar and wiljow trees - where spiritual
guidance begins. "̂ ^

Elders use the informal setting to speak to audiences, offer
guidance, advice, tell legends, and interpret dreams.

The first conference! was held at Crow, Montana, in 1969,
movmg to its current Morley home the next year

Albert Lightening, a Cree" elder, also conducts one or two
ceremonies during the week with a feast following each
ceremony. , : . .
