Lyndhurst. New Jersey, today announced a voluntary repair
program involving its "Walkie" baby walker. The' VValkie
models involved were produced between March 1985 and
June 1986. .--•':'•• V : • \ ' :':

Ihe VValkie walkers contain a plastic height adjustment
mechanism for the seat which, allowed it to be raised and
lowered. In at least five instances, the plastic height adjust-
ment mechanism has fractured, collapsing the walker and
allowing the infant in the walker to fall to the ground. The
Commission is aware of one minor injury to an infant using
the walker. Perego Products has corrected the problem and
the VValkie models currently being distributed are not af-
fected. •' ' '•-.- ••;•': .•••••• ••"• ''.'."

The Commission believes tnat in excess of 40,000 walkers
may be affected. The walkers sold for approximately $30.00 in
retail stores nationwide and can be identified by the type of
plastic height adjustment machanisin used. In addition, on
units subject to repair, the number 997 appears on the inside
plastic handle of the height adjustment mechanism.

Perego Products will provide free to owners a repair kit
which will prevent the collapse of the seat. Owners of affected
models can obtain the free repair kit by calling toll-free
1-800-553-5000, or sending their name, address and telephone
number to Perego Products, Inc., 280 j Lofty Drive, Ft Wayne,

Kiowas Issue Official
License Plates

CARNEGIE, OK (IPN) — The Kiowas, on May 11. became
the second Oklahoma Indian tribe to issue its own
license plates.

The tribe is following the lead of the Sic and Fox In-
dian Tribe, which went to court in 198' to assert lli<>
legality of Sac and Fox license plates, said tribal officials.

The tribal tags cost less than a comparable state lag,
making them an advantage, said Ted Lonewolf, director
of the Kiowa tribe'4 tax commission. A Kiowa tag for a
luxury care would cost about 75 percent loss than a stale
tag for the same kind of car, he said. The Kiowa license;
tags cost a maximum of $185, said Lonewolf.

In order to qualify for the Kiowa license ilates, a buyer
must live on Kiowa trust lands and the vt hide must IK;
"garaged" there.

State tax officials said that buyers and sellers of cars
with the tags might have to pay the stale back taxes if
they Iry lo transfer the title of the car.
