Machine Guns? Automatic
Pistols? Grenades?

The State Police in Alexandria Bay, N.Y. got an unplea-
sant surprise over the weekend when they stopped to
help what appeared to be a broken down van on the
highway there. When the trooper stopped his patrol car
he saw what looked to be a small terrorist group loaded
with weapons as if off to assassinate some leader or over,
throw some government.

The trooper was no fool, he called.for assistance. When
his back-up arrived they discovered this assault group
had in their possession semiautomatic weapons and
automatic pistols with enough ammunition to start a
revolution. One of these brave guerillas also had a
grenade. Maybe he heard about the mosquitos here at
Akwesasne? Or is it these men are on a Rambo style mis-
sion to protect their smokes f̂ rom the hostile natives?
Who were their bullets intended for?

What is going on around us that the cigarette dealers
feel so.threatened they have to carry these weapons of
blood, pain and destruction? Who are they planning to
kill? Why, if they argue so strongly about our "Indian"
tax exemption rights, have their own lawyer and are
now suing the state, are they driving around with these
heavily armed gangs? Why are some of these 'tobacco
terrorists' employing hired guns from Niagara Falls
where organized crime has a strong presence?

Were the bullets and the grenade meant for our peo-
ple? What is it that makes these dealers so afraid that
they are willing to risk the lives of fellow Mohawks? We
know for a fact that the cigarette deliveries are made
every Tuesday and Thursday, like clockwork. Given this
incident we can now reasonably suppose that ihe
Mercedes trucks coming here from the Attea Company
in Buffalo also has weapons on board.

Now suppose the St. Regis Mohawk Tribal Council, the
Mohawk Council of Akwesasne or the Mohawk Nation
Council decides to regulate cigarette sales in the name of
the people. Let's say that they, together, finally act as a
government. What will happen if our leaders decide to
stop a.truck to make sure it contents are legal? Who will
risk getting shot by these hired hit men? Is it too far fet.
ched to suppose that the dealers have already prepared
themselves for this? Where do their weapons come
from? Does Attea also supply them with machine guns
and pistols at wholesale prices?

Most of our people are honest, hardworking and
peaceful. They want a good life for their, families and to
make sure they are provided for. They are not crooks as
the non-Indian press would have us believe. There are
those non-natives however who are promising some of
bur people easy money if they would simply trade their
Indian rights for a few cartons of cigarettes. To a few this
is too easy to resist. This temptation is made easier
because our Indian governments are prevented from
banding together to regulate this activity because the
dealers have effectively crippled the Tribal Council from
passing rules that would control economic development
here.

We have said this time and time again that this
cigarette, gambling; smuggling business is the greatest
threat to our rights for the simple reason that our own
people are abusing our status as Indians. The only way to
combat this is through peaceful negotiations with the
Tri-Council. Which is, of course, why the so-called
"businessmen" are so afraid of the three councils
uniting. Which is why they carry machine guns, pistols
and grenades. They will protect their cigarettes even if
people might be killed. **

A good comparison with what is happening here is
What occurred in Las Vegas, Nevada when gambling first
appeared there. Bodies were found in the desert. Ivs that
what will happen to those who oppose the gambling, the
smuggling? Why does the operator of a newly opened
slot machine business feel he has to have six armed
guards there? Why does the owner of a truck stop have ;i
security force that carries sidearms? Is the money they
make worth so much they are willing to take a human
life? Will the first one shot bean Indian? When will this
craziness stop? Will the candidates for the Tribal Council
address this issue?

Our Environment

At the conclusion of last week's article on pur Environ-
ment, it was mentioned that some procedures would be
explained for setting up a comprehensive plan for
Akwesasne's growth. What is a comprehensive plan?

The comprehensive plan serves as the following: - '
(1) A document that would serve as the legal base for a
variety of land-use controls.
(2) A statement of community goals and objectives to be
accomplished by statements of policy.
(3) A guide tp decision-making, including operating and
capital budgets of present programs and future pro-
grams, economic development measures, and steps
necessary to direct community growth and change.
(4) A direction to provide official bases for predicting
and guiding the outcome of a neighborhood/communi-
ty- • . • • ' • . • • . . • , " ••
(5) Acknowledgement of the existence of uncertainty
and the fact that policies are not necessarily the final
solutions to pur growth. ' • • • > . '
(6) Help to keep big ideas in perspective, to prevent irra-
tional decisions from ruining the community's options
for a better future, and to direct the community's limited
capital from year to year. ,

For the people to develop a plan; i.e., to have an equal
voice in the affairs of our community there must be an
equalization of representation. The type of representa-
tion that the Mohawk Council (districts) or the
Longhouse (clans) use is ideal for voicing your concerns.
The Tribal Council does not really have full citizen par-
ticipation; "the monthly meetings are dominated by
whatever group can yell the loudest." This type of citizen
participation precludes a total consensus of community
opinion because the same members of our community
can be found at the Tribal meetings over and over again,
while the majority of our community citizens does not
attend these meetings to make their opinions, ideals,
hopes and desires known.

The community could be divided into districts as
legislator's district states for the choice of representation
(or the community could use the clan system, which
represent families). Each district Would choose represen-
tatives according to population, who would voice the -
districts position on particular issues that affect the com-
munity. By doing so, the voice of the people would be
equally distributed, alleviating the problem of swayed
votes at monthly meetings.

An example of districts is illustrated:

The creation of districts will allow the shared establish-
ment of a plan that will benefit each neighborhood and
the entire community. This organizational set-up would
allow the planning process to become directly tied with
elected officials, thereby controlling the government in-
stead of having the government controlling the people.
However, this can occur only if the critically needed
decision making functions of the people are forthcom-
ing.

Akwesasne should carefully consider its present direc
tion of growth. It's obvious that the bulk of society has
screwed itself in many ways. If Akwesasne is not careful,
this community will end up just like any other
materialistic community. There is much that the people
of Akwesasne can do without intervention from the out-
side. Our treaty rights secured by our grandfathers pro-
vided this opportunity and we must exercise those rights
without harming our childrens rights for a good future.

This community needs fresh, innovative, alternative
ideas to boost our economy over a long range; to supply .
continuing jobs; to educate our young and old; to secure
our language, culture, and what is left of our native
customs. For example, future buildings could be built to
accommodate solar technologies which are aesthetically
appealing and sound. The people should and must sup-
port agricultural projects within our territories and pro-
vide a marketing system for the produce.

Without citizen participation this community is going
nowhere fast. Think about it. Things change, but we still
can try to guarantee our children those same pleasures
and additional ones that our grandfathers planned for us
if we form a plan for our future growth.

Guidelines for Parents
Now that the warmer months are upon us, drug and alcohol

abuse by our youth will" be on the rise as well.
'Drug and alcohol use particularly when it involves a family
member is a very emotionally loaded issue. Many parent B are
it a loss as to how to handle the problem within our comrnuni-
y. Following are guidelines which were prepared by trained
jrofessionals working with young people to provide parents
ivith some basic ideas for use in beginning to deal with this
oaded issue. • V
1. Become informed and make your position about drug and
ilcohol use clear to your son/daughter They need to know
where you stand on the issue,
3. With children in the primary grades (K-3) you can talk about
general attitudes. Instruct them about usage of medicines and
Vitamins. Advertisements promote the usage of substances,
help them interpret mixed messages they may be receiving.
3. With youth beyond grade 3, you can rely on current events
:o spring board your discussions. Rarely a day passes without
some alcohol or drug related; incident is reported. These
jvents can give you and your child the opportunity to talk Use -
the time and have on-going discussions.
1. As parents try to reach an agreement With each other over
handling the issue of drug and alcohol use so that there is con
listency and mutual support in your communications.
%. When you suspect drug use, avoid unproductive accusa-
tions. Those often result only in denial on the childs part. Sit
down and discuss calmly any suspicions you have on their,
drug use. Talk with them about your personal concern for
jhem as well as the wrong doing on a rational level'. Overly
emotional outbursts frequently result in cutting off parent
child communication. . ' ;
6. If you see evidence of drug or alcohol use on your child's
part or evidence of drug paraphernalia, make clear to them
your position on drug use and the consequences which you
kre prepared To enact if they continue their use. Make sure
you are prepared to follow through with the consequences
you set. (i.e. If you say to your child that he/she may not use
the car for a month, be sure to follow it through). Empty
threats are meaningless. "• : .
7. Try to maintain good communication with your children's
teachers. Let them know you are interested in your child's
progress in school. Make your child aware of this so they
realize that there exists a parent-teacher coalition and their
performance and behavior jn school win be relayed to the

8. Avoid labelling the children or name calling. Remember you
are not dealing with your childs character but with their
behavior (i.e. drug use).
