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Peace Run Begins
The I Sri Chinmby Oneness-Home Peace Run, history's

longest relay run, is now under way with local runners
carrying the Peace Torch as it makes its way across the

• 50 states in the U.S. leg of a 27,000 mile journey for peace
on six continents.

The Peace Run kicked off on April 27 in New York City
when the Peace Torch arrived from its lighting at the
Statue of Liberty, followed by a gala opening ceremony
at the World Trade Center, covered live by NBC's Today
Show. The Ceremony featured performances by the "Big
Man" Clarence demons and Narada Michael Walden,
and a recording of the Peace Run theme song sung by
pop superstar Whitney Houston. As peace represen-
tatives for Maine, Polly Coffin, Sukanya Csenge and
Subhakara Csenge travelled to New York to participate in
the opening ceremonies.
- Over the next 103 days, some 20,000 volunteer runners
are expected to pass a series of peace torches, hand to

, hand, through a 27,000 mile route that crosses more
than 55 Countries. This is roughly equivalent to
47,520,000 paces and will take about 4,500 hours of total
running.

Along the routes, thousands of local runners, com-
munity leaders, government officials and celebrities will
participate in local ceremonies and relay t n e torch as it
passes through their local cities.

A core team of American runners is carrying the torch
along a continuous 11,000 mile route through each of
the 48 contiguous states, passing through New York,
Atlanta, Dallas, Los Angeles, San Francisco, Seattle,
Chicago and Boston. Emissaries will fly to Alaska and
Hawaii. A Canadian team, will run 5,000 miles from Vic-
toria to Halifax, and then join up with the Americans in
Kittery, Maine, for the final leg to New York.
", At the same time respective national teams will carry
peace torches from the United Kingdom to Italy .(5,000
miles)...from Adelaide to Brisbane in Australia (2,000
miles),..and from Sapporo to Nagasaki in Japan (1,300
miles).

An international running team will relay the torch
along a 3,000 mile route through West Africa. Shorter
riins by local running clubs arc; also being organized in
East Africa, the. Phillippinos, South America, Mexico,
Singapore, Burma, the Middle TLast, .China and
elsewhere.

The global event culminates August. 7, with thousands
of j"unnei\s from different segments of the global route
