Harold has worked at various jobs including one as a
laborer at the Travelling College, researcher for land
claims at the Union of Ontario Indians, assistant director
at the Assembly of First Nations and most recently direc-
tor of First Nations Government at the A.F.N. . "V

Harold is a strong supporter of the fight for the iron-
workers to preserve their income tax exemption rights.
He said that if he is elected chief he will support the
tribal resolution passed* in April of 1987 backing the
Mohawk Nation Council as it battles the Internal
Revenue Service on behalf of Mohawk wbrkers, ;
. With regards to the economic development issue
Tarbell says a business system has to include the com-
munity's input in determining what is right for them.
Any and all rules will be clear cut, with negotiations With
the businesses here a priority, Tarbell remarked.
Mefcrendums will be used on key issues with improved
monthly tribal meetings. Tarbell said he will make it a
point to get out and visit the people to find put what they
want because, as Tarbell says, the tribal meeting as they
arc now "intimidates" some people. . . .:••••:' . '.'•'. •

Tarbell is opposed to any and all federal and state taxes
imposed on Indian land but is not in favor of giving that
right to non-Indians. Bingo benefits must be as promis-
ed, Tarbell said, with the community getting as much
out of them as it can. The Tribe's attempt to renegotiate
the Mohawk Bingo Palace is a good idea according to
Tarbell and the money has already been allocated accor-.
ding to a tribal resolution. ..• ,.'"••

We must get out to the people and after finding out
what they want try to, as tribal chiefs, to balance the in*
terests." Tarbell said. "With regards to slot machines it is
an economic development issue that has to goto the peo-;
j)le in a referendum and I will abide by the results of that,
vote". • ' ; •''• ';'• -:; ; ."

When asked about cigarettes Tarbell is willing to meet
with the retailers if elected, noting that he argued for
representation by the businessmen and an orderly and
licensing process that has been accepted as a policy by
the current chiefs.

Taking note of the alcohol and drug problem, TarbeU
said it was the job of the chief to find the resources to ex-
pand existing programs. Tarbell, who does not use
drugs, smoke or drink, noted that Hilda Smoke, the can-
didate for sub-chief, has definate ideas on this problem,

Tarbell said we need enforcement for a justice system
was well as environmental laws, criminal and civil laws.
He said he fully supports and endorses the work of the
present justice committee. "We need a police force that
lias community support. The people knowvye need
police that are independent," Tarbell said. ;

Tarbell said he has made a committment to;work with
the education committee people here. He said he will
work with others to find money for the students now cut
off because of new Canadian rules. He said he will try to
{iul the Indian Affairs to overturn the. decision.

Tarbell said he will be a full time chief if elected, He
will he passing out campaign material up until election
lime that has his and Ms; Smoke's stance on the issues.

Ms. Smoke pledged to carry on the war on drug and
alcohol abuse that takes place at Akwesasne. She favors
mcater financial support for t ie rehabilitation services
now here and working with ths young!people as a tribal
leader to help them see the good in their lives. v

Smoke said she will support a tribal roferendum on the
issue of gambling here, promising to abide by thej3eo-
pies decision whatever the vote might-'be..She said the~
community needed police protection <md will work oil

Using Voting Machines
When you enter the voting machines, swing the handle

of the curtain lever overhead from the left hand side of
the machine over to the right as far as it will go and leave
it there. This will close the curtain around you and
unlock the machine for voting.

At the left of the voting machine in the first column,
you will find the description of the first board seat and
underneath the names of the candidates running for
that seat. Over each candidate's name is a small lever.
Pull down the lever over the name of the candidate you
wish to vote for. Repeat this same procedure for each
board seat, leaving a lever pulled down over each can-
didate you are voting for. If you pull down the wrong
lever or wish to change your vote before leaving the
machine, push it back in place and pull down the correct
pointer. The machine is set so that you cannot turn
down more than one lever for each office.

The propositions to be voted on and the budget will ap-
pear above the rows used for board positions. To vote on

• propositions, pull down the lever over "YES" or "NO" for
each question.

LEAVE ALL LEVERS DOWN TO CAST YOUR VOTE. On-
ly the levers down will be counted. If you push them
back up, you have NOT voted. THE VOTING MACHINE
WILL PUSH ALL LEVERS BACK UP AND REGISTER YOUR
VOTES AS YOU SWING THE CURTAIN HANDLE TO GO
OUT. No one knows how you have voted when you leave
the machine.

TO VOTE FOR A WRITE—IN CANDIDATE (PERSON NOT
APPEARING ON THE PRE—PRINTED CARDS):

At the very top of the voting machine in each column,
there is a small tab or cover. To write in a person not ap-
pearing on the machine, lift the tab over the column in
which you wish to have this person running and write in
his/her name. Writing in the name constitutes a vote for
that person. Once you have lifted this tab, YOU MUST
WRITE IN A NAME. If you do not write in anything, the
machine counts this as a no vote for that position; it will
nbt allow you to register a vote in that column in rows A
through Z.

LOSS OF MEMBERSHIP RIGHTS
6. A person ceases to be a member of the Mohawk Com-
munity in Akwesasne when that person: ;

1. a) Renounces his/her membership
b) Becomes a member of another First Nation
c) Became a member through marriage prior to April
17/85, and the marriage has been terminated
d) Is found by the Membership Board to have seriously
breached community standards of conduct, or being a
consistent disruptive force in the community
e) Is found by the Membership Board to have been in-
cluded on the Akwesasne Membership Rolls under frail'
dent or erroneous conditions
2. a) Notwithstanding subsection 6.1.b), of this Code, a
Member of the community in Akwesasne may also be
enrolled on the St. Regis Mohawk Tribal Rolls.
b) A member of Akwesasne who applies for membership
to another First Nation may retain his/her membership
with Akwesasne until the application to another First Na-
