Indian Time is printing a letter we received recently

from a reader who is concerned about our integrity in
light of the accusations by outgoing tribal chief Julius
Herne that our story on the loss of education benefits by
Mohawk students residing outside of Canada was not
true and was a clear attempt to undermine his "cam-
paign"- From the letter it seems that some of our readers'
are concerned about. Herne's charges.

Our response is that we stand on our story. We were
aware of the fact that the Department of Indian Affairs
in Ottawa was apprehensive about the recent moves by
the Mohawk Council of Akwesasne to assert greater in-
dependence. Resistance to this policy of the M.C.A. took
the. form of the D.I.A. pulling in the reins' by taking from
the Council its right to freely dispense education
benefits. The D.I.A. would not admit this but an ex-
amination of the Indian reserves across Canada finds
that of all native communities Akwesasne is one of two
or three that finance students attending U.S. schools and
here more so than anywhere else.

The D.I.A. guidelines, as we reported, restrict aid to
residents of Canada. The Department decided to do this
on May 12. The Mohawk Council received their notice a
week later. We printed it as soon as we got news of it. We
would have printed this story regardless if it was election
time or not. It was not a "get Herne" article designed to
cost him the election. It was a story of critical interest to
bur readers.

After speaking with our sources, we are convinced
that the Herne telegram in February did give the D.I.A.
an opportunity to exert its power over the Mohawk
Council. We attempted to contact Herne a number of
times but he would not speak to us. We could have
reported allegations that Herne leaked Mohawk Council
documents to the D.I.A. but we held back because it
couldjjot be substantiated. We do not believe the denials
of a D.I.A. official in Ottawa as reported in the Massena
'Observer as sufficient cause for Herne to sue us for
defamation. Herne is a public figure and as such open to
scrutiny. We believe that to blame his election loss on
one short article is to do the voters a great disservice. We
believe that Herne was defeated because he was a weak,
ineffective and unpopular chief who offered little to tl̂ e
people.

Herne was not beaten by Indian Time. He lost to a
stronger candidate. He lost because of his record. He was
removed by the people.

The recent elections, only helps to point out that our
community has never faced such an enormous mass of
complex issues that will definitely have many long range
effects on how we will live and/or survive as a culture. I
want to be informed! I have a right to know both sides of
every issue! If I'm to be an active participant in this com-
munity, allowed to have input, and contribute in any
form I deem fit, I need information that is fair, accurate,
unbiased, and balanced with the opposing views. Where
can I go to get this? I would like to be able to make well-
informed decisions!

I'm tired of the festering and working "grapevine" that
exists in our community. "Rumor has it"...only allows for
more and more inaccurate information to be passed
around. It keeps us in the dark, allows for distortions of
the facts, ana in long run harms every one in the
Mohawk community. The fact that the "grapevine" exist
demonstrates the peoples' need to know.

May I suggest that your paper be the vehicle to satisfy
our need to know. Indian Time can be the reputable
publication which the community members can count
on for fair, accurate, unbiased information. After all,
where else can we go, if we can't count on you?

The elections are over and the people have given
Harold Tarbell and Hilda Smoke a three year term to
turn things around at the Tribal Council. Given the size
of their victory we believe they have a clear mandate to
make significant changes for the community. We'd like
to see them tackle issues such as the following:
1. Justice. Our community needs and wants a Judicial
system that is Indian, independent, and immune from
politics. That system must be backed up by a highly
trained police force composed of peacekeepers rather
then goons. This system has to be a Joint venture on the
part of all three councils here or it will certainly fail.
When we have this we can tell the troopers we no longer
require their services. :.'.-.V .̂.•:-:. ;'.;^2^-'

2. Gambling. Our people never approved of the slot
machines or the commercial bingos here. We need a
referendum that includes all residents of Akwesasne
because this issue puts at risk all of our rights.
3. Economic development. We need zoning laws,
business rules, control of 'outside' investors and pollu-
tion regulations. Our business community needs
monitoring for their and our protection. We need to
look for a way to create jobs that actually produce
something and are not simple minimum wage service
occupations.
4. Human Services. Our young people need the Youth
Center opened again, better programs and to know that
their concerns are taken seriously. Our elders need a
first rate senior residence home. We need a battered
women's shelter and we must have our own hospital.
5. Land Claims. We need community meetings to inform
our people about the status of the claims and what lands
we are seeking as compensation. We need to push for
free electricity coming out of Barnhart plus money
damages from the lands that we illegally lost.
6. Tri-council. The outgoing tribal chief was adamantly
opposed to the tri-council because, as the defender of
the businesses, it meant unity for the Mohawks. The
gambling businesses here are similar to New York in that
they believe by dividing our people they can prosper.
Tri-council is the only way we'll effectively fight the
claims, the jurisdiction, the pollution.
7. Pollution. A grave crisis faces us that has not received
the attention it requires. The question remains, can our
community continue to live on lands that are con-
taminated with chemical wastes? What do we do about
the gas stations that don't have pollution controls? What
can be done to control the tractor trailer emissions?
What happens when G.M. moves out?
8. Education, The grants that our people have used over
the years that came from the Mohawk Council need to
be protected. The D.I.A. decision must be fought and our
own councils need to set up their own trust funds for
our students.
9. The Arena. We need a sports complex, conference
center and entertainment facility desperately. Only
through a united effort can this be realized as we believe
the Tribe now has the people to help make this dream
come true. :

Above all, our people need to have their faith in our
councils restored. Perhaps the councils we now have
cannot solve all of our problems but they Can give us
confidence that with co-operation, trust and honesty we
are on our way to a new era for Akwesasne. The people
have shown the old methods of intimidation, bribery,
force and hatred are no longer acceptable. Let us all pull
together for the good of Akwesasne.

Hilda Smoke pledged to "work haitl for ^ people" duj-
ing her three year term as sub-chief at the St. Regis
Mohawk Tribal Council. M». Smoke defeated former
tribal head chief Leonard Garrow by a vote of 456 to 330.

Smoke said she will be involved in such issues as
health, drug and alcohol abuse, car* of the elders andIfor
the families. Smoke pledged to see the office of sub-chief
expanded to include greater responsibilities evenU it
meant-she would have to take a leave of absence from
her present Job as a social Worker In Kanatakon.

Smoke said she was looking forward to her first tribal
meeting and the opportunity it would present to "make
people feel good about attending the tribal sessions;

She reflected on her victory, noting that it came as a
result of hard campaigning with vWto to over 200
homes. Smoke said the response from the families she
called up was "very positive", which led her t o believe
that she could defeat Garrow. ;

She said she would need the people's help in order to
be a successful sub-chief with a promise that she will
make herself available if anyone has problems or con-
cerns that need help from the Tribal Council. Smoke ex-
pressed a willingness to "learn as ahe goes along,"

"The power at the Tribe has to be returned to the peo-
pie," Smoke said, When the people come^ here they will
be met by a warm welcome."

The Warrior Society allegedly tried to provoke a fight
with the demonstrators by pushing and shoving the peo*
pie but the protestors were instructed by the Tuscarora
Nation not to fight back. :

Representatives from the Mohawk, Seneca and Onon-
daga Nations sent observers to Tuscarora to observe the
situation there. The community, located near Niagara
Falls, N.Y., had requested the support of the other
Haudenosaunee nations in stopping the bingo there."

The delegates from Akwesasne were impressed by the
hospitality of the Tuscaroras who opened their homes to
the visitors. Some of the Mohawks were were pushed by
the bingo security guards as they marched with the
.Tuscaroras but were instructed by the chiefs there to rep
main calm and not to fight. . • .; ' .

One source said there were many people who were
trying to drive to the hall but were prevented from doing
so. Cars were parked off the reservation and when the
bingo patrons attempted to walk across the field to enter
the hall the owner of the property ordered them off.
When the demonstrators continued to block the bingo
hall driveway the state police threatened arrests.

The bingo hall operators have responded to the pro-
tests and lack of customers by rescheduling the games
from the weekends to Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday
