The Mohawk Nation, whose capital is here at
Akwesasne, was represented akmg wfth a delegation of
business people including the organisation called Com-
munity Economic Action Committee.

According • to sources the longhouse at Onondaga
where the Confederacy assemblies are held was
"packed" with a crowd estimated to number 400 with
more people standing outside. The St. Regis Mohawk
Tribal Council was also there whh chiefs Brenda
LaFrance, Rosemary Bonaparteand chief-elect Harold

The session was called because of the controversy at
Ttiscarora arising out of the opening of a commercial
bingo hall there two weeks ago. The bingo games, said to
be owned and operated by the Tuscarora Warrior Socle*
ty, have been declared illegal by the Tuscarora Nation:

Demonstrations organized by some Tuscarora
residents against the bingo games had resulted in
violence as the Warrior Society allegedly attacked the
protestors in an attempt to dear a blocked road so that
prospective bingo players could enter the hall.
