
Indian Bingo Case
Goes To Court

ULSA — when the U.S. government formally

recognized the United Keetoowah Band as a separate
group with its own tribal government in 1950, members
of the Band believed they received sovereign, govern-
mental authority. ••;-•'•• '.••••• '.-'•::". ••.•'•'•'••":

Asserting that claim authority, the United Keetoowah
Band in October 1986 opened the Horseshoe Bend Bingo
Hall near Sperry in north Tulsa County. ; • .

Like the Creek Nation of Oklahoma, whiqh opened a
large bingo hall in south Tulsa, the United Keetoowah
Hand soon found itself under attack by state officials.:
Tulsa County District Attorney David Moss' off ice claim-
ed that the Keetoowahs were operating keno and pull-
tab games, in violation of state gambling laws. ; . ;

The district attorney's office claimed that the
Horseshoe Bend operation is not on sovereign Indian
land, and is therefore subject to the state's authority.

The Keetoowah Band filed a federal lawsuit seeking to
block the state from asserting any regulatory authority
ov ei- the; Horseshoe Bend operation. ' . . ' . ' ;

l-'rielay, U.S. District Judge James O. Ellison began sor-
ting through the complex tangle of law and history sur-
rounding the Horseshoe Bend case. Martin Seneca Jr.* at-
torney for the Keetoowah Band, presented; his clients1

case to Ellison. Next Friday, Ellison Will reconvene that
trial to bear the state's case. :'•['':

Kllison is the same federal judge who in 19811 ruled that
ilie Creek Nation Bingo Hall was on sovereign Indian
land, and that the state had no authority to regulate or
tax the high-stakes gaming operation-

But Kllison must weigh a different set of facts in the
Horseshoe Bend ease. The Creeks' bingo hall sits on a
tract of land, adjoining the Arkansas River, which has
been owned by the tribe; since 'its forced removal. to
Oklahoma. \ y . . . ;

I toiseshoe Bend Bingo sits on a tract of land'allotted by
I lie Dawes .Commission to the ancestors of Cordelia
l'\ ner Washington. Federal law prohibits the title to that

I he T\nor family financed construction of the
Horseshoe Bend Hall, then leased the facility to the
Iniled Keetoowah Band. A joint operating.agreement
stipulated that the Tyners would receive 90 percent of
the halls net profits and the Keetoowah Band 10 percent
tor the first six months of operation. After six months,
the Tyners were to take 75 percent of the profits; tht?
Keetoowah Band, 25 percent. ;' "

I.llison has told attorneys for both sides he is consider?
ing the Horseshoe Bend case; under criteria set in the re-
cent I'.S. Supreme Court decision oh the Cabazon tribe
bingo operation in Riverside, Calif. In that case, the high
court said judges should try to determine whether the
tribe's interest in using the bingo revenue jto:foster its
cultural and governmental survival Outweighs the state's
interest in regulating the game. :'

John Haii-, chief of the Keetoowah Band, testified Fri-
da\ that the Horseshoe Bend game is vital to his;.tribe's ;
sur\ ival. ' • • . '.:'•;• •• ••/•• . - : • '

Most members of the United Keetoowah Band also are
enrolled members of the Cherokee Nation of Oklahoma.
But not all members of the Cherokee^ Nation of
Oklahoma are allowed membership in the United
Keetoowah Band. The Keetoowah Band restricts its
membership to those of a quarter Cherokee .blood or;

I suppose, in layman's terms, you could say we are the
real Indians,' John Hair, the Keetoowah Band's chief,
said in federal court here Friday. "The other entity is
primarily mixed bloods." • • • / * . . : ".''•: :Y

Because the Keetoowah. Band^ needs, are hot being
met, he said, the Band must try and establish its own
tribal services. He said the U.S. Bureau of Indian Affairs
has given the; Band no help in establishing its own tribal
ser\ ices. '.'•- •'•'•..'

But Tulsa County Assistant District Attorney Denise
(iraham, in opening arguments Friday, said that the State!
has powerful interests of its own. She told -Ellison that
she will present evidence that the Horseshoe Bend
operation has written hot checks; that it has failed to pay
its employees; that its noise is a constant aggravation to
neighboring residents; and that Untrained Horseshoe
Bend security guards have pulled guns on people on
county roads. . . .

She said the Hoseshoe Bend Hall operates pull-tab and
keno games, both of which are illegal under state gambl-
ing statutes. '"'.'•.'.. ''•-.; • :

She said the Horseshoe Bend operation has set tip a
checking account in Little Bock, Ark., beyond the'sub-
poena reach of the district attorney's office. /

Graham questioned whether the elderly Cordelia
Tyner Washington understood the lease agreement
which she signed with the Keetoowah Band. She argued
that the Bureau of Indian Affairs has never approved the
lease. Under federal policy, Graham said, the lease can-
not be considered valid until it has been approved by the

Joe Parker, Director of the Muskogee Area BiA pffice>
said he had asked BIA attorneys in;Washington, D.C. to
review the legal complexities of the lease{• and bingo

Hair testified Friday that Parker had indicated -to him
that tin; lease would be approved.

A typical cocaine death might be similar to that of a 15

year old girl 1 autewsied who used cocaine rather infre-
({uently.' She wenit out one particular night to a disco par-
ty: She drank, snorted some cocaine, and then told her
friends she wanted to lie down. She did that, had a small
seizure, got up, snorted some more cocaine, and then
layed denvn again. She soon went into violent seizures
which literally threw her off the water bedi

"Young people just don't die for no particular reason,"
VV'elti commented. "Hie clues to her death, guided us as
what to leM)k for, were around her nose and mouth. She
bael some blejody mucous around her lower jaw and
mouth,.which came from biting her lower lip. Also her
nose was filled with white foamy frbth-pulmonafy
