Honor the Women Survivors
Fund

A public trust fund has been established to help the
survivors of a serial killer targeting Native American
women in south Minneapolis. The Honor the Women
Survivors Fund will be used to help the victim's families
with related burial expenses, legal fees and care of their
children. The fund is at the Southside Federal Credit
Union in Minneapolis.

Police suspect a serial killer is responsible for the
death of Angela Green, 21, Angeline VVhitebird, 26 and
Kathleen Bullman, 19. The killer sexually assaulted and
mutilated the women. Their bodies were found severely
beaten and posed to attract attention of people passing
by. Green died of traumatic head injuries, VVhitebird and
Bullman died of strangulation.

Police suspect the same killer was responsible for the
death of Sharon Lingor, 37, but have not confirmed
whether her case is connected to the deaths of the other
women. Lingor died of stab wounds.

Faye Ann Erickson was found June 14, 1986, sexually
assaulted and mutilated with rope burns on her wrists
and gravel burns on her body, according to her mother,
Kathleen Erickson. She suspects her daughter was also a
victim of the serial killer. Erickson died of strangulation.
Her murder remains unsolved at this time.

According to reliable sources, Green, Whitebird and
Bullman had young children at the time of the deaths.
Green had two children, Whitebird had three, and
Bullman had one young daughter.

The Honor the Women Survivors Fund will be divided
equally among all of the victims families upon police
confirmation of their cases being related to the serial
killer.

The family members of Angeline Whitebird are
fighting the state of Wisconsin for custody of Angelinas
youngest child. The family has thus far accumulated
legal fees of over $2,000.00
