In Akwesasne we have our own Indian Lane which we use
bn Weekerids or on holidays what obviously didn't happen
Was to prevent people from exploiting their native rights in e*-
change for personal gain. J )
' What is very important to remember that Akwesasne is the
only teWitdry that is still fighting to keep the border crossing
rights df Indian people of North America. ! ,'

Canada has always taken a position that it doesnt recognize
the Jay Treaty. Akwesasne Mohawks have made them
recoghizg it here in our Territory. It is up to us to ensure that
this right is always there for future generations, in other
words we cannot compromise a birth right for native people
for thesake pf a few who wish to make personal profit.

There has been more Accusations in the recent past by a few
individuals that Chief Tom Porter and myself have signed a
document that gave the Canadian Customs the right to stop
residents of Akwesasne for inspection. This is entirely false!
What is true is the Canadian Customs have repeatedly inform-
ed the three Council's that something has to be done about the
prtiblem of "smuggling" and that if a solution wasn't found that
the residents would be held accountable.

This did result a week before the Christmas Holidays. Right
away a meeting was called by the three Council's and affirmed
with Canadian Customs, RCMP (Ontario) (Quebec). The three
government's Of Akwesasne were able to negotiate a solution.
These officials informed us that there were four major con-
cerns at the border:
(a) cigarettes :
(b)iliquor • , : : ,
(c) drugs
(d) machine guns •.:•••

The three Councils informed them that this was a concern
brought upon by a few people and the entire Mohawk popula-
tion of Akwesasne should not be punished. Further, that the
community itself should not be put in a position that it gets
dragged into a fight with Canada regarding border crossing
rights, because the Mohawk would never relinquish their
rights under the Jay Treaty.

A compromise was reached. The Customs would respect the
border rights of Mohawks and personal goods cuuki.be
brought through Customs, i.e.:
— groceries •
— furniture
— c a r s . ' • • ' . , . " • • • ' • "

— appliances, etc. ,
The Mohawks of Akvvesasne would agree lo stop and iden-

tify themselves and proceed if they'.have nothing to'declare
other than personal goods. ' ' .

The general understanding is that anything fur personal use
would be accepted. It was also agreed that everyone be en-
couraged to declare whatever [goods they do have upon inspec-
tion, because we now have la formal recognition of Native
border rights. Discussions were also held in other areas con-
cerning trade and "commerce with other Mohawk com-
munities. It was .decided that when we are ready with a posi-
tion, a meeting wnuld be convened in Ottawa with the ap-
propriate authorities for further'discussion..

What remains to be finalized in future meetings is exten-
ding our border crossing rights as it applies to Akvvesasne
and to other Mohawk communities. A position Will have lo
be adapted by all leaders on what constitutes "trade and
commerce" and what constitutes "smuggling". *

The answer lies within ourselves as Mohawk people.

Grand Council Held at •
Onondaga

The Grand Council of I he Haudenosaunee Confederacy met

The Mohawk Nation Council began the second days meeting
by explaining to the assembly why Loran Thompson was
.removed from his position as sub-chief of the Bear Clan.

Thompson was present at the meeting and interrupted Ihe
procccdings by requesting the Council listen to his appeal thai
the removal by the Mohawks was illegal.

The Cavuga and Oncidas considered- Thompson's request
and approved it with the Mohawks and Scnecas seconding the
motion. The Onondagas, after some deliberation, did not allow
Thompson to submit his appeal to the Grand Council

Huron Miller, an Onondaga from Oshwoken, gave his inter-
pretation of the Groat Law-and its procedures for the removal
of a chief. Miller said the removal laws covered a condoled or
life chief; Thompson was a sub-chief and as such not protected
by the Great Law removal rules.

Miller also criticized Harriet Boots of Cornwall Island, a Bear
Clanmolhcr, for signing an approval form supposedly giving
Thompson approval to construct a bingo hull at Akwesasne.
Milhr said the Claomothcr, "had no business signing
anvihing."

Border Grossing Priviledges
of Mohawks of Akwesasne

vs Smuggling
Recently, we have witnessed an attempt by Customs &. Im-

migrations to close off border crossing rights of Mohawks who
reside in Akwesasne at the Cornwall Island Port. This came as
a result of repeated warnings by Canadian authorities in the
last two and one half years because of a drastic increase of
alleged smuggling through the Customs. Port on Cornwall

It became a well known fact when Canadian and American
cigarettes wound up in Kahnawake and were being sold from
private homes 01 .On picnic tables on road sides by Kahnawake
residents who openly admitting thai these cigarettes were be-
ing brought through the Akwesasne Territory. When the,
press got wind of this it wound up on the front page of
Canada's leading newspapers. Reporters, representing TV,
newspapers and radio flocked to Akwesasne to get the
background confirmation. . ,,;

It became increasingly difficult for leaders in Akwesasne to
say to government authorities that there was not a major pro-
blem of smuggling. The Canadian Customs authorities sug.
gested that we go back;to the past system of puttjng stickers
on cars to identify Akwesasne residents. This was agreed'to by
-the-three'Council's of Akwesasne. A few residents,objected to
the agreement which was passed on June 1986, The condition's
were stated as follows: ,
