all complaints arising from this policy received from either
retailers, members of the comirtunity or others with a
preliminary report of the Commission's findings submitted
within ten days from the receipt of the complaint.

The Commission shall have the necessary enforcement
powers to insure compliance with this policy including but not
limited to the following:
1) Upon examination of the complaint received by the Commis-
sion or upon discovery by the Commission through its dwn
resources that a retailer or wholesaler is found to be by a ma-
jority vote of the Commission in violation of this policy and im-
mediate suspension of the retailer or wholesale license shall go
into effect for a not less than thirty day period. This includes
the suspending for that period of all priviledges to receive,
distribute, sell or in any.Way be involved in the activity of
tobacco product transfers. v ...
2) Upon discovery by the Commission that the retailer and/or
wholesaler is in Violation of the policy and/or rulings of the
Commission then the suspension of aW tobacco marketing
priviledges shall go into immediate and permanent revocation
of the license dependent upon the decision of the Commission.
3) The Commission shall have the powers to conduct its own
investigations into the area of tobacco transfers and sales
within the Mohawk territory and retains the right to enact ap-
