A New Home for the
Akwesasne Library, Cultural

Center and Museum

The staff of the library and museum are eagerly awaiting the
day when they can begin the move to their new building on
lite. 37 west of Tekahswenkarorens. There is no definite date
set for moving, day, but the building should be hearing comple-
tion at the end of this month. The big question is how to move
thousands of books easily and quickly. If you are able to help
With the move, the staff will be pleased to know it with a
phone call from you.

In the new building, there will be 4,000 square feet in the
basement devoted to the museum. This will provide more
room to display the collection of musical instruments (drums
and coWhorn rattles), Traditional Mohawk clothing, basket-
making, silver work, and the various models and antiques.
There will be a special room for showing slides or films, two
classrooms for instructional use or community meetings, a
larger gift shop and an office area. This will be benefical to the
area schools who regularly arrange tours and view films and
slides.

The museum's Sweetgrass Basket Gift Shop acts as a clearing
house for local craftspeople who cannot travel extensively to
market their goods. Some dealers as far away as California
deal with the Gift Shop,

Established in 1972 by the Mohawk Education Committee,
the museum has enjoyed much community support. With the
move to a bigger space, more money will be needed for new
display cases. These new cases will be used to hold items now
in storage. The building will cost $272,000.00 with funding still
being sought for a *50,000.00 balance. A total of $197,000.00
has been provided by the federal government and $25,000.00
by New York State. Because the museum and library serve the
"Canadian" and "American" sides of Akwesasne, the Canadian
government has been approached for some of that money.

To bring in revenue and to help cover basic operating costs
the museum's director has commissioned two large billboards
for each end of the reservation. Hopefully, having the building
stand off by itself and announcing the exjstance of the
Museum and Gift Shop will make both more visible and help
insure their survival. , •

Mohawk Council of Akwesasne Councillor Mary David of
Kanatakon noted that when the Membership Committee
distributed a survey in. Tsisniene, Kanatakon and
Kawehnohkowenenne the people were concerned about the
use of the word "citizenship" because they were afraid thev
would become "Canadians" and lose their Mohawk rights.

"We decided to use the word membership1 instead of
citizenship, until at least we determine what our people want
to call Akwesasne," M.C.A. Chief Mike Mitchell explained, "Are
we the Mohawk Nation, the Mohawk Nation of Akwesasne,
Akwesasne Mohawk Territory vor Mohawk Territory at
Akwesasne?" * ' *

The session participants decided that when referring to
Akwesasne the membership code would simply say
'Akwesasne Territory'. Glen Lazore of the Mohawk Nation
Council said that 'territory' was normally used to refer to
unorganized lands of a country but in this case it seemed to be
the lease objectionable term since the trend was to find alter-
natives to reserve'or'reservation'.

Ms. Kane gave examples of who could be a imember of a
native community if he;* organization's code was followed.
Kane said the native governments could determine member-
ship by being the child of a member; by being at least one
quarter-blood native; by being a native member of another In-
dian group and adopted; by sharing the culture of the native
nation e>r by being involved in.the nation. The choice would be
up .to the community, Kane explained, as to what they wanted.
She said the code also contained rules for taking away
membership for such reasons as intermarriage with non-
natives, renouncing of membership, becoming a member of
another nation or not meeting basic requirements as-determin-
ed by the native government.

The group also discussed the issuing of residency permits
for periods of up to, six months. A person who for various
reasons does not qualify for membership could reside m\. In-
dian land but could not own, sell or inherit property. People
such as loaclwrs, health caro officials or other \ve)'rkors .could
qualify for the permits.

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Federal Recognition a
Problem at Oneida 32 Acres
ONEIDA, NY (IPN) — The federal government does not want to
encourage traditional Indians around the country to begin
leadership challenges to elective tribal governnients, said an
Oneida spokesman from 32 Acres;

"This conflict exists in many Indian lands, but we're the first
to really fight it," said Ray Halbritteiy referring ta a tribal
government controversy at the Oneida reservation. 'The
bureau (Bureau of Indian Affairs) wants Indian governnients
that are easy to deal with They know that the more indepen-
dent we are, the less power they haye^

The BIA has been reluctant, in the last decade, to make a
decision over whether to recognize the ^traditionalists"-who
advocate the ancient rule based on clan consultation in the
consensus decision making process, or the electives, who ad-
vocate tribal rule through modern American governmental
forms that include elections and the holding of offices:

Ih December of 4986, a referendum was held in which the
eiectives presented a roster of candidates headed by Robert
W. Burr, an elective spokesman If the Oneidas preferred an
elective system, they could vote for the candidates or write in
alternate choices. * .

The traditionalist advocated refused to vote, declaring that
voting in the referendum would violate thet; tribal system they
support. They signed "Statements of Support, for Original
Oneida Government," instead..

* Of the approximate 550 eligible Oneida tribe voters, 143
voted for Burr, 8 voted for write-in candidates and 65 ballots
were left uncounted because of, name and signature discrepan - •
i ' ' " ' ' ' ' ' ' '

• From the traditionalist camp, 295 "Statements of Support for
Original Oneida Government" were collected.

Traditionalist officials expressed doubt that the Bureau of In-
dian Affairs would recognize the results.

'They are obligated to recognize us," said Halbritter. "But I
just know .they're going to try to weasel out of it somehow."

"It is going to be some time before We have a final decision
(on recognition)," said Carl Shaw, a BIA spokesman.

Susan Harjo, executive director of the National Congress of
American Indians said, "There is something about the bureau
that abhors a traditional government." " ':•.'.•'r."v

"The bureau should recognize the traditionalist Oneidas, but
they don't want'to give strength to a national trend in which
Indian government make their own decisions and become
more independent of them," said Harjo. .

Spokesman for the Oneida eiectives, who refuse to concede
defeat, said the BIA wants the Oneidas to select individuals as
their leaders, not a nebulous form of government..

"This kind of struggle is going on all over the country,".§aid
Burr, '.'individuals Who can't gain power through free elections
are using the flag of traditionalism as a device. They're making
a mockery of our heritage."

Although federal recognition wtuild allow certain benefits
such as-federal housing, education health and job programs
administered through the BIA, the traditionalists have/said
they do not want federal assistance.

"faking from the federal government just creates dependen-
cy," said Halbritter. "That's what has happened all over Indian
country. If we're going to accomplish anything we have to do it
by ourselves." " •'.-"'•

Recognition also suggests legal jurisdiction over the 32 acre
reservation along Route 46, near Oneida, NY; The tradi-
tionalists currently hold the property and the eiectives allege
they were driven off at gunpoint, a charge that Haibritter
denies. •

The sett iement of the Oneida lands claims case also looms as
a huge factor in recognition. The Oneidas have land claims
suits against 12 New York state counties.

Harjo said that "it is not atypical" that the BIA does not ex-
plain why they refuse to recognize traditional Indian tribal
