A press conference was held in January to record the
signing of a convention between the Waswanipi Band
< OIHKII. the Mohawk Council of Akwesasne and the
st Ki uis Moliju k Tribal Council. Signing this conven-
tion is the first step towards building trade and com-
merce ties w uh the Crees of Northern Quebec.

I he i inn cut ion calls for the establishment of a Cree
Mohawk Authority which will oversee the develop-

ment ot ,i I rade and Commerce Treaty between the
( recN and the Mohawks. .. •

I)c\t loping the trade and commerce treaty will re-
quire c\tensive research in areas such as rules and
regulations, operational procedure,.organizational set-
up, and arbitration to name a few. Much of the
research lor the treaty is being done by a council of
lepresentativ es. three representatives from Akwesasne
and three representatives from Waswanipi. When the
rcscan.li is complete, a final report will be submitted
to the Cn-c-Mohawk/Authority lawyers who will, in
turn, draft a treaty. . . ' •

The present members of the Cree-Mohawk Authori-
t> Council include Lloyd Benedict, Brian Cole, Willie
Jock. Andrew Moar, Luc Laporte and Jack Blacksmith.
1 rav is Se\ mour assists the Council by coordinating
meetings and collecting research. Between the months
of January :md March the council has brainstormed for
project ideas, examined the implications of free trade,
identified areas that need research, and discussed ideas
for rules and regulations.

Before the final report is to be completed more
research will have to be collected in several areas.
Areas such as human resources^ financial resources,
natural resources, technology, business development
and rights and advantages are examples.

When the treaty is completed, the Cree-Mohawk
Authority will act as an umbrella for numerous
business."joint-ventures. Some ideas that have been
discussed so far, include setting up a distribution cen-
tre in Akwesasne for food products,'setting up a con-
struction equipment leasing company, and setting up a
marketing outlet for bottled water. '.'..'

This treaty will be good for the economy of
Akwesasne and Waswanipi. Not only will it open the
door to development but it will also promote coopera-
tion between other tribes and nations. .

Announcement to the
Akwesasne Mohawk

Community
The Mohawk Council of Akwesasne is presently in

discussion with Health and Welfare Canada and
Federal and Provincial Departments in the construc-
tion of a new Health Facility. -

The Mohawk Council of Akwesasne has received the
committment from Health and Welfare for $2.5
million dollars to construct the new health facility in
1992-93. This amount is alloted in their capital plan
for that year; However, the MCA is lobbying to have
that committment brought forward.

In the development of this health facility, the
Mohawk Council has been working toward a joint in-
itiative with the St. Regis Mohawk Tribal Health Pro-
gram for the joint provision of health and related ser-
vices to all of Akwesasne. A task force has been man-
dated to work together in developing all aspects of the
joint initiative and capital construction of the facility.
It is the belief of the MCA that we must join together
and combine our human and financial resources
together to provide the best possible health and social
services to this community. If you examine the ser-
vices we have in the community in total, you will note
that we often duplicate each other's services :— we
each have on-site physicians available, laboratory ser-
vices, ambulance services, community health nursing,
drug and alcohol programs, etc. However, we are con-
stantly subjected to the limitations of servicing our
own particular clientele and often are restricted to ser-
vicing our own neighbors and family because they
may reside on one side of the border or the other.
There are many instances where we may have one pro-
gram developed under the MCA which would be
avaitebe to the U.S. side of the reserve, i.e. our Welfare
Program, Home Support or Child and Family Services
Programs and where the SRMHS would have a women,
infant and child program or Food Distribution Pro-
gram available only to U.S. residents. This appears to
be discriminatory to our own people based on the
border lines imposed upon our people. 'We.-are all
Mohawks living in one community. However, there
maybe programs already developed which could be
adopted and funded from agencies on either side of
the border, i.e. domestic violence, child and.family
services, developmentally disabled, etc. and service
our whole community versus restricting due to
residency.

The Mohawk Council of Akwesasne is committed to
a joint initiative in developing the joint health facility
for Akwesasne. The task force has undergone various
avenues over the past year in trying to secure adequate
funding to construct such a facility. We estimate it will
cost $4 million to build this comprehensive health
facility. We have worked toward the goal of placing
this facility on the international border on common
land owned by the St. Regis tribe and the Mohawk
Council in St. Regis village. This site promises'to ser-
vice the needs well with a scenic view of the St.
Lawrence River. We realize that much work is ahead
in planning the facility to accommodate easy access
and appropriate infrastructure, but all those issues are
manageable, the main intent is that we now work
together.

The MCA understands that there is a movement in
Akwesasne to keep the facility on the U.S. side only.
This would serve the purpose of a central, easy access;
However; the goal of joining our services for all of.
Akwesasne and working towards a more united
Akwesasne would be lost. We would again go toward
duplicating our services and hindering the road to pro-
gress of unity.

The Mohawk Council of Akwesasne states its sup-
port toward working jointly for this facility. We
believe we can convince those funding agencies that
this movement would best service our community.
We can achieve the location on the international
border. We can combine and mold our services to
meet the needs of all of Akwesasne. We can put into
motion this joint effort and unify our services.

All Chiefs of Quebec and
Labrador Meeting

Hosted by MCA
The meeting was termed a summit to discuss rela-

tionship and common issues between the Quebec and
Labradorah Native Communities. Such talks as the one
here at Akwesasne could grow into treaties between
these first nations which allow the resources of Native
people to be shared and utilized to their fullest poten-
tial. One of the issues which received full attention
was that of low-level aviation over the Innu of
Labrador. These low level flights by Canadian air
forces are no more than 150 ft. above the ground. The
sonic disturbance is deafening to the Innu of Labrador.
It also disturbs the Caribou herds' migration and
breeding patterns. The Innu are greatly concerned
because the Caribou are their mainstay.

A protest was held on Parliament Hill in Ottawa on
Saturday April 8 in support of the Innu and against this
low level air flight which invades their existence in an
already harsh environment.
