A cultural exchange trip is being planned with the

Cree people of Waswanipi, Quebec. The trip is
scheduled for the weekend of April 28-3Q. The Cree
people will finance one half of the cost of the trip. The
organizers and participants from Akwesasne must
raise the other half which is estimated to be around
$5,000.00.

As you may or may not know, a treaty will be signed
between Waswanipi and Akwesasne in June. This
cultural exchange will provide the opportunity for
both cultures to interract. Activities such as social
dances, feasts, speakers, and visits to hunting camps
are being planned.

The trip is being organized jointly by myself,
Elizabeth Perkins and Louise Sagenish from
Waswanipi. Thirty-seven people will be making the
trip from Akwesasne to Waswanipi. A plane from
Montreal will be chartered and lodging in Waswanipi
will be provided by community families.

To raise funds, the group is planning to have a car-
wash, radio bingo, benefit dance, 50/50 raffle. We are
also hoping to raise money through local governments
and businesses.

I am writing this letter to ask for support from the
community. Our group is comprised mostly of high
school students who want to learn about another
native culture.
