There ate dozens of big issues
facing Akwesasne these days. There are so many, in fact, that
italmost seems naive to siftthrough the mountain of bad news
and look for a problem that I can squeeze some humor from.

Where do I start? The smuggling? The casinos?
The Warrior Society? The environment? Alcoholism?
Unemployment? Lousy water?

Everyday I see more and more evidence of an
increase in apathy, ignorance, prejudice, hostility, and greed
right here in the land I grew up in. I try hard to laugh it off and
hope it will all go away, but each day it gets worse. Today I
saw a four year old child ride past me on a motorbike no
bigger than a tricycle. He parked his little machine in his front
yard and literally crawled up the steps of his house. Nobody
had taught him how to walk! What is this world coming to?

Just yesterday I drove past the two hundred or so
casinos and bingos along route 37 and was astonished at the
expansion they are undergoing. How big can these things
get? "Look on the bright side," the owner told me. "Maybe
they'll plug up the hole in the ozone layer!"

A few days ago I went for a walk through the
cemetery across the road from my house. I was shocked to
discover the lifeless corpse of a dog sprawled out near the
Cross. As if that weren't bad enough, someone had actually
stolen an artificial flower from one of the graves and stuck it
in the ground near the dead pup. Is that sick, or what?
Eventually, God Himself got disgusted and resurrected the
poor thing just to get him out of there.

It's a cruel world we live in, folks. Try as I might,
I just can't find it in me to make fun of it this week.

AKWESASNE FAMILY
VISITS AUSTRALIA

Jake and Judy Swamp have returned from a trip they made
from their Cook Road home to the far reaches of Australia.
They left Akwesasne with their son Glen on March 25th and
returned on Saturday, April 16th.
The trip was sponsored by the Center of International Coop-
eration based in Washington, D.C,
The trip's main focus was the Earth Walk Conference held at
Kurrajorg, NSW, on April 7th, 8th, and 9th. The delegation
visited many aboriginal communities and sites as possible.
They arrived in Sydney oh March 27. They were met by meir
hosts and taken to the Blue Mountains.
After a few days they were taken to Brisbane about 600 miles
away; While in that area they were able to visit with the
aboriginal people, especially at a community called Cher-
bough, where about 1200 people live.
During their stay there, they visited some educational facili-
ties and explored some of the aboriginal arts and music.
They also had a nice visit with the aboriginal elders of that
community. They shared their past experiences of genocide
as it was practiced against them in earlier times.
The Swamp family feels that the results of the Earth Walk
Conference will promote the healing of the Earth and its
people.

THE COMMITTEE OF THE
INDIGENOUS COUNCIL OF

THE EARTHWALK CONFER-
ENCE CONCLUDES:

1. that the United Nations needs to officially recognize the
indigenous human beings as people;
2. that the LL.O. (International Labour Organization) needs
to officially recognize the indigenous human beings as
people;
3. the necessity to recognize the sovereign rights to land and
life of the indigenous peoples of the world;
4. that all indigenous peoples and nations have a right to
determine their representation;
5. that there is a need for atonement and reconciliation
between indigenous peoples of the world and those who have
settled their lands;
6. mat there is a need to restructure the content of education,
tp accurately reflect indigenous histories and cultures as
determined by indigenous peoples.
7. that there is a need to support and promote the declaration
of 1992 as the Year of Indigenous People;
8. that there is a need to promote the process of joining hands
of all peoples, to repair and protect Mother Earth and her
environment for the welfare of the seven generations yet to
come, to whom we are accountable.
