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TERMINI'S PUBLIC PRIVATE
ROLES MAY CONFLICT FUEL

BUYER FOR NFTA IS LINKED TO
DEALINGS ON BEHALF OF GASO-

RoccoR. Termini, who bought millions of gallons of fuel for the
Niagara Frontier Transportation Authority also free-lanced as
a buyer of gasoline for a minority businessman who is a
potential NFTA contractor. The mixing of these two roles is an
apparent conflict of interest according to transit authority
lawyers. As a government employee; Termini has supervised
the purchase of more than $20 million in fuel for the Niagara
Frontier Transportation Authority, much of it from Phoenix
Petroleum Co. Of Philadelphia. Meanwhile, as a private buyer,
he negotiated in 1987 to buy fuel for Spectrum Supply Co., an
Indian-owned gasoline and oil wholesaler. The Buffalo News
has learned. Although several key participants say Termini was
not responsible. Phoenix did end up supplying Spectrum.
Since 1987, Termini's NFTA office also has asked Spectrum's
owner, former Seneca Nation President Barry E. Snyder, to bid
directly on the NFTA's fuel contract through another company
that Snyder owns. The intermingling of Termini's public and
private roles represents an apparent conflict of interest, accord-
ing to the present and former top lawyers for the NFTA.
NFTA officials including Termini's immediate supervisor
were unaware of his representation of Spectrum until The News
recently contacted them. "That's incredible," NFTA Chairman
Raymond F. Gallagher responded when told of the different
roles Termini played. "I can't believe all that."
"If all of that is true that should probably have been disclosed
to the NFTA board," said Dominic J. Terranova the current
NFTA counsel. Gallagher said the NFTA has been conducting
an internal audit of Termini's work for the agency following a
story by The News last month about the NFTA's purchases of
office supplies and furniture. Termini is scheduled to resign
from his NFTA position later this month as part of an dut-of-
court settlement related to non-criminal allegations against him
about political coercion. Termini's relationship with Spectrum
and Phoenix also are being investigated by state taxation
officials as they look at sales- and excise-tax collections from
gasoline and oil sales on Indian reservations. Termini's double
role is revealed in a July 22,1987 letter addressed To Whom
It May Concern.' The letter gives him "unconditional author^
ity" for the purpose of buying gasoline or other motor fuels for
Spectrum, subject only to "final contract approval" by Snyder.
The letter obtained by The News was signed by Timothy J.
Toohey a former NFTA general counsel who now represents
Snyder. Toohey, who resigned from the $81,000 job as the
NFTA's top lawyer in 1985 acknowledged that Termini's dual
role for Snyder and the agency "would have the appearance of
a conflict of interest." Both Toohey and Termini were closely
associated with former Erie County Democratic Chairman
Joseph F. Crangle, and they worked in the State Assembly
during the 1970's. Further, both were involved in a 1984 deci-
sion by the NFTA board to limit fuel contracts tpminority sup-
pliers. The decision effectively reduced the field of bidders and
helped Phoenix, a minority-owned firm to obtain the contract to
supply the agency every year since 1984 with little competition
NFTA records show.

A month of interviews and inquiries unepvered the following
relationships: Termini and the NFTA suppliers.
Sine 1980, Termini annually has purchased 3 million gallon of
bus fuel and almost 1 million gallons of aircraft fuel for the
NFTA from suburban Philadelphia oil companies that have
submitted the low bids.
Phoenix Petroleum Co. has been the NFTA's primary supplier
since Termini took over as NFTA purchaser in 1.980. Termini's
chief contact was Phoenix Vice President Steve Wang, a
Chinese-American minority contractor who also won the bid in
1982 while wording for another company. Phoenix is owned by
Wang's wife.
Petron Trading Co. won the bid in 1983. Its principals include
Charles Hurchalla, who is not a minority.
For a time in 1984, Phoenix and Petron had offices in the same
building in a King of Prussia, Pa., shopping center.
Termini, private buyer for Spectrum. At the time the letter was
written, company owner Barry Snyder said he was trying to set
up a fuel distributorship to buy bulk gasoline and oil from
Pennsylvania refineries so that he could supply gas stations on
the Cattaraugus Reservation, the Tuscarora Reservation in
Niagara County and the Akwesasne Mohawk Reservation near
Massena. In mid-1987, Termini contacted Hurchall —the for-
mer NFTA supplier— and at least two other oil and gasoline
suppliers on Snyder's behalf, The News learned. Toohey de-
nied that Termini ever contacted Phoenix, but in about August
1987, Phoenix began supplying Spectrum from a Warren, Pa.,
refinery. Snyder and the NFTA. In addition to Spectrum,
Snyder also operates Seneca Hawk, a gas station on the Catta-
raugus Reservation, and is a registered minority contractor with
the NFTA, eligible to bid on transit agency contracts. NFTA
records show that last year, while agency was preparing to
request bids on its yearly 3 million-gallon bus fuel contract,
Termini's office solicited Seneca Hawk to bid. According to
records, Snyder did not respond with a bid, but NFTA officials
said Termini should have disclosed his private business rela-
tionship with Snyder and Toohey to the NFTA board before
asking Seneca hawk to do business.
Phoenix and the NFTA. Phoenix's principal salesman, Wang,
has dealt with the NFTA since 1982, when he was vice-
president of another Pennsylvania company, American Refin-
ing, which won the bid to supply the agency with bus fuel,
records show. But in mid-1984, the way was cleared for
Phoenix to become the major supplier of fuel when Termini
recommended the NFTA board set aside the bus contract
exclusively for minority bidders. The purpose of thejset-aside
was to help the NFTA meet federal minority contracting re-
quirements. Toohey said in an interview that he knew Wang
from dealing with him at the transit authority and that he, too,
worked on the board's decision to set asjde the fuel contract for
minorities, but he insisted that had no connection to Phoenix.
Nevertheless, agency files show that Phoenix and only a hand-
ful of others —sometimes as few as two minority bidders— re-
sponded to bid invitations after 1984, even though Termini's
office sent out dozens of requests for bids; Oil industry sources
said.there are few minority-owned oil companies able to meet
the NFTA's requirements for millions of gallons of fuel for its
buses. Moreover, a small Rochester fuel dealer who succeeded
last year in briefly taking NFTA oil business away from
Phoenix recalled that Termini preferred Phoenix.
The dealer, LindaFadele.recalledTennini saying, "If you don't
produce you're out the door." Also, she recalled, "He said that
if he had his way, he'd just as soon keep the contract wiUi
Phoenix." As it happened the NFTA dismissed Ms. Fadele last
summer and gave the fuel contract back to Phoenix complain-
ing that her fuel was contaminated, damaged bus engines and

caused the entire bus fleet to smoke too much. NFTA officials
expressed surprise and concern when The News began asking
questions about Termini's moonlighting job. After hearing of
The News questions, two NFTA officials said they would
inquire about more than $20 million in motor fuel that Termini
purchased for the authority. Officials said that Termini, who has
resigned effective next month, should have disclosed details of
his private business with Snyder and Toohey to the NFTA
board, but did not "We are reviewing this whole fuel contract
That whole process is under intensive review." said NFTA
counsel Terranova State taxation officials are also investigat-
ing the Termini-Toohey-Snyder relationship, The News has
learned. State officials said they were aware of Termini's role
and they are investigating it as part of an on-going dispute
between the state and Indian businessmen who claim exemp-
tion from state taxes. "We cannot comment because there is an
investigation under way," said Karl E. Felsen, a spokesman for
the state department. Termini would not talk to a reporter about
his business with Snyder. Kenneth C. Kruly, NFTA general
manager of administration and Termini' s immediate supervisor
said he did not know anything about Termini's roles outside of
the NFTA. During his first interview with The News regarding
Termini's role, Toohey denied that the NFTA purchasing direc-
tor ever represented Spectrum or any of Snyder's companies.
However, when told that The News had obtained a copy of his
1987 letter. Toohey insisted that nothing came of the relation-
ship. Toohey said Termini did attempt to buy fuel for Spectrum,
but was not successful and never completed the deal with
Phoenix. Toohey also denied that Termini received any pay-
ment for his work. He said he gave Termini the letter because
Termini was experienced as a buyer for the NFTA. "The only
contact that he made was with Charles Hurchalla. Nothing came
of i t" Toohey said. But in addition to Hurchalla, The News has
learned that Termini also presented the letter to another sup-
plier, and he also approached a Buffalo businessman about a
month before the letter was written in 1987. The businessman,
who askednotto be identified, recalled that Termini met him for
lunch at a Delaware Avenue restaurant and during the meeting
asked him to furnish fuel supplies to Spectrum. The business-
man said he declined.
Snyder, asked about the situation, said, "I wanted to become a
distributor and I was looking for a broker, I know Rocco... I
knew Rocco was doing something, but I didn't know what he
was doing." "I don't care who supplies me with (oil) products.
If somebody tells me they can give me some product. I'll take
it" Snyder said. He denied that he ever paid Termini for
obtaining business from Phoenix and said he never dealt with
Termini directly. "You ask Tim Toohey what it's all about"
Snyder said, Snyder said he and other Indian fuel dealers tradi-
tionally have trouble finding petroleum suppliers because state
tax agents concerned about collecting taxes have pressured
refineries in Pennsylvania not to deal with them.
State tax officials have suspended attempts to collect between
15 and 19 cents a gallon in excise and sales taxers at the retail
level on reservations following a State Court of Appeals ruling
in December that Indian traders are exempt from state taxes.
Snyder also said he severed his ties to Phoenix about three
weeks ago and now buys fuel from another broker. An earlier
ethics inquiry into Termini's purchases of furniture and office
supplies was dropped recently by the authority's independent
ethics board, Terror said. NFTA officials asked the ethics board
toconduct the investigation early last month after The News re-
ported that Termini had bought more than $300,000 in office
supplies and furniture —more than half of it in no-bid pur-
chases—from a company that his cousin's husband represents.

At the same time, Termini was facing a non-criminal com-
plaint filed by the U.S. Merit Systems Protection Board that
charged he used coercion in soliciting political contributions
from agency employees. Last month, his lawyer announced
Termini had reached a settlement and was resigning.
