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Pet Photography
Amateur pet photographers have it all over the pro-

fessionals. After all, you know your pet's moods and
expressions. Learn the three P's of pet photography
and capture special moments on film.
PREPARDNESS

The best animal poses usually happen spontaneous-
ly; that quizzical expression on your puppy's face, the
rascally look of a kitten pawing at a length of string,
the graceful flight of Towser catching a flying disc. If
you've ever remarked, "Gee, I wish I had a camera
with me," add film to your shopping lift. Load the
camera and keep it close by.
PLANNING

Sonic animal photography requires forethought.
When shooting indoor pictures, for example, close off
the room to prevent your photo-shy pet from escap-
ing. Gather up the props you'll need — a ball, for in-
stance, or a catnip mouse.

Snap pictures while your pet is playing with your
kids. Preset your camera to a fast shutter speed (1/250
or faster) to keep the photos from looking blurry,

After a romp with the kids, Fido will be really to
relax That's the time to shoot those stately por-
trait like photos.

PATIENCE
I nless you've trained them otherwise, pets aren't

likely to hold the pose on command. Oftent you need
to wait until that heartwarming expression appears.
Example: Don't just line Fido up against the fence and
snap away. Follow the animal around the yard, and
watch it carefully. • • ' • " . .

Keep a finger on the shutter, ready to react. Perfect
poses occur quickly and they're not always repeated.
NX hen you see a pose you like, focus in closely, so the
animal tills the viewfinder. This captures the fine
detail of your pet's fur, adding impact to trie photo.

Be tolerant if your pet refuses to cooperate. If you
get angry, the animal will become confused and
frightened Instead, praise your pet when it
cooperates That way, the animal will look forward to
its next photo session.
